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TUESDAY MORNING'S FIRE.

Loss Placed at More Than Forty
Thousand .Dollars—The Insurance.

Yesterday morning’s fire, the im-
portant features of which were told in
the Sun that morning, lasted .about
five hours and did damage to the ex-
tent of fully forty thousand dollars,

.Shortly after the engifes and hose
carts had gone those on guard found
a blaze near the roof of the building.
They endeavored to extinguish it with
buckets of waiter, but being unable to
do so sent in a still alarm to No. 3
station, .which brought out . three's
hose cart. About the same time three
or four other smail fires ‘were moticed
in different 'portions of the building
where the goods were 56 densely pack-
ed that the *watér had not soaked
through. These goods received a share
of attention and were quickly ex-
tinguished, but Chief Kerr, who re-
sponded to the still” alarm, thought it
advisable to remove quantities of stuff
from the building for the purpose of
preventing further outbreaks. In or-
order to do this he rang in an alarm
about half-<past nine oclock. The ap-
paratus which answered the call was
sent back, but the men were put to
work, and cleared out large cases and
backages of goods in which  the
fire might haye' a chance to spread.
.. During the afterncon the fire again
broke ‘out, but was extinguished with-
out difficulty. Two firemen and  two
members of the salvage corps. watched
the ruins during the night.
