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STUMPAGE UNDER TWO GOVERNMENTS.

One significant result of the change in the Provincial

Administration is the increase in crown land revenue.
The amount of this increase and how it is obitained are
shown elsewhere. This year, with the lumber industry
less active than usual, the province has an income from
stumpage alone at least $45,000 and perhaps $50,000 larg-
er than last year. But last year's income was largely A
swelled by the change of Government. Mr. Grimmer P

got about $10,000 in one lump over tne amount which
the officer of the previous administration had arranged

to accept from one operator. No one knows how manry
scalers’ returns were raised after the March election
above what they would have been if the votes had gone
another way.

The average stumpage revenue for seven years prev-

jous to 1908 was about $140,000 It would have been at N

jeast double that amount if full lawful stumpage had
been paid. The average amount for the four years from
1904 to 1907 inclusive, with the present stumpage rates n
ostensibly in force, was $165,000. If full lawful stump- o

age had been paid the amount would doubtless have been

That is to say it would have been $320,000 a year. If the

scaling of 1909 had been done as it was before the
change of Government the stumpage revenué would have
been $120,000 instead of $240,000.

Now this remarkable change has been accomplished H
by a very simple process. It was effected by the honest o
and fair administration of the law. All that was needed 4
was a disposition to do right. The scalers are just as will- .
ing to return the full quantity as half or one-third. 1Itlis
easier work to do it right because the old method re-
quired a different system for each lumberman, so that
each might be treated according to his political qualifica
tions, his campaign contributions, or his *“pull” These
were elements which the average scaler would prefer

not to estimate. It is easier to measure lumber.

Mr. Grimmer is simply a capable and just administra-
tor. He is no respecter of persons, but treats all men
allke. To have one standard for all operators and all I
parts of the province, and for all scalers, the Surveyor
General appointed a supervisor of scalers, thus estab-
lishing uniformity. This ofticer, who is a Liberal in|
politics, was chosen because he was the best man for the
position. €

Now we have this state of affairs: While the lum-
bermen are paying into the treasury very much more
than they did before they are not miserable. They |1
do not even have a grievance, They are justly treated
and all served alike. They know it and accept the
situation without discontent. Some of them always had
to pay about the full rate, Those who got off at half or
one-third the lawful charge did not gain the difference,
One reason why they are not complaining is that it is
no harder to pay stumpage than to pay toll. No one
supposes that. this $180,000 or $200,000 or more a year
was a free gift to the lumber operator. He had to pay

If he did not pay quite so much he got, he never knew
what the claim against him was, or when it would be
made, or how often, or by what agent or politician, He

was always under obligation, with the additional anxiety

nd the proper causes.

that fie could not dispute the levy made upon him, was
obliged to keep the whole transaction secret, and never
felt that he owned himself. Now the lumberman has

got back his self-respect and independence. Those who
set a fair value on these compensations consider that
they are worth what they cost.

The province is a great gainer. It gains the moral ad-
vantage of Hdving honest crown land administration. 1t
gains a great and growing financial advantage. The
Surveyor General will find himself in a position to ac
complish some things which he greatly desires. A part
of what he gains by the honest administration of the
public domain, he may devote to the development and
protection of the public' domain: There are many good
uses_for .apy additional revenue which the Government
obtains, and every resident of the province has cause
to be thankful for this reform. The increased subsidy
from Ottawa is paid for by incrgased federal taxes, but
amounts that are rescued from the political toll-taxes are
clear gain.
