‘“The C. P: R. will do all it can to
assist in the work of colonizing and
reforesting the Province of New
Brunswick,” said .. O. Armstrong, of
the Colonization and Natural Resour-
ces Department of the big corporation,
who was in the city yesterday to con-
fer with James Gilchrist, secretary of
the Farm Settlement Board.

“The C. P. R,” he ssid, “has re
cently declded to give its attention
to the problem of colonizing the dis-
tricts in the four eastern provinces
gserved by its lines, and to take up the
work of reforesting lands unsuitable
for farming and now unproductive be-
cause of the destruction of forest
fires. The company has recognized the
importance to it of the proper conser
vation of the natural resources ofl the
country. A natural resources depart-
ment hag recently been organized and
the company has recognized its impor-
tance to such an extent that it has
agreed to place its financial resources
behind it, Huge sums have been spent
on irrigation and forestry in  the
west and now we propose to do some-
thing in Ontario, Quebec, New Bruns-
wick and Nova Scotia,

To Reforest Waste Areas.

“We will take up the matter of ve
foresting waste area, if we can make
arrangements with the municipalities
to place a fixed and small tax upon
such lands as we may acquire. If we
are not held up for high prices we will
buy any waste lands along our lines
in New Brunswick and Nova Scotia,
not suitable for farming, put the best
foresters in the country in charge of
them and start raising trees. The for-
esters will, of course, select the trees
best suited to each district, but our
idea is to specialize in raising trees
suitable for railway ties, and pulp-
wood. Our foresters will have instruc-
tions to co-operate with the govern-
ment officials in the work of prevent-
ing and fighting forest fires.

“The company fleels that though the
returns from the work of reforesting
may be siow it is ‘worth its while to
go into it and we believe the munici-
palities will agree to a taxation sys-
tem that will permit us to go ahead,
as there are many acres of land unfit
for farming, where: the forests have
been burnt off and now do not bring!
the municipalities or any body any re-
turns,

Will Aid in Colonization,

“The C. P. R. is also ready to da
what it can to assist in the coloniza-
tion of Eastern Canada. We do not in-
tend to adopt the policy of providing
improved farms here as we are doing
in the west on our own lands, but we
will co-operate with the local authori-
ties to advertise the opportunities
here and to bring out new settlers.
Years ago we conducted an advertis-
ing campaign in the east to get settl-
ers for the west, and we took a great
many people from these provinces.

The Reoyal Bank of Ca-
nada is negotiating with the vestry of
St. Ann’s parish church for the pur-
chase of a property at the corner of
Carleton and Queen streets and if a
sale is made $10,000 will be the price
The lot is that upon which the Cran-
gle building stands and is one of the
best business properties in the city.
The bank’s solicitors have been ocarry-
ing on negotiations for the purchase
but Ald. Wilkinson, vestry clerk of
the parish church, said today that be-
fore a sale could be made, even if the
price was met, the consent of the
standing committee of the diocess
wculd have to be obtained. In the
meantime the Royal Bank has had an
option for $15,000 on the Crangle
building for some months but J. How-
ard Crangle, the present owner, said
today that the option had not been
cloged, as it is contingent upon the
benk being able to purchase the land.

Fredericton, Oct. 17.—Ross Thomp-
son, Chief Engineer of the St. John
and Quebec Railway Company, return-
ed at noon teday from Ottawa, where
he had been taking up route matters
with the Department of Rallways and
Canals. Mr. Thompson said that the
company’s survey for the Valley Rail-
way below Fredericton had been ap-
proved. This route, he said, carried
the railway back from the river, so
that it would cross the Oromocto riv-
er at a point about half a mile above
the village of Oromocto.

“The route matters are now all set-
tled between Gagetown and Centre-
ville,” said Mr. Thompson. As to the
sites of the bridges between Gagetown
and St. John, Mr. Thompson said that
until more soundings had been taken
nothing could be determined.
