The steamship ow­
ners are claiming that the amount of 
fpod and lodging alloted to their of­
ficers must count in determining their 
status under the act. On smaller 
ships the question is more acute, for 
only manual workers are receiving 
benefits, so no matter how low their 
stipend the officers, who do not work 
with their hands, do not profit by the 
act. Therefore the Gllbertlan situ­
ation is created that if a man, though 
a manual worker, should by promotion 
get another man to do his manual 
labor, he at once becomes a gentle­
man. The quartermaster by steering 
the ship always qualifies under the 
act, but misses being a gentleman, al­
though he may mess with the rest, of 
the officers.

Seattle. Washington, July 3—One 
year ago the old 320-ton wooden whal­
ing steamer Ka-rluk, flagship of the 
Canadian government’s Arctic expor­
ing expedition under command of Vil- 
hjalmur Stefansson, sailed from Vic­
toria, B. C., for Nome, Alaska, 
is now locked in the polar ice.

After buying dogs and supplies at 
Nome and stopping at Port Clarence, 
Alaska, to make the final distribution 
of men and cargo among the three 
vessels of the fleet, the Karluk point­
ed toward Bering Strait, July 27, 1913. 
She encountered in the Arctic the 
heaviest ice ever known in midsum­
mer, and was unable to make the stop 
which she had planned at Point Bar- 
row, the northernmost projection of 
Alaska. She was carried east, off the 
point to longitude 150, and on Septem­
ber 10 was apparently frozen fast for 
the winter. Ten da 
feeling sure that 
winter cradle, set out for shore with 
two white men, two Eskimos and dog 

1 teams, to hunt caribou to provide the 
Karluk with fresh meat. On Septem­
ber 22 a violent gale sprang up, which 
broke the ice. When Steftnsson and 
his companions returned to the 
at Beechy Point, September 28, the 
Karluk was not to be seen, 
hunters proceeded to Point Barrow, 
and on arrival there were told by an 
old Eskimo that he had sighted with 
his spyglass the Karluk drifting west, 
in the first week of October.

Stefansson and bis associates, seek­
ing the other vessels of their expedi­
tion, at once moved eastward toward 
the Mackenzie delta. In January of 
the present year, Stefansson was told 
that an Eskimo had seen the Karluk 
steaming east past the north end of 
Richard Island, 
the Mackenzie river, about the middle 
of October. No white man has seen 
the Karluk since Stefansson left the 
ship on September 20 last, and there 
Is an Inclination among navigators to 
discredit the reports of Eskimos who 
said they saw the Karluk after Stef­
ansson left her.

Stefansson and Peary have both ex­
pressed themselves as confident that 
the Karluk is safe in the ice. Both 
have the utmost faith in the ability of 
Captain Robert A. Bartlett, her com­
mander. Captain Roald Amundsen, 
the discoverer of the south pole, had 
planned, until compelled by lack of 
funds to abandon his project, to sail 
to Point Barrow with his woodem ice­
boat, Fram, next August and permit 
the Fram to be frozen in the ice just 
as the Karluk was. Amundsen believ­
ed that the Ice would carry him north­
easterly perhaps across the pole, and 
would probably deliver him upon the 

of Greenland. Captain 
Backland. of Seattle, one of the best 
known of Arctic navigators, whose 
schooner, Transit was crushed by the 
ice and sunk ndar Point Barrow last 
summer, fears that the Karluk’s sides 
were not strong enough to withstand 
the squeeze of the ice. The Fram, he 
says, Is built with a hull that would 
be heaved up by the ice closing upon 
it, whereas the Karluk might be de­
stroyed in such a grip.

The Arctic shore is patrolled by Es­
kimo hunters during the summer! and 
wreckage from the Karluk, if any 
comes ashore, Is likely to be picked
