ASSERTS HE TRIED
10 AVOID THE WAR

News Service)—Berlin papers just re-
ceived here give a story of the Kai-
ser's visit to the military hospital. He
walked through the rows of wounded
soldiers speaking to the men and
grasped the outstretched hands of
those unable to salute or rise from
their beds. Afterwards he sent a
rose to every wounded soldier who
did not have the honor of a personal
chat with him. Incidentally he dis-
tributed Iron Crosses right and left.
A clergyman who has had the care of
the wounded soldiers addressed the
Kaiser with a heavy heart. “We have
all to make sacrifices these times,” the
Emperor reminded the cleric, and that
he had six sons fighting. “Yes, Your
Majesty that is our pride and happi-

responded the chaplain. “I
did all in my power to keep peace,’
proceeded the Kaiser, “but our ene-
mies would not have peace; now we
will have to crush them to the
ground.”
