French Withdrew.

The French have withdrawn to the 
old 1916 tine running through Ecdel- 
le, Bepuvraignes, and Lassigny, which 
ie only a slight retirement srinoe Tues­
day. The Germans are finding the 
greatest difficulty In transporting 
supplies of munitions and food from 
their bases at Cambrai and St. Quen­
tin across the devasted area.

When 11 is realized that a hundred 
lorries are required to transport the 
food for two divisions, some appre­
ciation of the difficulties of feeding 
an attacking army can be gained. 
Transporting shells by lorries is a 
tremendous undertaking alone, not 
to mention the task of carrying the 
soldiers to the battlefront and caring 
for the wounded.

The lack of railway facilities is a 
handicap which the enemy will not 
overcome quickly. On the other 
hand, the British and French have 
fallen back on their bases and retain 
all their railway lines. Their reserv­
es can move quickly and their forces 
are more mobile.

Though it is well to guard against 
overconfidence there is plenty of justi­
fication In regarding the situation to­
day as greatly Improved.

More Hun Carda.

General Von Lundendorff, the mas­
ter strategist and organizer of the 
enemy army, undoubtedly still has 
several cards to play, but it is equally 
certain that the high stakes for which 
he is playing are far from won.

French attacks south of the Somme 
were being prepared this afternoon 
but the British and FYench reserves 
were reported to be awaiting them 
calmly and confidently.

It Is beginning to look as If this 
war manoeuvre were to be shortlived. 
The reserves will settle this In the 
next couple of days.
