Held Yesterday Afternoon
~—Dr, Roberts Presided and

" a Central Committee Will

be Am to Act —
Centralization of Effort,

A plan to co'ordinate the work of
all organizations interested in health
and matters of public welfare was
launched yesterday at u meeting in
the Governmeant rooms called by Hon,
Dr. Roberts, minister of public health.

The meeting was largely attended
and wag representative of all the lo-
cal sqcieties,

Dr. "Roberts expressed the opinion
that while the government had spent
$25,000 for health measures, he was
confident that @s the knowledige of
the need was spread the amount of
money would bé doubled. As with
provincial governments so with the
municipal governments, who had only
to learn the meéed to vote the neces-
sarsy money « All over Canada cam-
paigns against the spread of tubercu-
losis and. venereal discase had been
instituted and the Canadian govern:
ment has voted $200,000 for this pur-
pose.

In working out the provisions of the
Health. Act, the C€o-operation of the
people is needed and Dr Roberts felt
that the peopie to go to were the
organigzations, who, for years, had been
coping with ecertatn problems, It is
necessary to adopt a system of muni-
cipal house-cleaning so that the peo-
ple who come Wwithin our gates shall
find thé house clean.

Dr. Roberts referred to the work of
the Victorian Order of Nurses, and
showed that, as the order does child
welfare work, it would only be dupli-
cating effort to support another nurse
in the citles and rural distriots,
What is wanted is an extension of the
work. If the munmicipalities can be
awakened /to the value of the nurses
then the work of the societies would
be to stand behind and support the
Order.

Dr. Roberts suggested o parliament
of the socleties with a central com-
mittee to prevent overlapping. This
parliament would take up any sugges-
tion, such as the need of a juvenile
court, and decide upon it before ap-
proaching the government to geek
for financial or other aid. This would
regult in concerted action and prevent
the multiplicity of requests.

Dr. Roberts spoke of the survey
made of the Province of British Co
lumbia from & health gtandpoint. He
told of the desire for the establish-
ment of branches of the Victorian
Order at many places throughout the
Province of New Brunswick,

Mrs. Haningtom, chief superintend-
ent of the Victorian Order of Nurses,
then addressed the meeting, and in
illustration of her plan read a letter
from the Provinclal Red Cross of
British Columbia asking for the sery-
ices of Victorlam Order of Nurses
throughout that proyince, and stating
that the Red Cross wished to be ready
to act in all emergencies and would
finance a scheme of nursing.

Mrs. Hanington then told how the
Sackville Chapter, I ©. D E., had
asked for & nurse. Miss Anderson
