One of its leading provisions read as fol-
lows: “No grant-of a water front shall
be isesued to any other person than the
owner of the land on which such water
front abuts, without, the consent in writ-
ing: of .such owner.” .

Hughes gave out for publication this af-
ternoon a characteristic effusion address-
ed to the Orangemen of Canada,
which he seeks to defend himself aﬂnst
