Considerable heated discussion cen­

tering around articles appearing in the 
local papers recently, marked a meet­
ing of the trades and labor council in 
the Labor Temple Wednesday night. 
Although the discussion occupied the 
greater part of the evening, no action 
was taken concerning the predicted 
breach between the council and certain 
political elements of the labor move­
ment, and so the matter was dropped.

As soon as the heading of ‘good and 
welfare” was reached. Arthur Mould 
sprang into the breach with the plea 
that no split should be allowed in 
Labor's ranks. He was of the opinion 
that if there were any differences to 
be settled within the ranks of labor it 
should be done in the meetings and 
not in public or in the press. He was 
supported by several other delegates.

Fred Young's Opinion.
Fred Young was of the opinion that 

the council should take some actions 
towards protecting itself in the future 
from any predicaments arising from 
the actions of any one outside of the 
council. After quite a lengthy speech, 
in which he pointed out how the coun­
cil was being injured by connections 
with these persons, he asked that a 
resolution be passed dissolving the 
committee of three appointed recently 
to take up the question of unemploy­
ment with representatives of other or­
ganizations. As there was no seconder 
the resolution was not put to the meet- 
ing.

Little business of any other nature 
was brought before the meeting. J. F. 
Thompson brought in a report on the 
high cost of living committee. After 
going into details of the agreement 
between the city and the Gas Com­
pany, he expressed indignation because 
the city council refused to give him 
a hearing following its tilt with Henry 
B. Ashplant. He claimed that this 
refusal was made at the instigation of 
Mayor E. S. Little. When he men­
tioned other members of the council 
he was called to order by President 
J. McGuire, who asked him not to deal 
in personalities.

$80 Divided For Relief.
It was announced by the secretary 

that $80 had been received by the 
council as the proceeds of the benefit 
night which had been put on in the 
Patricia Theatre to assist those suf­
fering from unemployment. After the 
money had been received by Man­
ager W. Stewart and the expenses 
were deducted $75 was divided be­
tween eight needy families.
