SUMMARY OF AUSTRIAN
\ TREATY

OTTAWA,—The following is a sum-
mary of the text of the Austrian peace
terms, received here by the Government
and #ssued to the Canadian Press:

The eonditions of peace of the Allied
and Associated powers, with the excep-
tion of Military reparations, financial
and boundary clauses, were handed to
the Austrian pleno’ﬂ:tentuneu at St.
Germain clauses, which
are not ready for. presentation, will be
delivered as soon as possible. The

The Ammm treaty follows exactly
the same outline as that of Germany,
and in places is identical with 1it,
except In name. Certain  speei-

Austria is left by treaty a state of six

RHINE PROVINCE PROCLAIMED
REPUBLIC

NEW YORK, June 2.—The Asso-
ciated Press this morning issued the
following: Austria’s delegates at St.
Germain, ' received to-day the term of
peace formulated by the allied and as-
sociated powers, Austrians were given
fifteen days to reply.

Meanwhile the situation, which may
affect the peace settlement with Ger-

many, has arisen through the proclama-
tion of -the independent republic of
the Rhine provinee, stretching along
the frontiers of Holland, Belgium and

Luxemburg and extending from the:

Lowlands, along the Duteh border, to
the hills of the Saar.

This provinee contains vast fields of
coal, and iron, great industrial eities
and centers of some of the most im-
portant textile manufacturers in Ger-
many.

The medice] men when czlled in this
morni soon escerteined what the
illnes: 28 #nd communicated with
the Medicel officer of Health, Dr.
McGillawee. The latter immediately
set the machinery of the health depart-

Schwartz snd Inspector J. G. Buch-
aupt they setabout to have the patients
removed to the Isolation Hespitsl.
This was done this sfternoon.

How the illness reached here is not
yet known. It is interesting to note
that one of the friends who lives 2t 45

to Baden where the disease is prevslent.
But he had not been back, he himself
being under qusrantine.

Will Pravide Protection.

You
cannot tell where an outbreak will end.”

Regarding the symptoms of smsllpox,
these sre headaches, backaches and
ohills, the like of which one experiences
in the old time la grippe. About five
days later eruptions on the skin eppeer
High fever sets in. Then smzalterstion
between lower fever and high sets in snd
the patient feels better. A relapse sets
in and he or she is a pretty sick person.
The eruptions during the illness break
open. Prompt attention to the patient
and quarantine of others who have been
about the patient are applied.

It means I hope better service all
round but a medical prescription is
required for the maximum quantity
of one quart of liquor, one dozen port-

.er ete, and the doctor is under the

same obligation as before to furnish
such presciption only when he be-
lieves the ligquor neccessary for the
health of the patient. His duty is
laid down in Section 61 of the Ontar-
io Temperance Act. . The physician
may also givg a similar prescription
up to -lx ounces of llquor upon a
