to endeavour to conciliate, and secure them to the

British Interest

I cannot escape your Excellencys

observation, that this knower with others of a

similar nature, must be accompanied with considerable

expense, I have therefore ordered Colonel Cland,

and Captain Elliott, to make a change in their

Abstract of disbursements for such sums as may

be requisite for the above purpose.
