ECLIPSES.
In the year 1884 there will be three eclipses of the sun and two of the moon.
I. A partial eclipse of the sun, March 27th 1834. Invisible in Canada.
II. A total eclipse of the moon, April 9th, 10th, 1884. Only the first contact with the 

shadow will be visible in Canada, at 4.34 a m. ot 10th. Moon sets at 5.27 a.m.
III. A partial eclipse of the sun, April 25th, 1884. Invisible in Canada.
IV. A total eclipse of the moon, October 4th, 1884. Visible in Canada.
