While still
leader of the Opposition, he spoke
at Stirling on Nov, 23. He dealt
very fully with the Irish question. He
said :

““The question of Ireland undoubt-
edly remains with us, and here, in
n;y own constituency, I will take the
opportunity of freely speaking my
mind on that subject. The subject,
however, is not new, nor is my opi-
mion new.

It is that the only
way of healing the evils of Ireland—
removing the difficulties of her ad-
munistration, of giving contentment
ana prosperity to her people, and of
making her a strength instead of ,
weakness to the Empire, is that p
Irish people should have the man- .
