he is God's child. In the fo1l of my
neighbor there is the grace of the Holy
Ghost. He is my brother. Surely,
therefore, I must pay respect to him,
and even deference. Now, if [ am to
pay respect to him because he is God's

child, image, or friend, the more re-
spect should I pay tohim. And if this
principle holds good while we are on
earth, how much the more will it hold
good when my neighbor goes to
Heaven ! Now, the Catholic Church
teaches that there is an honor to be paid
to God alone, and that thereis an in-
ferior honor to be paid to our brother
who i8 God's friend. Thus it stands
to reason thatthe higher my brother
ascends in the scale of perfection, then
the more must I pay him respect and
veneration. And if I ask the Catholic
Church ta give me a clear distinction
between supreme worship of God and
this inferior honor, I am told that God
is my Beginning, my Preserver, my
Last End. No one else could, of them
selves, redeem me. God is my Sancti-
fier. The highest angel or saint, or
even the glorious Mother of God her
gelt could not sauctify me of thewm-
selves. It is sometimes said by sincere
and earuest men outeide the Catholic
Church, ‘* Ah! ves, we know that dis-
tinctious are written down in your

official books and taught offizial-
ly, but those benighted people
in Spain or Mexico go down

"

on their kuees and worship the saints,
Now, 1 have met priests of every
nation under the sun ; but I have never
met one who met or heard of anyone
who worshipped a szint. But I
will give a test case: Suppose a
Turk or & Mohammedan came 1uto the
Catholic Church and saw there the
picture of Christ, and, kneeling down
and spreading out his carpet, began
to pray —for you must remember that
they acknowledge Christ as the prophet
from God, and a good man—and I said
““How do you know the Turk is not
giving Divine worship to Christ?”
““Oh, no !" you would say, ‘‘the man
doesn’t believe that Christ is God, and

therefore he can not give Divine
worship. Take now the '* benighted
Catholic "’ of whom we spoke in Spain

or Mexico. He goes and prays betore
a statue of the Blessed Virgin. If he
do2s mnot balieve as he prays
that the Blessed Virgin is God,
then itis not idolatry (applause), and
you and 1 would go far atield before
we would find a Catholic who did be
lieve that the Blessed Mother of God
was God. (Applause ) Now, on the
quastion of the Oae Mediator. Just as
thera is no grace but that which comes
from God, so there is only one
Mediator, and so all our prayers must
go to God. How much Catholics be
lieve in the One Mediator wlll be seen
from the recurrence of the sign of the
Cross  which comes so  often
in our Liturgy, from our cradle to our
death bed, from our baptism to ex
trem> unc‘ion. Bat, as we are all
brothran, so we can ali pray for one
another ; aud God is much pleased at
us offering up pravers, the good man
for his erring brother. That bond of
brotherhood is the Communiou oi
siiuts—not merely the saints in the
Catalogue, but all on earth who have
been baptised. Aud this boud is not
broken when our brother goes to
Heaven. We help those who are in
temptation by our prayers, and the
Saints, our brothersin Heaven, help us
by praying for us. And as we can ask
our neighbor, ** Pray for me,” so we
can ask the Saints and the Blessed Vir
gin, How can that ba derogatory to
the Mediator ? If to ask my neighbor
in Heaven to pray for me is derogation
of the Madiator, is it not devogation to
ask our neighbor on earth ? Some
might say, ‘' But why not pray to God
direct ?" as if we were looking upon
Ouar Lady, the saints, and God as
givers, Thereisonly one Giver. But
I compare Oar Blessed Lady with me
in the quality of an asker, and I ask,
Who is more likaly to obtain favors
than the Blessed Virgin, the Spouse of
the Holy G host,theMotherofJesusChrist,
the Dwughter of the Father, or myself,
who has offended God g0 often? And,
on the question of the knowledge of
the angels and saints of our petitions,
wo must remember that God imparts
His own knowledge fothose in Heaven,
If wo were to mouut up to heaven and
gee all the glory that has ever been
paid to the Blessed Virgin and atk her
what it is that she prizes the most, we
kuow that she would rveply that what
she most prizesis that every perfection,
every virtue which she possesses she
got from God, for He is the Creator :

Education without religion banishes
God, and & mau from whose heart Go
is driven has no motive to do the right
or shun the wrong.

It is & mistake to imagine that man
will always do what 1s right for no
other compensation than the mere
pleasure experienced in performing it,
or that he will shun what is wrong to
avoid the odium of public opinion or
the p»*n‘dilin':«' of the law., There must
be stronger motives for action, Truth,
virtue, honesty, charity, are lovabla
for their own sakes, and without any-
thing elsa to recommend them, will be
souzht after until it is convenient to
seek their opposites. Not one in a
thousand will be exclusively guided by
them for their own intrinsic worth.
The atheist can say that he experi-
ences o great pleasure in being truth-
ful, ho and virtuous, till it suits
his convenience to be dishonest, un
truthful, impious. There must be
some greater attraction to the virtues
and a stronger restraint against the
vices than they of and in themselves
furnish, It should be otherwise, but
nature will not nave it. The neces
sary attraction and restraint are found
in the fact that thers is One who
judges, rewards, punishes, according
to a fixed standard of morality. The
good shall ba recompensed, the wicked
shall suffer. God, as judge, embodies
the only motive that will keep man-
kind within bounds. Thersfore, teach
the things of God.

A course of education without relig
ion will bring up a class of refined
rascals, bright villains and selfish,
polished impostors—a class who will be
at the bottom of the worst and most
gigantic forms of official corruption,
swindling prejects, murderous plots
and glanderous devices.

To say: God ex
ists,is to teach the greatest of dogmas ;
and therefore the effort to divorce dog-
ma from religion is an absurdity.

He will
laugh at tines, penrlities, prison walls
A correct idea of God's attributes will
alone draw or deter him, Education
wherein God is excluded leaves out the
only force that will mold action accord-
ing to the Divine ideal,

Parents should think of this. They
may realizs it when it is too late.
