committed murder or treason, or by an)
other means violated the laws of the !land
they were dealt with se crimiosls snd as
Baptists. Even the celebrated Roger Wii-
lisme, of whom you made so much cspital,
was no Beptist whea he wes banished from
Sslem. The Maine FEvangelisi, nesr the
close of the summer of 1858, says: ¢ Roger
Willisms was a Congregationsl minister
whilst in Massachusetts ; and he did not be-
come a Beptist 1ill two yesrs sfier be lelt
the State. He was banished, or rather
fled, becouse the magistrates thought bim
tesching sediiions and revoluiionary doc
trines, snd were about 10 transport him 1o
Eongleod for trial. 1t was two yesrs after
be fled to Rhode Island, before be embraced
Bapuist views and formed s Baptist church :
but remained in it but & year ; withdrawing
from all cburch cooneciion. Whatever
may have been the truth or error of his

. principles which gave offence, they were

such a8 he held as a Congregational mini
ster.” This is aleo found subsiantiaily 1o
the Eseyclopmdia Amerncina. Now ali
these assertions, Elder Mason, which we

dorsed by Pengiliy! -

“ The quo.»tion is essentiaily true as far
88 it goes. Here is the paseage more »
large: ‘The commission givea by our
Savior to his discip'es, in ‘he time of his
mortal life, 1o bspuize in ihe country ol
Judea, is not st all set down i1n Scipture ;
oaly, 1t is sad, that they bapuzed a grea:
many ; and the eolargement of that com
mission given ihem afterwards (Matt. xxvin.
19), 10 perform the same office -among ail
the beathea wnotions, is se: down 10 such
briel words, that there is no particular
direction given what they were to do in
reference to ihe children . of those tha:
received the faith: and amowng all the
persons that are recorded »s bapuzed by
the apostles, there is no ezpress wention o
sny 10fant; nor is there, on ihe other side,
any accouot of apy Christian’s child, whos«
baptism was put off ull he wass grown up, or
who was bapiized at man’s age’ But b
says, vol. ii. p 521, speaking of 1 Cor vi'.
14: “This iuterpretation, or such as
‘amounts o the hke effect, | have shown 0
be the most eurrent among the primitive
Christians. Aud if it be allowed, there
needs mo more evidence for it (infant bep
tism) from Scripture.’ And again, 1 vol.
iv. p. 509, he saye, speaking of children
beiog received through bap 1sm and made
members of Chrisi’s kingdom : * And the
sanciion here given to the command of such
a receiviog of them 1s the highest that i

. ever given; even the same that is given to

the command of receiving the aposiles them-
selves. For as it was said to them, He
that receiveth you receiveth me ; and he that
receiveth me receiveth him that semt me ;
80 the very same is said here of receiving
children in his name.

* Agsin (p. 220): ‘ Bishop Burnec says,
There is no express precep: or rule given
in the New Testament for the bapiism of
infants’ [Ezpress precept again! Ezpress
Wev1ion, ezpress precep!, express fule, 1=
thrust 1nto ‘your eyes from wearly every
page! We claim, snd eo did Bisbop
Buraet, thst a0 ezpess precept :s not meces-
sary, for we can be taught iraihs and doc
trines without ezpress precepls orf com-
mands !

“ Next comes Richard Baxter; he is
dragped out by Pengilly, and then again by
Mce. Graves, sud made apparently 10 bear
evidence for them (p 220): * Richard
Baxter says, I conciude that all the ex-
smples of bapiiem in the Scriptures do
meniion only ihe administrstign of 1 1o
the professors of saving fsntb; snd the
precepis give uo other direction. Let us
examine ths evidence a | ttle; the quota-
tion's takea from a work where he was
t-asonng oo an entirely diffcrent subject,
and it is only used 10 the scnse of an wlus-
traiion wherehy 10 throw his oppouent in 3
quaundary, and 13 not kis opirion at all; nor
was it put forih a8 such ; snd Peagilly and
Graves were aware of this when they quoted
it!

Richacd
Baxier, your name 19 epread abroad 1o
tracis and books which are scattered broad-
cast over ihe world—carnied, as by the
winds, ioto every nook and cormer of the
earth—as though you had borne tesiimony
agsinet that ordinance you so dearly prized,
and woald have given up no sooner thao
you would your life! Is this a irue repre-
sentatioa of you?! Did you believe one
thiog, and advocate and practise anotber?

