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on Partridge Island, for the purpose of building a suitable Wharf for the secu-
rity of boats; repairing and making a small addition to the House for the
keeper, a Vatt to hold the Oil for the use of the Light House, and for dig-
ging a Well on the said Island.

The sunm of twenty pounds, for complethig the Aboideau on the lower
Mill Creek in Sackville, on the publik Road of communication.

A sum not exceeding one hundred andfifty pounds, to such persons as
His Honor the President or Commander in Chief for the time being may
appoint, for the purpose of establishing for the year 1812, by a sufficienit
Packet, the communication between Saint John and Saint Andrews, under
sucli regulations as His Honor the President shall thiiik fit to direct, and thb
1ike suim for 1813; and that two Commissioners in Saint John; and one in
Saint Andrews, (not being owners of the Vessel,) be nanied for regulating
such Packet, which should go every ten days, wind and weather permitting,
and that such Commissioners advertise for a suitable Vessel as early as may
be. Ordered that, the report be received.

Mr. Attorney General, by leavè, brought in a Bill in further addition to
an Art, intituted, an Act for the better ascertaining and confirming the
boutidariés of the several Counties within this Province, and for sub-divid-
ing thei into Towns or Parishes; which was read a first time.

The House then adjourned until Monday morning next at 10 o'Clock.
