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then within thirty days next after the commencement of the then next Session of Parliament ;
and it was thereby provided that no change which should be made in the Constitution of the
said Island under the said Act should continue for a longer time than the first day of Septem-
ber One Thousand Eight Hundred and Forty-six, unless Parliament should otherwise order :
And whereas by an Act passed in the Session of Parliament holden in the Ninth and Tenth
Years of Her Majesty's Reign, intituled An Act to continue till the first day of September One
Thousand Eight Hundred and Forty-seven certain of the provisions of au Act of the
Fifth and Sixth years of Her present Majesty, for amending the Constitution of the Govern-
ment of Newfoundland, it ivas enacted, that the changes made in the Constitution of the said
Island under the said recited Act should continue in force until the First Day of September
One Thousand Eight Hundred and Forty-seven : And whereas upon and from the said
first day ofSeptember One Thousand Eight Hundred and Forty-seven the changes made in
the Constitution of the said Island under the first recited Act will cease to be in force, unless
further Provision in that behalf be made by Parliament ; and it is expedient that from and
after the said first day of September One Thousand Eight Hundred and Forty-seven the first
recited Act should cease to be in force, save only so far as the same is herein-before recited:
Be it enacted by the Queen's most Excellent Majesty, by and with the advice and consent
of the Lords Spiritu-l and Temporal, and Commons, in this present Parliament assenbled,
and by the authority of the same, that so much as is herein-before recited of the first-recited
Act shall be permanent, and that upon and from and after the first day of September One
Thousand Eight Hundred and Forty-seven so much of the said Act as is not herein-before re-
cited shall cease to be in force.

II. And be it enacted, that this Act may be amended or repealed by any Act to be pass-
ed during this Session of Paliament.
