skill and cunning.’
_ Occasionally the golfer surpmps him-
self and his fellowﬂaﬁmrs by a hyper-
brillant round. A day comes when it
seems as if he could do nothing wrong
His clubs appear of themselves to smite
the ball; scarcely is he conscious of the
impact of one on the other, so perfect is
the timing of his swing. Even his mis-
takes seem to work together for his good,
and his putts find the bottom of the hole
apparently-of their own volition. Then,
indeed, he drinks deep of the joy of the
game, and. then let him beware how he
boasteth himself when he taketh off his
armor. He will ‘discover, as others have
discovered before him since the earliest
days of the game, the deepest tragedy it
holds; that there is no infallible formula
for the playing of correct golf. He will
