Immigrant Seeking
Work In The Far West

of English

Mr. Basil Clarke has set out - fo
endy at first hand the problems of la-

bour and opportunity in Canada to-

day.  He is travelling as a \\urkmg—I

man emicrant under an assumed
nanie.
Winnipeg.

After two days and three nights’
travellng — through frozen Quebec
and Ontario, past icebound lakes and
snow-whitened forests, past queer
little villages and towns of wood,
whose brown-faced people swarmed
down to the railroad to see us gt
by and ask about the “Old Country”
if our train stopped—we emigrants
reached Winnipeg. This city is often
described as the ‘gate of the West.”
[t is certainly a clearing-house for
labour for Western Canada, and here
1 meant to drop ofi the train and
make my first trial of the country as
a working-man emigrant.

Though it was well after midnight
when we arrived there were quite a
thousand people at the station to
meet us. Husbands met wives whom
they had left behind at home and not
seen for years: children met parents,
brothers met sisters, sweetheats met
sweethearts. 1 shall not forget the
sight. Tired and train-weary you
might be, but this strange pageant
of reunion fascinated one’s mind and
eyes and goaded one into interest.
Right by me on the station as T.left
the platform was a man virtually en-
veloped in loving kith and kin. A
wifes arms were around his neck,
her cheek against his: children, big
and little, were around his legs and
body—all striving to hug him at
once.

Near by were a couple of sweet-
hearts wanting to kiss, but too shy.
They merely held hands instead. Two
voung women | saw looking with
anxious eyes at cvery face that pass-
ed. A young man touched one of
them coldly. “Aren't you Jenny
Mylrea and Mary?” he asked after a
pause, looking from one to the other
with a smile. “Yes, said the elder
girl, still severe and distant. “Well”
said the man., “don’t you know your
brother Alec?” They had not known
him. He had been a lad when they
left home to go to Canada. Now he
was a big fellow with a moustache.
1 had learnt these things in the boat.
Great moments in a life are mom-
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ents such as those meetings at Win-
nipeg Station, moments you can envy
people. “Tears of joy” 1. always
thought something of a figure of
speech till then, when I saw them.
The crowd melted away at last—
some of itin slight country traps with
tall, spidery wheels, but the majority
on foot. 1 shouldered my bag and
made my way to a modest hotel in
Main street that seemed likely to
suit an emigrants pocket. 1 bargain-
ed for a room in the front df the
house with a window that would

Vopen, and this room with three meals

a day was to be had for a dollar and
a quarter, which is 5s. 2 1-2d. Had I
chosen I might have shared a bed-
room with others for 1s. a night, with

price for meals ali over Canada and
one of the country's best bargains.
This price gets you soup, joint,
and tea or coffee, plus spotless linen
and a clean table napkin (the work-
ing men of Canada use table nap-
kins.)

Not till the next day diyl we emi-
grants realize fulky that we had made
a miscalculation. We had arrived in
Canada too early in the year. The
ice and snow of Ontario and Quebec
had hinted as much, but the hundreds
of unemployed men on Winnipeg's
streets were the conclusive proof.
The great “frecze up” that clutcheyl
the country in December had notyet
let go its grip and work for artisans
and laborers was virtually at a stand
,_s‘ti”. Main street was packed with
idlers. They loitered in the saloons
or stood about the pavements dour
and lifeless—hopelessly hardup ;
waiting day atter day for the spring
and the softening of the earth that
was so late this year in coming. Not
tor ten years they tell me has there
been such a winter. The proprietors
of the hotels allow these out-of-
works to rest in the ground floor
saloons of their hotels in the day-
time, aryl the ground floor of my
own hotel was full of them. There
they sat till night time, not talking,
nor eating, nor even smoking; just
looking gloomily ahead.

All this sounds very doleful, and
truly it woud be were there not a
very striking fact to add. Hardly a
man of these hundreds on the streets
was Biitish. There were Germans.
Russians, Pales, Scandinavians, and
the rest—all of the lowest grade of
labor, for they wers what Canada
calls mere “ecarth shifters.” Apart
from this pick and shovel work they
can do nothing; they cannot speak
more than a few wﬁr"ls of English.
When the great frost came and stop-
ped railway making, foundation dig-
mng, and -the-thke-these-men-—counld
turn their hands to little else.  The
Englishmen snapped up the winter
jobs, and the “dagos” as the foreign-
ers are called here, were left out to
shift through the winter as best they
might.

With most of. the few Englishmen
among the big crowd T found occo-
sfon to speak at one time or another
and amusing as some of them were,
[ came to the conclusion that they
were rather a shiftless crew, likely
to be out of work in any country.
They “cadged” for money aryl to-
bacco, hung about the bars waiting
tor drink, and had as their chief to-
pic of conversation the “rottenness
of the country.” T did not think it
worth while explaining to them that
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meals at 1s. each, .which is a usual |

I had got work in Winnipeg within
an hour or two--of entering it, labor-
ing work such as they could have
done, and that I Had got it without
an introduction or without knowing
a soul in the aity. I felt a little
guilty in taking this work when so
many men were in greater need than
I: but I had come as an emigrant—
to get work; to keep my head above
water; anyl what is the virtue in get-
ting work if you wait till everyone
else is served? And they made me
foremanivof my gang too. I was im-
mensely tickled—T a foreman, who
had never handled anything heavier
than a pen for a living in my life!
3ut [ will detail later my adventures
as a foreman of a shovelling gang.
I mention the matter now just by
way of illustrating that even Canada’s
winter, deadly as it i need not ne-
cessarily be disastrous for an Eng-
lish workman of average intelligence
and keenness.

Our countrymen over here talk
very seriously of the Canadian win-
ter, aril no doubt it is hard. The
man who meets it improvidently, who
has not saved adequate money for
the winter, is just asking for trouble.
3Jut most Britishers here, glumly as
they may tall, manage, T notice to
find some little job for the winter,
some niche of industry in which to
lie snug till spring comes, even
though little more than board and
lo lging accrues to him as the result
of it.

Happily 1 was in Winnipeg long
enough to sce the break of the labor
block. We had a week or more of
gorgeous sunshine and warm rain,
and the effect was magical. The labor
bureaux windows blossomed with

work notices—blue, red and yellow.

Nor were they half and half ylemands
for labor, but for hundreds, two hun-
dreds and three hundreds of men.
Railway construction, station build-
ing, water schemes and the like took
man after man. The “dagos” replen-
ished their canvas sacks. The Hebrew
clothiers on Main street did a fine
business—on credit notes. Every
day saw a swarm of workers, mnow
hopeful again, trooping past my win-
jlow to the C. P. R. station to make
their way west. The “freeze up” was
over. Canada was beginning a new
fruitful year.
