Congress Will be Asked for an Appropria-
tion for Battieships and Torpedo B

and te Arm Lake Tugs.

Washington, -Dec, b.—Secretary Her-
bert in his annual report asks .Con-
gress at the coming session to author-
ize three light-draft battleships and 12
torpedo boats. He recommends that
these ships be planned for an extreme
deep load draught or not more
than 23 feet and suggests that consid-
erations of strategy uupon our Atlan-
tic and gulf coasts render this an es-
sential to the success of naval cam-
paigns.

Attention is again called to the ne-
cessity for some legislation by Congress
which will enable the department to
make use in case of an emergency of
the tugs, yachts and vessels engagel
in the fishing fleets and coast-wise and
lake trade; and to call into the service
of the navy the sailors and officers ne-
cessary tocommand and fit such ships
in case of threatened or actual war, He
