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OF THE “BLACK HAND.”

A Historie Relic of Former Days In
-m“ummtw-
Blasted Away Ia the Ruthless
- March of Progress.

As the average tourist, traveling eﬁ\-
ward from Newark, O., dashes through a
rocky cut near the eastern limits of Lick-
ing county, he likely does nat realize that
this spot was once one of the most pic-
turesque, romantic and historic localities
in Ohio. Such a traveler should read the
history and legends of “Black Hand"—
Listory that reads like a dream of Alad-
din, legend that finds its beginning in the
dim primeval days, when an immense
fake filled ‘the entire Licking valley and
poured its surplus water over an immense
natural sandstone dam four miles across.
During the ages which rolled away, the
waters by erosion cut through the de-
vonian grit, leaving two parallel walls
which rise about 50 feet. When civiliza-
tion reached what is now Otio, it found
& swirling flood in this rock bound ravine,
The faces of the cliffs were crowned with
rare flowers and beautiful hgrel gave its
fragrance to the zephyr and its delicate
tints te the landscape.-

This is the beautifol spot that afier-
ward came to be called “Black Hand.” In
the early part of the last century the pro-
maters and surveyors of the Ohip canal
took advantage of the rock walled chan-
mnel to form a storage dam for that early
<civilizer. About midway down the canyon
a sharp headland protruded into the riv-
er. Here the first surveyors found, cut
in the face of the rock, a gigantic human
hand. The carvings had been filled with
a black pigment, which still remains a
mute monument of the forgotten race to
whom the carver belonged. Though na-
ture had raised a stone for him, he carved
mot a line to tell who he was or why he
carved.

Aecconnts of the size of the black hand
differ. Old men say their parents saw it
and that it was eight feet from the tip of
the thumb to the tip of the little finger,
“Others say it was larger and some not so
dsrge.

But the rock ‘which bore the hand was
in the way of the canal builder, and in
1828 they drilled into the face of the cliff
and blasted away the historic relic. Not
«content with that, they cut it into blocks,
ruthlessly chiseling away the carvings and
tracery, and with the blocks built a sus-
taining wall, over which tow horses might
walk while drawing wealth into the west-
ern world. The black hand on the rock’s
face lived only in the memory of its de-
Stroyers,

When the Central -Ohio Railway ecom-
pany in the early fifties desired to pierce
the garden spot of Ohio, they took advan-
tage of the grades established by nature
from Zatesville and followed the Licking
river., When Black Hand was reached,
the builders encounftered a headland on
the opposite side of the river correspond-
ing to Black Hand rock and cut sheer
through it. 8o today the east bound tour-
ist sees little of Black Hand.

Many legends linger about the loeality,
An Indian sat at the door of a settler’s
«cabin and told this story: “Many years
ago the red men in the eastern part of
the stute were at war with those in the
middle and northwestern parts. Chiet
among the former were the Mingoes and -
among the latter the Wyandottes. In
one of the stealthy and bloodthirsty in-
«<cursions into the XMingo hunting grounds
a young chief of great promise was cap-
tured -and carried back by the Wyan-
dottes.” Instead of killing the young Min-
£9 chieftain, as was the usual custom, he
was made a serf and compelled to earn
the good esteem and fellowship of his
captors, a fate worse than death to the
‘young Indian,

“The woes of kLis captivity, however,
were lightened by the kindly attention of
a young Wyandotte maiden, the danghter
of the chief of the tribe into which the
Minge had been adopted. Genuine affec-
tion knows vo condition, for it rises above
all environment. The maiden fell tr love
with the unfortunate young chief, and,
though . watched by the crafty tribesmen,
they made their affection known to each
other and decided to fly to the Mingo
cogutry.

“One night they made their escape. At
daylight they were missed and were pur-
stued by a posse of Wyandottes, The girl
had left bebind a tribesman lover, who,
burning with the passion of a disappoint-
ed lover and aching for vengeance, trav-
eled faster than the eouiple and overtook
them at Black Hand rock.

“They heard the pursuers behind them,
knowing that worse than death awsited
them if eaptured, With the stolcism of
the savage they walked to the edge of
the precipice and surveyed the flood
Folding the idol of his heart in his arms,
he sprang into the boiling waters. The
pursuers were close enough to see the last
«<hapter of the drama.”

The narrator says the disappointed pur-
suers marked the spot as the Caucasian
gound it.

The other legend—and ome worthy of
@erpetuity—is born of the geology and
country and the trade conditions of the
aborigines. About five miles southwest
of Black Hand is a great outeropping of
<chalcedony. The place is known now as
Flint ridge, end the flint, rare on this
<continent, was much valuéd by Indians
and mound builders for making imple-
ments of agriculture and war. Like the
pipe stone quarries of the Dakotas, where
the inimieal Sioux and Mandan work side
by side in apparent peace, hither the
tribes came up, the place beihg cousidered
sacred to the giver of all good and per-
feéet girts. For a radius of five miles
around Flint ridge rested the vlessing of
the great spirit, or that of the orb of day,
the divinity worshiped by the mound
builders. Nowpe of the tumult of war is
found within that space, Parties in quest
«of the flint coming to the confines of the
«<harmecd circie laid dowa their arms for
the purpose of mining the necessary
_stone, for the time forgetting the tradi-
‘tiopary bhatred of foes. They came from
the Mississippi valley, probably by water,
-and debarked from their frail craft .rur
foot of the rock.
