Throughout the history of the world 
no country has treated a vanquished 
toe so generously as Great Britain; 
and there are several instances on 
record in which we have refrained 
from enforcing payment of indemni­
ties voluntarily undertaken by fallen 
adversaries, says Tit-Bits. Indeed, 
in most cases England has been con­
tent with a cession of territory as 
the price of peace, but when any of 
her subjects have suffered insult or 
injury at the hands of the foe she 
has insisted on an indemnity in cash.

This does not mean that these larg­
est of birds cannot get over the 
ground as fast as most horses if they 
feel like it; but when they are going 
to feel like it isn’t the highest degree 
problematical. In other words, they 
cannot be depended upon. Consider­
able success has been had in breaking 
them in harness but after running 
like a blue streak they are likely as 
not in the middle of a race to get 
that tired feeling and suddenly squat 
down to rake a look over the land- 
scape. And when such moods come 
upon them all the king’s horses and 
all the king’s men cannot induce them 
to get up again until they get good 
and ready.

The Misses man So-called races in which the ostrich 
figures, however, always furnish 
plenty of legitimate amusement for 
the crowd, even if they are not all 
that they are supposed to be. To see 
one of these giant birds “hot-footing” 
it along while attached to a wagon 
with bicycle wheels cannot well fail 
ta edify. When he really gets down 
to business he stretches out his wings 
and takes great leaping strides that 
measure six feet and more. Then if 
he suddenly takes it into his head to 
rest a bit, it of course, adds to the 
amusement. Everybody wonders 
what is coming next, and it if is his 
pleasure to get up again and go on 
he is assured of enthusiastic cheers 
from the onlookers.
The longest distance that an ost­

rich in harness will run without 
stopping is said to be half a mile. 
Oliver W., Jr., the original racing 
ostrich, covered this distance in 1 02 
He is owned by M. J. Taylor, a feath­
er dealer of New York, and still is 
driven to a wagon on Mr. Taylor’s 
farm in Jacksonville, Fla., but his 
racing days are over. Oliver W., was 
taken about the country by one of 
Mr. Taylor’s employes and exhibited 
on various tracks ip competition with 
horses and bicycles. Naturally the 
sympathies of the crowd always were 
with the bird, and—well, the bird 
always won, or pretty nearly always.

The work of breaking an ostrich to 
harness requires infinite patience. He 
wears a collar at the base of his 
neck, and from this straps are pass­
ed underneath his body and attached 
to the wagon. No bit is placed in his 
mouth, the reins being simply tied 
over his bill. In driving him the 
reins are crossed, for the reason that 
he will invariably take the opposite 
direction from that in which his head 
is pulled. If you pull his head over 
to the left, for instance, he will in­
stinctively jerk it back and swerve I 
it to the right. Just why he does 
this nobody knows. Whatever the 
reason this habit is a great advant­
age to the trainer, for with the lin­

. At one time Schleswig-Holstein be­
longed to Denmark, and Bismarck 
having cast covetous eyes on the har­
bor of Kiel, situated in Holstein, fie 
caused Justland to be invaded by the 
Prussians. On his forces being rout­
ed he cunningly inveigled Austria into 
supporting him, and the allied troops 
proved too strong for their adversa- 
ries, right once more being crushed 
bymight. The victors, however, quar­
relled between themselves as to the 
disposition of the spoils, and this gave 
rise to the war between Austria and 
Germany in 1866. The latter power 
proved victorious, and insisted on the 
Austrians paying as war indemnity 
a sum that, with the amounts levied 
on the five small states that helped 
them, reached nearly £6,500,000.

But that did not anything like ap­
proach the severity with which Bis­
marck treated the French at the con- 
clusion of the Franco Prussian war 
of 1870-71. In the £200,000,000 which 
he exacted as indemnity, he compelled 
France to pay the dearest price that 
any nation ever paid for peace, and 
a price that astonished the world. It 
was thought that the infliction of 
this enormous fine would cripple 
France forever, but largely owing to 
the patriotism of the thrifty French 
peasants, the money was actually paid 
before the result of the conclusion of 
peace.

When Russia administered a crush­
ing defeat to Turkey, after suffering 
severe reverses herself, in the strug­
gle of 1877, she consented to accept 
the sum of £32,000,000 as the price of 
peace, after demanding a much larger 
amount. This was little more than 
the actual cost of the campaign, and 
the victors would not entertain any 
lower terms, as the damage inflicted 
by the war on their subjects and com­
merce was such as to fully equal those 
figures, large though they were. So 
far, Turkey has paid little more than 
half of the indemnity, and there is 
not much likelihood of Russia ever 
receiving the full amount.

Like her former enemy, Turkey was 
a few years back compelled to sub­
stantially reduce a claim of indemn­
ity, The sultan claimed £10,000,000 
from Greece as the condition of peace; 
but, by the intervention of the Euro- 
Dean powers, he was compelled to ac­
cept just one-fifth of that amount. As 
Greece was practically in a state of 1 
bankruptcy it would have been im-! 
possible for that country to have com-5 
plied with the original Turkish de-1 
mands. 1

THE FALL OF METEORITES.

,A total of 634 meteroites was 
known up to 1903, of which there 
were 182 irons and only 74 stones in 
the western hemisphere, and 299 
stones and only 79 irons in the east­
ern hemisphere. The records show 
only the fall of 350 of these meteor- 
ites, dating back to the fifteenth cen- 
tury. Professor Borwerth, of Vienna, 
despite this small number of known 
specimens, calculates that 900 me­
teorites must fall to the earth each 
year, not counting shooting stars that 
disappear in the atmosphere, and that 
55 of these at least should come un­
der observation. Professor Borwerth 
finds that meteorites have been chief­
ly recorded in civilized countries, but 
that in many instances they are more 
numerous in thinly settled districts, and that they have an especial affin- 
ity for mountainous areas.

HE SENT ANOTHER.

The Philadelphia Ledger tells of a 
well-known lawyer who a few years 
ago, remitted, in settlement of an ac­
count to the publisher of a paper 
in the West, a two-dollar bill, which

Not liking the idea of the 
Celestials being despoiled by anybody 
but themselves, the Russians inter­
fered, and Japan had to be content 
with the cession of Formosa and the 
Pescadores and the payment of a cash 
indemnity of £37,000,000. This money 
Japan used in preparing for the 
struggle by which she hopes to soon 
exact an indemnity from Russia.
