Mr. Robert­
son returned to St. John to procure 
men, and yesterday morning the 
tug “ Dirigo” with fifty workmen 
in charge of Mr. J. Olive arrived 
at the Jsggins, where the task of 
preparing the raft for launching 
was at once resumed. Mr. Mur­
ray, American Consul General for 
New Brunswick, who has had large 
experience in rafting loge, paid a 
visit to the monster raft yesterday. 
He, as well as the parties directly 
interested, is sanguine that there is 
nothing to prevent the launching 
and the general impression is that 
the celebrated raft will be success­
fully floated the next high tides.

his visit will result in opening up a 
large fish trade from Halifax to 
■Australia. An enormous amount of 
fish is consumed there, and what 
Canada has lost across the line she 
will gain in Australia. The exhibit 
of boneless fish from St. John at the 
Colonial Exhibition whs seen by an 
Australian buyer, who was so much 
pleased with it that a large trade, 
at very profitable prices, has already 
resulted. Heretofore this trade has 
been confined to Scotland, but Mr. 
Woods is confident that Canada can 
monopolize the market.

—The hail storm last week caused great 
damage to crops in the Parish of St. 
Mary’s, Kent Co. llail stones as large 
ns hens eggs are reported to have fallen, 
and the grain crop for a distance of two 
miles on both sides of the river werfc. 
completely destroyed. One hundred 
panes of glass were broken in the Calholie 
chapel at St. Mary's and windows were 
broken in all the houses of the village, 
liens and other small animals were killed 
by the hail. Damage was done in other 
parts of Kent Co., but St. Mary’s suffered 
the most severely.

—Advices from Constantinople report 
an attempt to assassinate the Grand 
Vizier. That official was out driving on 
Sunday afternoon in Halilaghia and two 
shots were fired at him by a Tartar. 
Neither of the shots struck its mark. 
The assassin then pursued the carriage 
with a drawn sword, with which he en­
deavored to strike the Grand Vizier. He 
was arrested and taken before the Sultan 
at the Yildizkioek. To His Majesty the 
Tartar declared that the Grand Vizier 
had prevented him from securing justice, 
and implored him to hang the Vizier.

—Tho returns from uew gold mines are 
very encouraging. Fraser Bros, of Pictou 
had GO ounces from 30 tens at their 
Cochrane Hill property. The Whiteburn 
mine, Queens Co., reports 200 ounces 
from 20 tons of quartz, the product of S 
weeks work by eight men. With the ex­
ception of Hattie’s rich strike in Golden- 
villc, in 1879, this has seldom if ever 
been equalled in Nova Scotia. There is 
also a rich strike reported at Brookville, 
Queens, but we have no particulars. It 
looks as if the halcyon days of ’67 aud ’68 
for gold mining were returning.—Herald.

—A Milwaukee despatch of the 10th 
inst. says : The results of the forest fires 
in the interior of the States are terribly 
disastrous In nearly every part of the 
central, northern and northwestern parts 
of the States the forests are burning with 
more or less disastrous results. The for­
ests in every part of the States are so 
dry that distructire fires are liable to be 
reported at any moment where there is a 
continuous belt of timder to carry flames. 
Among the forests on the upper Chippewa 
and towards the Lake Superior region, 
tho destruction of the fires extends all 
along the Lake Superior and Omaha read, 
near to Chippewa Falls.

Halifax papers are full of de­
scription and details of the Fire­
men’s Tournament which com­
menced in that stronghold of seses- 
sion on Tuesday. The city is full 
of visitors and everything presents 
a gala appearance, while all tokens 
of discontent are kept carefully in 
the background, so that strangers 
might be led to believe that there 
is no absorbing desire to throw off 
the yoke of Canada.

I though some companies that were 
expected have failed to pat in ap­
pearance. Charlottetown sent an 
Engine Company, a Salvage Corps 
and a Hook and Ladder Company ;
St. John contributed a lot of 
firemen, the Salvage Corps, the 
Artillery Band and the chief 
engineers carriage. Woodstock aud 
Portland, N. B., sent delegations as 
did also Haverhill and Bariugton,
Mass. Yarmouth, Truro, Windsor 
and Amherst sent delegations and 
hose reels. New Glasgow furnished
