The Lewiston (Me.) journals re­
port that the cotton mills in that 
city have been sending a good many 
cotton goods to Canada during the 
past > ear.

That effect, 
it is thought, will be to deminish the 
sale of coarse American made cot­
tons, but it will not particularly 
affect the sale of fine goods.

Mr. Girson, proprietor of the 
Gibson House, Cincinnati, wooed 
Miss Bunce, hut his parents ob­
jected to the match, and be, although 
45 years old, conformed to their 
wishes.

A Cornish miner was recently 
found dead in a mine, and was duly 
buried. A neighbour of the deceased 
thé next night dreamed that a gentle­
man in a carriage and pair had driven 
up to the house of the mother ol the 
deceased, nnd said her son was not 
dead but had been buried alive. 
This dream being noised abroad, 
the next night seven or eight men 
went to the graveyard, dug up the 
coffin, and carried it to a chapel. 
They unscrewed the coffinlid, and 
there was the body of their com­
rade apparently still living and 
breathing. So convinced were they 
of this that they sat him up, and 
while some attempted to revive him 
by stimulants and friction, others 
ran off to the nearest surgeon, two 
miles distant. The surgeon arrived 
and examined the body amid great 
excitement, and then stated that the 
man was dead, and had beeu dead 
some days.

Two millions of eucalyp'us trees 
have been planted in Algeria. The 
French Government has granted a 
subvention to a company for the 
planting of a yet larger number. In 
Corsica more than a million, trees 
have been planted. In Cyprus, 80,- 
000 have already been planted by 
the British authorities in the fever 
infested loca’ltles. The Italian Gov­
ernment is planting a forest of these 
mijisma-absorhing trees on the Cam 
pagna, in the vicinity of Rome. 
Prince Trou bet kuy thinks the Euca~ 
lyptuc amygdalina is the most useful 
variety of the tree. It is very pic­
turesque and of remarkably rapid 
gio*tli. Plants grow in pots, and 
replanted at the age of six months, 
have attained in eight years a height 
of 17 metres. Its leaves contain six 
times as much volatile oil as those of 
the Eucalyptus globulus. It grows 
as well in a damp as in a dry and 
exposed soil. It bears cold very

ell, having resisted a temperature 
of 21 0 Fahrenheit in a villa near 
Rome.

The great monastery at Kiev is 
the richest and most holy of the 
Russian shrines. The 'ombs of the 
saints are in catacombs cut in the 
rocks overhanging the Dueiper, on 
which the monastery stands. Over 
100,0'X) pilgrims, chiefly from the 
provinces of Great Russia, arrive 
here during Hie course of the year, 
and their donations are a great 
source of wealth. All day long Ihe 
entrance is lined by rows of beggars, 
to whom the piety of the Russian 
pilgrim compels him to extend his 
charity. Th- ae persons baxe bought 
flora the monks the prmledge of oc­
cupying the profitable stations where 
they pass the day, an it is said that 
some of Ouse posts are valued as 
high ss 2,000 roubles in a year. 
Tho Gox’ernment is perfectly aware 
of the abuses of the whole system, 
hut in face of the superstition of the 
people and the firm attitude of the 
ciergy it is powerless. A good story 
is told of the Kmperot Nicholas. At 
the time of the great wars with 
Napoleon, Alexander I. worked suf­
ficiently on the patriotism of the 
monks to induce them to make » loan 
of 1,000,000 roubles to the Govern­
ment, for whi< b the Emperor gave 
his personal bond. When Nicholas, 
shortly after this accession visited 
Kiev, the roonkq presented this bond 
to him. Nicholas was affected to 
tears, congratulated them on the 
possession of So valuable a souvenir 
of bis revered father, and earnestly 
begged them to preset ve it with the 
greatest care.

London World:—“À good story 
is told which, I believe, Is founded on 
fact, of General Clifford, , who is now 
Lord Chelmsford*» second coma and.
