W'. Beecher on Finance.

THE GREAT PREACHER DISCUSSES ON
CREDIT, STOCK GAMBLING AND THE
Paxic.

H.

New York, May 16.—¢ Teach us to
have compassion on those against
whom every man’stongue is let loose,’”
was a petition in Henry Ward
Beecher’s opening prayer this evening,
and that was the keyunote of his sub-
sequent remarks on the all absorbing
topic of the day. Men are apt to rail
at the mode of doing business which
contains the poseibility of such disas-
ters as the present, said the orator.
Bat credit is the poor man’s tools; it
is his capital. The old doctrine that
a man should buy only what he want-
ed and pay cash down is still a good
doctrine for a certain class of people,
bat it is not democratic nor enlighten-
ed with reference to such a com-
munity as we have in America.

WHAT I8 CREDIT?

It is simply indorsement of character.
A poor man, obliged Lo earn and pay
for each tool separately, would be
years in getting his tools, which are
his capital. If he can geta chest now
be can earn enough with thein in one
year to pay for them. It is wise
economy, too. Credit is a premiom
paid on good habits. But while the
general effect of creditin a community
is good there are special tendencies to
danger. Sanguine and enterprising
men will go on branching out in a
network of debt. In a vital, quick,
enterprising community, that will ran
through in about ten years. I have
seen about four of these panics sinece
I came to Brooklyn. The system of
credit runs well till somebody gets
scared. Then everybody says to his
neighbor: ¢ If it is just as convenient,
let me have that thousand dollars.’
‘Then it isn’t convenient for any of
them to settle. They are all in the
same boat. Then everybody takes his
neighbor by the throat and demands,
‘Pay me what thou owest.’

A PANIC IS NOTHING BUT SETTLING UP.

Sometimes it takes longer to settle up
than other times—not long when a
man-is bankrupt, longer when he has
a good deal spread out. After a year
or two things get back and men are
ready to start again. At this time 1
suppose the condition of the whole
country is safe. Men that are using
money, and that form of money which
stocks and bonds are, when in circa-
lation may be troubled a little, bat
there can’t be any suflering where a
community have so much property
they don’t know where to sell it.
There is 80 much wheat they can’t get
a market for it. Then tke railroads
don’t have the job of transporting it,
and then the gamblers or dealers in
grain find their buasiness stagnating
and plans laid ahead are balked, but
while the active. commercial classes
suffer,

THE PRODUCING CLASSES DO NOT SUFFER

in proportion. There is meat enough,
cottun enough, grain enough, every-
thing enough, except the material for
ambition. The man who expected to
be rich in five years has got to wait a
little longer. Bat in a country like
this the average industries of the peo-
ple are no measure for the interests ot
concentrated capital in the larger
places. Things that would be very
impradent among the relatively poor
or beginuners, are right enongh where
men have gigantic capital and out-
spread interests. Why do they suffer?

After half a dozen
speeches had been delivered the re-
solution was adopted. The other
topic considered was ministerial re-
lief. The board reported relief fur-
nished to 205 ministers, 262 widows
and 81 orphans. The receipts were
$24,773.10, added to the permanent
fund; $11,000 worth -of clothing dis-
tributed, and $111,875.82 for current
use. This was an increase of £9,356.-
84 over last year, and $35,000 in five
years. Rev. Dr. Geo. Hale, secretary
of the board, made a lengthy address,
congratulating the assembly upon the
enlarged gifts and freedom from debt.
A fraternal letter wsas received from
the Methodist general conference now
in session at Philadelphia. It was
referred, and u reply will be sent.
This is the first official correspondence
between these bodies. A committee
of fifteen was also appointed to pre-
pare a plan of lifc insurance for the
ministers of the church. The com-
mittee on reduced representation was
appointed.

Tax RESULT OF A DRUNKEN SPREE.
KinagsTON, ONT., May 19.—The re-
sidence of Geo. Peters, a drunken and
worthless character: at Sharbot lake
was burned at an earlv hear this
morning. Peters, his daughter, of
eight years, a young woman named
Bridges, and three others were burned
to death. It appears that the horror
was the result of a spree. Peters was
a laborer on the Ontario and Quebec
railway and with him and his faufly
resided five of his associates. Last
night was spent in dissipation, which
continued antil a late hour. About
one o’clock Peters picked up a small
sized lamp and started up stairs.
When near the top, the lamp fell from
his band and in an instaut the stairway
was in a blaze. The flames spread
rapidly and before the family, most of
whom were on the upper flat, were
aroused, their escape was apparently
impossible. However, Mrs. Pelers,
followed by two of her dJdaughters,
rushed through the flames and suc-
ceeded in getting out safely; as did
alsc Joho Peters, a son, and two of
the boarders who ‘slept op the first
floor. Maggie Peters, aged twenty,
noticed that her little sister was still
in the burning building and made a
desperate attempt to rescue her, bat
she was overcome by smoke and was
taken out insensible. Her injuries, it
is fesred, are fatal.

