Fourteen persona were killed almost instantly, one less 
than was stated by telegraph, and ten more it was sup­
posed were mortally wounded.—Of these latter two died 
next day, three on Monday evening, making nineteen in 
all.

Among the dead are a Mr. John Hand, his son, about 
ten years of age, and a babe, the latter of whem is sup­
posed to have been drowned. The whole fiunily appear 
to have been whirled with the fragmenta of their dwelling 
quite up Into the air and deposited a considerable dis­
tance from where the house stood, near a slough—Mrs 

1 Hand had her inlhat in her arms when she struck the 
ground, but the concussion compelled her to let go her 
Hold upon It, and it waa toeeed come distance into the 
eloogh, where she heard it cry, but owing to her severe 
injuries, wae unable to attempt ite rescue. There ehe 
remained all night, her person partly in water, and in 
the course of Ite dreary watches the dead body of her in- 
fant was drifted to the .shore, and she had it in her arms 
when discovered in the morning.—Chicago Prat, June 2.

Marvellous Escave.—The Trantcript says, 
Joseph, son of Mr. J. C. Kempton, of Milton, 
Queens, while clearing logs at Harlow’s dam fell in 
and was carried over the Roaring Dam, about fifty 
loge following him. While in the backwater below 
he was supposed to be either cruehed to death or
