The efforts of 
the licensed victuallers may he well 
mwnt in this ewe, bat the day hw gone 
by when the liquor vote controlled the 
mayoralty of Toronto.

There is a tendency 
among workingmen here to regard the 
Commission wilh suspicion, w it is made 
up chiefly of men who are regarded w 
strong political partisans. The com­
mission is a good idea, however, and ont 
of the mats of evidence adduced before 
the officials matters for wise and need­
ful legislation can be selected.

Blackeby, formerly of the Clinton Re­
cord, is secretary of the Commission, 
and is doing his work well.

which was preached by Rev. B. J. 
Watters, of St. Peter's, was a touching 
tribute to the departed prisât, and the 
text was :

•'Precious In the eight of the Lord is the 
death of his saints.”
The preacher said : Three years ago this 
month, and on a Sunday, he who now 
lies inanimate in that casket, stood be­
fore this altar. He was celebrating his 
first High Mass. Oh ! it was a happy 
day for him when he sang the words of 
the preface. “Hurscum Cordu,"—"Let 
us raise our hearts'"—and he truly felt 
the full force. Hia frienda were here to 
witness hie introduction te the ministra­
tion of that aacred office to which he had 
been called, and if he felt a conscious 
and jnat pride on the occasion it was not 
to be wondered at. He was a child of 
the mission. He had been baptised in 
this church by the good Father Schnei­
der, who now, I hope, is crowned in 
Heaven for hia labors here below ; the 
rudiments of hia education were obtain­
ed in this section ; and from this town 
he left to devote himself to that long 
course of study which was to prepare 
him for consecrated work in the interest 
of Ma fellow man and to the glory of 
God. And, at hia labors on that 
calm Sunday morning, performing for 
the firat time tho offices of the 
priesthood, in the presence of those who 
knew him and loved him, was it to be 
wondered at that hia heart swelled with 
joy, and the breasts of those near to him 
throbbed with pleasurable emotions. 
Hia aged father eat in the congregation, 
and the joy of hia soul was reflected in 
the venerable face, and ahone forth in 
full radiance. And was there not reason 
for his ecstatic joy ? How few father» 
in any parish have the felicity of wit­
nessing the dedication of the life and 
talents of their tons to the service of the 
priesthood. There before him at the altar 
stood a priest of God, and that priest hia 
ton ! On that day I also stood in the 
sanctuary, and I felt a happiness per­
meate my being. A child of my perish 
had entered upon his labors ss a priest 
of God—was singing his first Mass in the 
church in which he was baptised. Hia 
venerable father was happy, his sisters 
were happy, bis friends and neighbors 
were happy, and why should 1 tho 
pastor, not rejoice with my flock ? I lov­
ed him, for he was my confrere, and 
hia elevation to the priesthood gave jey 
to my heart. Today, the scene is 
changed, sail ness now takes the place 
of joy, and pleasure gives place 
to mourning. Three years ago at this 
altar our deceased friend frequently sang 
the well-known word* : "Dominus mbit- 
c«m”—"The Lord be with you.” To 
do so, he faced you. How the words of 
the son—a priest of the Most High- 
must have thrilled the heart of
the old man. his father ? Today 
he stands not allheal tar—hia body lies in 
the aisle before. He faces you, it is true, 
but he bresthes not,and speaks not ss he 
did three years ago to say, “The Lord 
be with you. ’’ Hit lips are sealed—his 
voice is hushed on earth forever. Hia 
good old father is in this church today, 
as he was three years ago, but he smiles 
not. Oh ! no j for the chords of his 
heart are breaking, and grief is hia por 
tion on thia occasion. The son no longer 
can say, "The Lord be with yon, dear 
father, ’ but fervently (Dj* the old man 
with bent head, and tears tolling down 
his aged exalts, exclaim, “Oh, my God ! 
my God ! have mercy on the soul cf my 
dear child—my. eon." What has wrought 
thia change Î Death ! which levels all, 
and places side by aide old and young, 
great and small. A celebrated author 
has said : “One may live as a con­
queror, a king, or a magistrate, but he 
must die as a man. The bed of Death 
brings every human being to hia pure 
individuality ; to the intense contempla 
tion of that deepest and most solemn of 
all relatione—the relation between the 
oreature and ihe Creator. Here it ia 
that fame end renown eanuot avail us

that all external things must fail to aid 
us, that even friends, affection and 
human love and devotedness cannot 
succor us.” Young has beautifully eaid :

