RELIGION TO AID SICK.

Church -and Medical Union Formed
to Wage War on Alcohol.

London, Jan. 14—The doctor and
the clergyman in the near future are
likely to ‘act together in the treat-
ment of the sick.

If the objects of the ‘Church and
Medical union, which has just sprung
into existence, are realized, medical
men will have the co-operation of the
clergy in their efforts to benefit the
community at large.

“Entirely disassociated from any in-
dividuals or organizations claiming
gifts of healing, the Church and Med-
ical union,” Geoffrey Rhodes, its sec-
retary, affirms, .“seeks first of all to
impress upon all doctors and clergy-
men the necessity of realizing how
much more good they might do if they
acted in co-operation.

“The aim of the Church and Meadi-
cal unpion'is to bring about this co-
operation or rather to stimulate and
encourage it, for it already exists to.a
certain extent. There are many cler-
gymen today, for instance, who are
successiully Dattling with cases of al-
coholisf. Where they are successful is
in impressing the patient with a belief
in the power of the mind over the
body.

“The union believes in medicine just
as much as it believes in good habits
and well regulated lives. Tts most
ernest desire is to see that each pa-
t Is en the best opportunity of
life and health. Our broad poliey is
to have headquarters in London, with
a library where literature bearing on
religion and medicine may be  ob-
tained.

““A commmittee will then set to work
under thz direction of persons com-
petent to advise them, both from the
reiigious and medical standpoint. The
union will endeavor to keep in touch
with the eclergy all over the country,
end show them how they can help
pedple who are seeking advice.

“Taking the case of people who may
be addicted to the drug habit. A
clergyman by rousing their belief in
the possibility of becoming cured, may
build up their character and re-edu-
~ate them morally.

“Of course there is not the slight-
st intention on the part of the union
o invade the natural province of the
nedical profession. For example, we
should make it necessary for patients
who sought the aid of the clergy to
produce a doclor’s certificate, show-
ing that the complaint they suffer
from was nof one calling for purely
medical treatment.”

FRUIT TRADE INJURED BY QUAKE

The Price of Italian Fruit Has Increased
Remarkably.

New York, Jan. 14—The importation
f fruits and other products from the
~arthquake stricken districts of Italy,
has been badly disorganized by the catas-
trophe and as a result prices of the pro-
ducts of Sicily and Calabrit have jump-
~d all the way from 25 to 35 per cent.
The situation is abnormal but return to
a normal basis of trade is expected with-
‘n three months, importers expect a re-
netition of the conditions which followed
the California earthquake in 1906 when
orices jumped sensationally for the first
few days following the disaster, but set-
tled back again after business had been
re-established in temporary quarters at
Oakland and elsewhere.

The situation in Italy is in many re-
spects much werse than that which fol-
lowed the California earthquake. Mes-
sina was the main shivping point for
lemons to the United States and else-
where. The United States imports about
two million boxes of lemons from Ttalkr
arnually while California supplies abeout
1,500,000 boxes, so that more than half of
the normal supply has been temporarily
cut off.

Cold Weather at the Coast.
Vancouver, B.C., Jan. 14—Passen-
gers arriving from the north this ev-
ening say that the Skeena river, in
Northern British Columbia, is a solid
mass of ice for forty miles from its
mouth. ‘Ice is piled high by the fore
of the tides, and the place has the
appearance of an arctic coast. No
steamers have been able to reach Port
Essington for a week, and the place
iz completely isolated. Some railroad
construction camps on the Grand
Trunk Pacific are short of supplies.
The ecamps may have to be closed

Red Men Have a Grievance.
Ottawa, Jan. 14—A delegation of Six
Nation Indians from the reserve near
Brantford, saw the minister of in-
terior and the superintendent of In-
dian affairs today and presented 2
vance. They claim that in 1832
the Indians gave considerable money
to a navigation company to improve
the Grand River for navigation. The
work was not done, and now they
want the money back.