What bave you 10 say of infants and of their
privileges, Richard Baxier 1 I wooder that
such slanders do not call the departed
witnesses for Christ from 1beir long resting-
places? Bui, as it_happens, Baxter leit
sbundant testimony which, io his own
burning words, epeaks for him trumpet-
tongued] He eays: * God had never a
church on carth of which infants were not
infant members since there were infants in
the world’ (S:e Commentary oo Mau.
xzvii. 19), Aod more, he held pablic
discussions with Baptists on the subject,
sad pablished 1wo works on the Seripture
proot of jofant beptism! And yet, not-
wibstanding all this, these men can quote a
passege from snother work, treating upon

the feith in whick he lived, snd labored,
sad died, and palm it off upoo the people
8 bis belief sud teschings!

this sabject ! [ know s young man, now a
Pedobsptist clergymas, who was once a
Bap i-t, sud was led 10 see his error just by
ihe garbled quotaiions found in the ‘' Serip-
(ure Guide 1o Baptiem,” by Pengilly. He
was one of those very few readers who
desire 1o look up the quotations, and to
decide for themselves; or who are ro
situated as 10 be able 1o do so. lo com-
paring the represeatations of Peagilly with
the true views of the aathors, he was so
disgusted that be went into a thorough and
candid iavestigation of the whole ground;
which led him—ss | verily believe it wi!!
every one, where the invesiigation is boib
thorough and candid, without prejudice—
10 see that this peculiar faith of the Bipus:
denomination is not only unfeeling and
unnatiural, but also wascriptural and un.
christlike. :

“ Look mow on the next page 221 He
says. ‘Even your Presbyierian Docior
Miiler, of Princeton Theological Seminary,
says: “ The fact is, 1hat during 1he whole
threescore years afier 1he ascension of

Mr. Graves did oot expect
his readers 10 bave dieceroment enocugh to
notice that 1hat quotation waa ooe which
tended t0 overthrow (he very point he was
trying 10 establish; but omly, that he had
he name of such a renowoed men as Dr
Miller oo Ais side, belping him o over:ihrow
the whole struciure of pedobaptism ! What
s mistake! [ repeat 1he words of Dr.
Miller: * that in the New Testament bistory
we have no hint of the bapiism of infanis
born of Christian parents—oor of such in-
fants when 1hey were grown up to be adulls,
and who believed and were reckoned amoog
Christ's followers! How is this? Cao
Mr Graves explaw it? Wili you iell me
the reason. We have numerous accounts
of Gentile and Jewish converts, who, when
they believed, were bspuzed aud (their
families ; but never & lisp of 8 believer's
child being bapuzed, which, when arriving
at an age of undersianding, believed also
Not one. Yet there must have been mauy
thoussods of them, for the time embraced
in the New Testameot history comprises
several generations of childieo. Resd Dr.
Miller s srgument, sod you will fiod that bhe
bas not left us in doubt with regard to his
vehief: | would recommend it 1o your
perusal. I will quote but two short pes-
sages from it. * Although the New Tesia-
ment does not costain any specific 1ex.6
which, io s0o many words, declare 1hst the
isfant seed of beievers are members o' 1he
church 0 wvirtue of their birth; yet it
abounds in passages which cannot be reason-
ably ezplained but in harmony with this
doétrine. lustead of our Bap st brethres
having 8 nght 1o call upon us 1o find a
direct warrant 1o the New Testament 0
favor of nfants membership, we have a
right to call upoo them to produce a direct
warran for the great and sudden change
which tney silege took piace. If 1 be as
they say, that the New Testameant 18 silen:
on the toubject, this very silence s quite
sufficient 10 desiroy their cause 20d 10
esiablish ours.’ ls this oot sufficienily
disiinct ?