It is supposed
that Peters and the three other
boarders were so drunk that they did
not know their peril until too late.

How Bessemer Began.
(London Times.)

It was a chance remark at a gun
trial in France that gave Henry
Bessemer the idea of improving and
strengthening gun metal. He incur-
red an immense outlay. He bailt
farnace after farnace, he tried machine |
after machine, he took out patent
after patent, and he saw the money he
had amassed by previous inventions
fast melting away. After sundry

’ Presbyterian General Assem-| How Gun-Barrels JAre Jade.

The beautifal waved lines and curi- |

ous flower-like figures that appear on
the surface of the barrels are really

| the lines of welding, showing that two
| different metals, iron and steel, are

intimately blended in making. the
finest and strongest bsrrels. The
process of thus welding and blending
steel and iron is a very interesting one.
Flat bars, or ribbons, of steel and iron
are alternately arranged together and
then twisted into a cable. Several of
these cables are then welded together,
and shaped into a long flat bar, which
is next spirally coiled around a hol-
low cylinder, called a mandrel; after
which the edges of these spiral bars
are heated and firmly welded. The
spiral coil is now put upon what is
called a welding mandrel, is again
heated, and carefully hammered into
the shape of a gun barrel. Next
comes the cold hammering, by which
the pores of the metal are securely
closed. The last, or finishing, opera-
tion is to turn the barrel on a lathe to
exactly its proper shape and size. By

all the twistings and weldings and |
hammerings, the metals are so blend- |

ed that the mass has somewhat the
conpistency and toughness of woven
sleel and iron. A barrel thus made is
very hard to burst. But the finishing
of the inside of the barrel is an opera-
tion requiring very great care and
ekill. What is called a cylinder-bored
barrel is where the bore or hole
throuogh the barrel is made of uniform
size from end to end. A choke bore
is one that is a little smaller at the
muzzle end than it is at the breech
end. There are various ways of
‘‘ choking” gun-barrels, but the object
of all methods is to make the gun
throw its shot close together with even
and regular distribution and with
great force. There are several kinds
of metallic combinations that gun-
makers use, the principal of which
are called Damascus, Bernard, and
laminated steel ; the Damascus barrels
are generally considered the best.

A FIRST LESSON IN HANDLING A GUN.

The first thing to be learned is-to
stand properly. Plant both your feet
naturally and firmly on the ground,
80 that the joints of your legs are
neither stiff nor bent; then lean the
upper part of your body slightly for
ward. Grip the gunstock just behind
the guard with the right band, the
fore-finger lightly tovching the fore-
most trigger, that is, the trigger of the
right hand barrel. The stoek of the
gun, a few inches in front of the guard
must rest easily in the hollow of the
left hand. Hold the muzzle of the
gun up and slanting away from you,
so that the lower end of the butt is
just lower than your right elbow.
Now, if both hammers have been
cocked, and you gently and swiftly
draw the butt of the gun up to and
against the hollow of the right shoul-
der, you will find yonrself in good
position for taking aim, which is best
done by keeping both eyes wide open,
and looking straight over the rib be-
tween the barrels with the right eye.

You will soon discover the trick of
doing this, by fixing your aim with
both eyes open, and then, holding it
perfectly steady, closing the left eye;
if the line of sight now changes, you
bave not sighted correctly; if it re-
mains fixed, the aim has been taken
with the right eye.

Be careful after firing never to set
your gun down with the hammer up.
That is the cause of many deplorable
accidants, To avoid accident you
must be constantly on the alert and
vautious, not overlooking even the
slightest precaution.

MARINES FOR EGYPT.

The board of Admiralty has tele-
graphed the autborities at Chatham
to prepare a master roll ot all avail-
able marines. It is understood the
Government has under consideration
the question of despatching strong
drafts of marines from Chatham,
Portsmouth and Plymouth to Egypt.

THE REBELS BECOMING ACTIVE.

Cairo, May 19.—Two hundred
rebels bombarded Suakim to-day, the
attack lasting one hour. Two In-
habitants were wounded, and the
rebels succeeded in stealing one
thousand sheep. The British troops
landed at the town and the rebels
were forced to retreat.

Cairo, May 19.—The rebels have
captured the Government magasine
at Abu Ramed and virtually possess
the town. They are advancing upon
Korosko, and general alarm has been
created. EIl Mahdi’s emissaries con-
tinue to advance, and are welcomed
everywhere. Admiral Hewitt arriv-
ed at Adowa on April 26th. The in-
habitants at first refased to supply
them with provisions. This conduct
is attributed to the intrigues of the
French and Greek consuls.