"Death Is the crown of life.
Were Death denied, poor men would live In 

vain ;
Were Death denied, to live would not be life ; 
Were Death de-iied, e'en fools would wish to 

die."
Melaataaio has said : “It is by no means 
a fact that Death ia the worst of all 
evils. When it comes, it is an allevia­
tion to mortals who are born with suf­
ferings.” In the present instance Death 
had come in the pride of early manhood, 
in the midst of a life of usefulness, and 
when a career of earnest Christian 
work was opening up before our dear 
friend whose body lies before us. He 
was well known to most of those present, 
for he was born in this section, he was 
baptised in this church, he was good in 
youth and in early manhood, and hia ar­
dent anxiety for the spiritual welfare of 
those around him culminated when,after 
a long course of preparatory study he 
took upon himself the orders of the 
Church. Hie life was one of self-sacri­
fice and earnest devotion, and he was 
beloved by all who knew him—both 
Catholic and Protestant. He was or- 
iained on the 3rd of Oct., 1884, by His 
Lordship Biehàp Walsh, and was sent to 
Windsor as assistant to the Rev. Dean 
Wagner, where he remained over a year. 
When leaving he was made the recipient 
of a valuable testimonial, and on that 
occasion Dean Wagner, in paying a tri­
bute to his worth, used the words, “In 
losing Father McManus I feel that I am 
losing my right arm." But Father Mc­
Manus has gone from ns and passed 
Deith's portals. Words to the living 
are now necessary, and it ia to the living 
I speak today. Death, after all, Is not 
to be regretted,since it opens up a future 
of rewards to the just. It was- only to 
be dreaded when the life had not been 
spent rightly in the service of God and 
for the benefit of fellow man. Death 
opened the door between time and eter 
nity, and the pure of life need not fear 
to pass the portals. The Catholic Chnrch 
taught the doctrine of a place of proba­
tion—the existence of Purgatory. By 
the teaching* of the Church the father 
prayed for the eon, the son for the fath­
er, the sister for the brother, the brother 
for the sister, the husband for the wife, 
the wife for the husband, each fur the 
other, and to the glory of God, Even 
considering the belief of Catholic* from a 
human point of view, it could not be 
other than comforting,and it gave to those 
who were left,in many instance»,the con­
solation of mourning not without hope 
for the departed one*. It brought more 
plainly before ue “the communion of 
saint* and the forgiveness of sins,” and 
we had the words to strengthen us in 
that belief,“It ia a holy and a wholesome 
thought, to pray for the dead that they 
may be looted from their sins”—Macca­
bees ; “Homo est mendax"—Psalm­
ist. The rev. gentleman concluded by 
asking the prayers cf the congregation 
tor the repose of the soul of the deed 
priest, and for the comforting of the sor­
rowing frienda of the departed.

At the close of the service, the pastor 
of St. IVer’i invited all who deeived to 
view the body of the much-loved de­
parted priest, to pass up the centre aisle 
and down the aide aisles, and many 
availed themselves of the opportunity 
thia afforded. The casket was beautiful­
ly adorned with floral tributes emblem­
atic of Faith, Hope and Charity, a re­
presentation of a Dove, the gift of the 
sisters of the Windsor convent, beinf; 
particularly beautiful. At the foot of 
the casket rested a pillow of black vel­
vet, with “Our Father" in white, sur­
rounded by immortelles. The casket 
bore the following inscription

with his dsughter, Mrs-MaeC-rnac, had 
harried to Windsor, in time te reach 
the son and brother before his tool had 
gone to ita eternal rest. A - few short 
weeks ago the old gentleman he* been 
stricken down with illness? (roue an at­
tack of heart d’sease, and all wha-knew 
of thia circumstance wondered bow be 
had mustered strength-to enable him to 
undertake the tedious journey and 
hardships incident to it. Thursday he 
returned on the late train with t he body 
of hia much-loved aon, and Friday merit­
ing he attended the funeral service at 
the church, as we have- before staled. 
He returned home grief-stricken, shat­
tered and feeble—"a reed shaken- by 
the wind.” Early in the after­
noon he expressed a desire for rest, and 
said, “I will lie down,.and take- a good, 
long sleep, and, maybe, it will rest me.” 
Inside of an hour he “slept the sleep 
that knows no waking,“ and the soul of 
old Charles McManus had passed-out of 
hie worn and wesried body, to meet that 
of the son for whom his heart had yearn­
ed and would not be comforted in separ­
ation. The funeral lock place on Shn- 
day last from St. Peter’s at 3p.m, The 
officiating clergy were Rev. KdtherwWat- 
ters and Lotz, of St. Peter’s, The- choir 
sang the Libera and the- hymn Sthhat 
Mater, The sermon was preached by 
Rev. Father Lotz, from the text, “Rost 
thou art, and onto dust thou; ah alb re­
turn." The rev. gentleman speke- feel­
ingly of the love the old man- bor* hie 
son, travelling despite the- infirmities of 
age and the great distance, to- aem that 
son, when the Angel of Death hovered 
near ; and then coining home noaaly af­
flicted but sufficiently heroic to attend 
the son’s funeral, after which, like 
Simeon of old, he wa* wilting be depart 
in peace.

McManus departed thia-KJe, the little 
son of Mrs McDeugall, a sister of the 
deceased priest, was called away by the 
dread visitant, Death. Mrs Mac- 
do ugall, had come from her home in 
Leadville, Cbl., to visit her relatives in 
Gbderich, and the bereavement of eon, 
father and brother inside of three days 
has been an. afittstfon of the severest 
nature.