Colonel Denison’s Views.

London, Jan. 14—Lieut.-Col. G. T.
Denison, of Toronto, writes the Standard
in reference to Britain’s marked loss of
Prestige in Canada durin gthe last sep-
tennium. The- feeling is genéral in Can-
ada, he says, that Canadian bloodshed in
South Africa was a vain sacrifice to aid
the Empire which is too feebly governed
to profit by such loyal devotion. If Brit-
ain does not soon reciprocate the Cana
dian preference or at least take meas-
ures to protect herself from impending
disaster, Canada may be induced to play
her own business game.

Toneka Hotel Fire.

Topeka, Kan., Jan. 14.—Thirty peo-
ple were hurt, among them W. Smith,
former Republican candidate for gov-
ernor, who may die from his injuries,
in a fire which destroyed the Cope-
land hotel, the largest Kansas hotel,
early today. The hotel has long been
a battleground for politicians. It was
crowded with legislators, their wives
|and visitors here for the opening of
ithe legislature. Several are missing.
Many were injured jumping from the
windows.

Journalist and Dramatist Dead.

London, Jan. 15.—Arthur William
A. Beckett, journalist, novelist and
dramatist, died here teday at the
iage of 64.

Wiiliam Picket, Who Was in Edmon.
ton With. 101 Ranch Outfit, En-
gages in Furious Tussle With a
Firece Bull in Mexica—Had Un-
dertaker to Receive Body.

‘City of Mexico, Jan. 14—William
Picket, the “Demon Cowpuncher’” of
the 101 ranch outfit, whose feat of
throwing a steer ereated so much in-
terest in Canada during the wild west
show performance in Winnipeg, Ed-
monton and Calgary, had the struggle
of his life i nthe City of Mexico, when
he was pitted against a fighting bull.
As the result of a controversy over the
relative bravery of the cowpuncher
an dthe Mexican bull fighters, Picket
agreed to throw the best bull in the
country with “his Hare hands, or at
least to stick to him for 15 minutes.
The result of the frial was almost a
riot.

Mexican loyalty to the - mational
sport could not stand-the strain of the
test and though Picket put up one
of the gamest struggles ever seen in
a bull ring, he got no recognition, but
from the opening of  the battle was
zreeted with hoots, jeers and various
missles, being at one time severely
wounded by a bottle thrown from the
stand. For seven minutes he cling to
the blood-spattered horns of -one of
the finest bulls the country could pro-
duce and only let go when worn out
by loss of blood and the injuries re-
ceived from the spectatoss.

It will be remembered that Picket’s
plan of operation was to ride up be-

a steer and throwing himself from

s 1iddle, grasp the animal by the
horns. He attempted to do the same
with the bull, Hut the animal refused
to allow him to gain‘a favorabye posi-
tion. Finally after several attempts
Picket received permission to sacri-
fice his mount, and riding directly at
the bull, threw himself from the sad-
lle just as his horse was gored. But
the hors were slippery from the blood
0i the horse eand he could not get a
grip. He held to the neck, however,
end from that on /was thrown about
as if he were a piece of rag tied to
the animal’s back.

FIERCE ASSAULT ON PRESIDENT.

Senator Foraker From Ohio Goes
After Roosevelt Without Gloves.

Washington, Jan. 12.—Senator For-
aker, of Ohio, delivered his greatly
advertised speech on the Brownsville
affair to a crowded gallery this after-
noon. President Roosevelt was de-
nouncad as no executive ever was be-
fore by a member of congress. Charg-
ing Mr. Roosevelt with infamy, -
nouncing his conduct in the matter cf
dismissing the troops as more atro-
cious than even murder itself, the
Ohioan uttered a challenge, the mean-
ing of which as interpreted in Wash-
ington is that the president when rve-
lieved of office would not dare at-
tempt to say many things which he
has cruelly said while occupying the
White Heouse: - By insinuation and Ly
charge direct, Foraker accused the
president of mendacity, of usurping
the power conferred upon him by the
constitution, of violating laws stata-
tory and organic, of appropriating and
paying out money for secret service
men when such acts were contrary to
law.