‘“ Again, your suthor remarks (p.220):
‘Martin Luther, the great reformer, s3ys :
+ 11 cannot be proved that infant baptism
was 10stitu ed by Christ, or by the firs:
Christisus after the Apostles” Whean or
where Luther eaid this, he does not ihink
proper 10 woform us. But if he ever did say
it, he has also said that which is exacily 1he
reverse of 11, as | can point you bere 10 the
very pages (See Siogularia Liuheri, Jenaed ,
1564, Ari. Bapiism, p. 65%). He is prov
ing thet bapism is not a saving ordinance,
and says: That 1he dipping of a child 10
water, or the sprinkhing it with water
according to the command of Christ, should
cleanse it from sin end transfer 1t from the
kingdom of Saiav o the kingdom of God,
wreviled by reason.” Again, in ithe same
article, p 602: ‘I consider that by far
\he salest bapusm, 1s the bapusm of chi:d-
ren.” Once mose, p. : ¢ We conclude
that cbildren believe at baptism, and bave
a fai.h of their own: 1thet God produces it
in them n answer to the fai'hfal prayers
aod obedience of the sponsors.’

“ A vast deal more might be adduced,
bat this 1e abundeoily sufficient 10 prove
that Luther’s beliel aud practice was alio-
getber on the other mde of the question
Not long sivee 1 100k up a Bapuet publica-
tion in which wae an arucle headed ¢ Mariin
Luther almost a Biptist,” and again the old
s ory was told over ahout Luther’s transla-
uon of thé Bible, 1a which he renders bap-
tize, Taufen, which sigaifies immerse, eic
I laid ibe publicaion down wih a feeiing
akiu to diszust,  ls 1t poseibie, thought 1,
that they w.ll persisi 1n repeating that same
oid story, ai.hovgh 80 0! en coriecied, righ:
in the face of facte, and 1hat too, when every
German who can read his Binie wili tell
hem 1t is false! For a momead let s
ok at the resson of the thing. When
Marnio Luiher took water 1o his hand and
spriokled n upon the head of a chiid, say-
g, * Ich taufe dich,’ eic., did he mesn, |
immerse you?! Nould the people #0 un-
derstand him ?  Is 1t possible 7”

“There may be some such thing afloa
in newspaper lieraiure,” ssid Eider Mason ;
* but 1 do’nt think 1t ever came from a
source auih-rized hy .the church  lidoes
not lvok reasonable.”

It comes, sir, from 1he very highest
authority in your chu:eh,” replied Halley.
‘“ Aod as it happeus, | have iLat suthorny
st band. It 18 1i the Repori of Baprist
Bible Society for 1840, aod on p. 89 it
reads: * Oiher (ransla ors may do as ihey
please; bapt.ze may< be iwisted n0 ali
sorte of meanings ezcepf immersion—uoless,
indeed, 1n the case of o!d versions. Luiher
may say that it mean®s (o immerse, and his
versigu-shali continue to be circulated; but
woe be to 1he Bapusts if they say eo, and
what is the resson 7 Mr. Woolsey says
also, p. 74, * That Lutber rendered bapiiz»
into a word signilying 1o immerse.””’

But here
is suthority at bhand, Here is a German
Bible, and here are German Lexicons; and
and let the Germans themeelves determine

* Weber’'s German and Eoglish Lexicon
is of unquestioned suthori'y, and gives the
following definitions, which ere fully corro-
, borated by Adler’s :

« Buckhsrd: snd Adler io their Lexicons
give the same definitions The word taufe
never conveys the ides of immersion 10 a
German mind. This is enough 10 vindicate
Martin Luther and his versioo of the Bible.