In a fiery outburst, laying his man-
useript to one side, his voice at its
ighest pitch. the senator exclaimed:
“It does not lessen the gravity of the
president’s offence that it appears to
b> impereptible to him that he has
become utterly oblivious to all law,
restraints of destiny and propriety, in
his'mad pursuit of those helpless vie-
tims of his ill' considered action. I
shall show that all this has been done
without authority of law and with the
aid of public money filched from the
public treasury, in flat defiance of the
constitution. Nothing so shocking
1as been found in the whole history
of the criminal jurisprudence. It is
without parallel in the affairs of con-
stitutional government. The govern-
ment’s use of private detectives has
been and is now horrible, atrocious
and shecking.”

EXPECT LAND GRANTS.
Imperial South African Veterans Endorse
Reserve Force Proposal. ¢

Toronto, Jan. 12—“T want to say,” de-
clared Mr. Shelford Grimwood at the
meeting of the Imperial South African
Veterans’ Association, {‘that when we get
our grants of land, every possible precau-
tion will be taken to prevent their fall-
ing into the hands of land sharks. The
government, according to a statement
made to me at Ottawa by the Hon.
Frank Oliver, Minister of the Interior,
is displeased heause of the sale of grants
made recently, and do not want a re-
petition. To make it possible that every
member’ of the association be allowed to
take up their land, financial aid will be
advanced by the-association at large.”

The meeting was called to submit to
the members a report on the work of the
delegation which applied for land grants
on their behalf at Ottawa on Saturday
last. Mr. L. Wilshaw, the president, and
Secretary Grimwoced expressed confidence
that the grants would be given at an
early meeting cof the cabinet and mili-
tary council. The members of the associa-
tion, who now number 4,000, are prepar-
ed to form themelves into a reserve force
for ten vears service in Canada in return
for a 320-acre freechcld grant for each
man. The meeting, which was attended
by over two hundred men, unanimously
adopted the report.

The strongest
feature of Mr. Tillman’s defence was his
asssertions that he made no concealment
of his plans to the Attorney-General.

Senator Tillman said that the
president had all the facts in his posses-
sion in July, but did not make them pub-
lic until he sought for something to de-
tract attention from the rebuke from
the House. The postmaster general de-
claves that he did not put the president
in pessesion of the facts until Jan. 4,
when the post office . investigation was
completed.

BARON AEHRENTHAL
MUST LOSE HIS HEAD

Austria’s Foreign Minister Must Shoul-
der Respeonsibility for Austria’s Com-
mercial Loss During the Balkan
Crisis Brought on By Him.

Vienna, Jan. #4—Baron Aechrenthal’s
retention of the office of foreign minister
much longer is believed impossible.
While general satisfaction, amounting to
jubilation, is displayed over the agree-
ment with Turkey,; public disapproval of
Baron Aehrenthal’s course in annexing
Bosnia and Herzegovnia is increasing *n-
stead of diminishing.

It is urged that Turkey’s surprisingly
prompt acceptance of Austria’s offer is
vositive proof that pecuniary compensa-
tien. would have been accepted gladly
three months ago and Austria’s commer
cial interests might then have heen saved
the $10,000,000 lost through the boycott
and injury to the export trade.

Also the monarchy would not have
needed to expend many millions in main-
taining 100,000 troops on a war footing in
Bosnia. The government further might
have induced Turkey to prohibit ship-
ments of guns and ammunition into Ser-
via throcugh Macedonian territory. Now,
after it is all over, TForeign Minister
Aehrenthal has been obliged to abandon
his arrogant attitude toward Turkey and
pay down $10,800,000 after vowing that
he would not pay one venny.