Oa p. 323 he states sgain: ‘John
Calvin, the founder of your Presbyterian
chorch, save, It 19 nowhere expressed by
the Evangelist that any oue infant was bap-
uzed. He slso brings up ihe name of Dr
Dwight; -but what do these men say? Cal-
vin, i his Com. on Harmony of the Evange-
lists, vol. ii, p. 390, eays: ‘ We, on the
other hand, maintain that since baptism is
the pledge and figure of the forgiveness of
sine, snd likewise of adoption by God, n
ought oot 1o be denied 10 infants, whom God
adopts and washes with the biood of his Son
Certainly the laging on of hands was not 8
infling or empty sign, and 1he prayers of
Christ were not idly wasted in the air
But be could not present the infants solemn-
ly 10 God, wihout giving them punty.
Aud for what did he pray for them, but
tnat they might be received into the num-
ber of the children of God? Hence n
follows, that they were renewed by the
Spinit 10 the hope of salvation. In shor
by embracing them, he testificd 1hat they
reckoned by Christ smong his flock
And if they were partakers of the spiritual
gifts, which are represented by baptism, it
is unreasonable that they should be deprived
of the outward sign.’ Aod thus spesks Dr.
Dwight, vol. iv p. 304, Sermon 159 : * Such
children, then, among Gentiles, ss are boro
of those who profess the religion of ihe
Scriptures, are included in the covenant. and
are to be baptized! Mr Graves refers al-
0 10 Dr. Tayior, of the Chureh of Eagland.
Dr. Wall says of him, vol. ir. p22 : * There
was 0o need of mentioning Bichop Taylor,
were it not for some importunate suti-pedo-
baptisis, who cite him 1n this cuatroversy
against his will. He, in the 1imes of 1be
rebellion 10 England, wrote a treatise ca'-
led The Liberty of Prophesying, o which
he uodertook 1o show how much might be
said for iwosorts of dissenters, the snii-pedo-
bespiisis and 1he baptists ; saying thus :
* These two are the most troublesome, and
most disliked ; and by an sccount mede of
ibese, we may make judgment whai may be
done towards oihers, whose errors are not
apprehended of so great maiigoity.” Ia
this he declares himself well sa.isfied wiih
the principles of pedobapuem, of which he
gives s summary aecount, and says that he
* takes the other opinion 1o be sn error,”
yet uuder petence of reciing whar may be
said for that error, he draws up so «laborate
a system of arguments agaiast iufant bap-
tiem. and se s ihem lorth 1o the uimost, by
<uch advaniage of siyle, that he is judged 10
have said more for th- anu.pedobapticts
than they were ever before able to say for
thewselves’ 1t i, | persume, hke Bishop
Whasely’'s ergnment showing that ihere
never has been such a man as Napoleon
Booaparte.” D:. Whately bele tha
there has lived such a mac, yet he made i
appear very probable, logically, that there
never was such a man; yet who would be
s0 silly as 10 quote passages from this argu-
gument, and thereby maintain that Bishop
Whately candidy and believingly danied
the existenge of Nspoleon ? Bui this s
just what Graves and Peogilly have dove 10
reference to Bishop Tayior!

“ And moreover, we notice that on the
page already cited, Mr. G-aves Mikns even
Prof. Moses Stuant, Dr. Leonsid Woods,
Dr. Koapp. aud Maithew Henry, repea:
that there are no * express commands’ lor
infaut baptism 10 the New 1'estament, and
thereby endeavors to tarow the influence of
their names agaiost which they loved, be.
lieved, snd pracused.  There are clouds of
other quotauions that we cannot pbouice sin-
gly ; so quoted, @nd 1n such connections,
and for such purposes, as to come heaven-
wide of the fairh in which these -men lived
and died. These mes weont 10 the word ot
God for their Jocirine. Whatever would
not stand the test of the Ho'y Scriptures,
they rejected.  They taught and pracused
sprinkling as the proper mode of baptism ;
they practised infant bapusm, snd 1aught
that it was a Divine insittution, founded and
approved by God himsell,  For the warrant
of both thece they went, as we now do, to
the Bible. And yet these, and other Bap-
tist wri ers, atiempt tolay the ifluence of
their names, aud the weight of their piety,

they believed, practised, and inculcaled !
These names are brought up 10 a long caie-
gory, and arrayed against their brethern by
making quotations ia such a manner as (o
creale an unfair and untrue \mpression of
their views and principles! Take these
names from their books, and al-o the quo-
tations annexed to them, and there i1s no-
thing left but a lifeless carcass—a skeleton !
And one, 100, of such a nature and charac-
ter, tha: s * dry bones’ can never be cle-
thed by he Spirit and word of God ! Could
Bixter, Calvin, Luther,Wall, Staart, Chal-
mers, McKoight, Miller, Buract, Taylor
Wesley, Whuficld, Do dridge, Heonry
Knapp, Dwight, and others, appear here 10
our midst 1o day, they wouid Lt up ther
voizes in withering burning words, for 1he
ordinences wl ich now their n1mes are made
toimpugn It | have been severe in these
remarks, it 8 but the severny of truth
Have | been 100 severe 10 setiing forih these
misrepreseniations 2"
