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CITY WILL GO:INTO
~INSURANCE BUSINESS

Will Insure City Buildings Up to
Forty Per Cent. of Their Cost and
Give Another Forty Per Cent. to
Insurance Companies — Council
Favor Sunday Street ‘Cars.

The ;city council if- regular se
Tuesday ~decided’ that the city
should  go into the inusurance’ busi-
ness, and if “the scheme works out
satisfactorily it will mean that in a
few. years the eity -will be  carrying
all its own insurance, independently
of insurance companies. The -first
step in this direction was taken last
evening, -when a report of the com-
missioners  recommending that 40
per cent. of 'the value of ¢ity buildings
and contents be placed with insur-
ance companies and that another 40
‘Per ¢ent. be carried by the city, was
adopted. The city will insure: their
shiare at the regular rates, the pre-
miums to be set aside to form a
general insurance fund, from which
the city’s share of any loss may be
paid;

This insurance scheme was sug-
gested two' years ago, but the coun-
cil did not see their way .elear, to
adopting it. ' They felt. then that he
risk for the first few years would be
too great, should a djsastrous fire
among city buildings take place.
This has beer overcoine, however, by
the city carrying only half of the
risk at the outset and gradually as-
suming the full ‘risk as the fund into
which the insurance premiums is
paid grows.

At the present time some $188,400
insurance is carried on city buildings,
for- which the city pays $3,293.50 each
year in premiums. A rough estimate
places the value of the buildings in-
sured at $475,000. If these are in-
sured at' 80 per cent.” of their value
the premium paid at 2 per cent. will
One-half of this will be
paid by the city, which means that
$3,800, or thereabouts, will be put
into the -insurance fund every year
under the system adopted last even-
ing.

Commissioners’ Recommendation. .

The commissioners” report dn this
question of the insurance on city
buildings and ‘their - contents, which
was adepted, was as follows:

“Your commmiseioners recommend
that insarance to the extent of 40 per
cent, of the value of city buildings
and contents. be placed with insur-
ance companies, and that the city
carry the balance of the insurance up
t0. 88 per cent. of the value, the pre-
miums at the regular rates being set
aside to form a general insurance
fund  from which the city’s share of

Steps will be taken during the next
few weeks-10 secure the operation of
Sunday street cars.in Edmonton. At
the council meeting last evening, Al-
derman Gariepy moved that the city
solicitor be instructed to draw up
the pecessary by-law providing for
the operation of street cars on Sun-
day, at the same time as the bylaw
was prepared for the purchase of the
McDenald property on'  McDougall
avenue for $45,000 for a city hall and
market site. All the aldermen were
in fawvor of the operation of street cars
on Sunday, except Alderman Lundy.
It is understood that petitions have
been prepared and will be circulatéd
among the ratepayers of the city ask-
ing for Sunday cars. = After the neces-
sary by-law has been passed by the
city council it will be submitted to a
vate of the ratepavers and a ftwo-
thirds majority is necessary to carry
it

To Clean Up the City.

‘The city council decided to set aside
one or two days during the month of
May in which every property owner
is expected to clear his property of
all’ “unsightly rubbish and waste
Phe ‘fixing of the date will
be left ‘to the commissioners and will
probably be May 13 and 14, the latter
day being ‘Arbor Day.

. Awnings Must be 6 Feet, 6 Inches.

AN awnings in the city must be at
least 6 feet, 6 inches from the sidewalk
.and the iron rods or supporis must.be
7 feel, 6 inches. -This was decided
,upon as a result of a petition of sev-
eral merchants in the city to have the
minimum height of awnings reduced
from 7 feet, 6 inches, to 6 feet, 3
inches.

Commisioner Butchart reported that
59  awnings in the city were examined
yesterday. -Of inese 9 were under 6

.feet high, ten were an even 6 feet

and the balance ranged from 6 feet, 1
ineh, to 6 feet, 11 inches. Sixteen of
the merchants who signed the peti-
tion Had #whings under the height pe-
titioned for. The couneil décided to
give the merchant every possible ad-
vantage of shade and at the same time
io protect pedestriafis. “They accord-
ing}i fixed the minimum height as 6
feet, 8 inches,

The coun-
ci. decided:that the city was getting
a little too large to declare holidays
in this way, but they will offer no
chjection should the petitioners wish
to close their stores. \

A large -number. of proposed sites in
the east end of. the city were submit-
ted and the outcome was a deadlock.
one half of the council favoring one
site and the' ether “half- the other
site.

The* choeice lay ‘between ‘a site “ip
blo¢k -1, Norwoed, whiech =~ will ' cost
$49,200, and a site on Queeng avenue
to" cost- $36,000. -The Queehs avenue
site consists of lots 170 #0 177, with
360. feet frontage on First street, and
lots 118 to 121 with 1,000 feet frontage
on Queens avenue. Those  favoring
the Queens avenue site for the hay
market were Mayor Lee and Ald
Fraser, McKinley and Gariepy, while
those supporting the Norwood site
were Ald. Armstrong. McInnis, Mans
son and Lundy. Ald. Agar was not
resent. . The matter will piobably be

rought up for further consideration
at the next council meeting.

MONTREAL CIVIC INVESTIGATION

per cent. of this sum has been put up
yvet. An odd feature of the thing js
that while so far the investigation kas
been almogt entirely in French, the
money has beéen mainly subscribed by
English-speaking citizens.

OIL WAREHOUSE BURNED.

Fire Destroyed Valuable Saskatson
Storage Building and Contents.

Saskatoon, Sask., April 27—Oil
warehouse ‘on mill track, where :he
Saskatoon Storage and Forwarding
Company store their consignments of
goods; was completgly destroyed by
fire this affefnoon. L‘Ihn building was
filled with lubricating, oil, gasoline
and other inflamable substances, uhe
property of the Winnipeg Oil Com-
pany, and contained mnot less than
three carloads of material. The fire
brigade arrived on the $pot immedia-
tely after the alarm was given, but
were unable to render any assistance
whatever owing to.thé inflamable na-
ture of the conténts of the building
and to the fact that the nearest hy-
drant was 4,000 ft. away. The contents
of the storehouse were insured.

SIR ROBERT BOND WAS
PLAYING DOUBLE GAME

Ex-Premier of Newfoundland Accused
of Secretly Favoring Jeining Con-
federation, While Outwardly He
is Antagonistis—Story WHN| Kill
His Chances of Regaining Con-
trol of Government.

St. John’s Nid.,. April 27.—The
Daily News prints a sensational story
claiming that ex-Premier Sir  Robert
Bond, although appanetnly- antoghios-
tie. to confereration, has been' quietly
negotiating” throngh Hy, J. Crowe; a
company . promoter,. with; Sir Freder-
ick - Borden,. representing the  Gana-
dian. government; - "In. substantiation
the News prints letiers showing that
Mr. Crowe tried to tempt J. F. Dow-
ney,  a*supporter of Premier Morris,
to break the deadlock in the house,
offering him~the speakership for the
session, and the deputy ministership
of marine and fisheries subsequently ;
also letters from Ex-Premier Bond to
Mr. Crowe confirming the offer. Mr.
Crowe’s correspondence contains ’/ a
statement that Ex-Premier Bond had
drawn Mr. Crowe’s 4aftention to a
loophole in last fall’s manifesto where-
in Ex-Premier Bond declared he would
not consider confederation, except. at
the desire of the people.

J..F. Downey gave the story away,
because Ex-Premier Bond  was trying
a confederation plot on Sir Edward
Morris, - Mr. Downey claims. that in
December Mr. Crowe asserted that he
was intermediary between ex-Pre-
mier Bond and Ottawa, and thag fav-
orable terms had been definitely ar-
ranged, including the assuming by
Canada of the Newfoundland debt,
acquiring the Reid company’s railway
which was to be handed to the Inter-
calonial railwdy, and large expendi-
tures for marine development aggre-
gating millions in the next two de-
cades. The Bond supporters are wild,
and Ssay it will absolutely destroy
Bond’s chance of regaining control of
the government.

Says Is is Absurd.

Ottawa, Onft., April 27.—Sir Fred-
erick Borden has made the following
Statement in respect to the story pub-
lished in a Montreal paper to the ef-
fect that Sir Robert Bond, ex-Premier
of Newfoundland, had through a cer-
tain Harry J. Crowe, been negotiat-
Ing with him (Sir Frederick) with the
objeet of bringing Newfoundland into
the Canadian confederation : “Mr.
Crowe, who comes from Bridgetown,
N.S., is an old friend' of mine. He
went to Newfoundland years ago and
acquired large timber areas there. Na-
turally . enough, he communicated
with ‘me and especially with regard
to the entry of Neéwfoundland into
the Canadian confederation.. There
was ‘nothing, of course, in all this. but
a mutual mpterest in the rounding out
of confederation. However, as to the
mmtimation that Sir Robert Bond was
at all concerned in the matter, I may
say that Mr. Crowe, in his letters to
me, invariadbly spoke of ex-Premier
Bond as being the chief opponent «f
confederation. My. Crowe wasa busi-
ness man with large interests in the
eolony, -and as a”Canadian would na-
turally express his views on this larger
question of confederation to me, a
fellow Canadian. That there was any-
thing' in our ¢orrespondence to justi-
fy ‘the ocharge that interference was
contemplated in the local politics of
Newioundland is' simply absurd.”

BILL MINER IN OTTAWA.

Notorious Bandit said to” Have Visit-
ed Relatives—Col. Sherwood
Doubts Story.

Ottawa, April 27.—That the notor-
lous Bill Miner was in Ottawa Satur-
day, April 17, and remained herefor
several = hours, -that he was in the
house of David MecNab, 12 Redpath
stree,t and that he left the Redpath
home for Carleton Plaee, where he re-
mained for a time, td turn to a ham-
l_m near Ottawa, where he is now hid-
ing, is the sensational story that the
Evening Journal published this even-
ing.

The Journal says that MecNab saw
the local police. Chief Detective
Dicks, interviewed tonight, bore this
out, but says the name given was not
McNab. He- referred the man #o Col.
Sherwood, head of the Dominion: Po-
lice. MecNab is'a man the greater part
of whose life was spent in the Waést.
He was always intimately acquainted
he says, with Bill Miner, who, he
claims, is his kinsman. Interviewed
by the Journal, he said that Minocr
came to his house in broad daylight.
The man refuses to give his reasons
for giving information that may lead
to Miner’s arrest. Regarding Miner's
escape from the Westminster peniten-
tiary, McNab «claims that he is con-
versant with every detail /of the %ka
tional escape.

Col. ‘Sherwood. chiéf’ of' the Domin-
lon police, says he is having the Min-
er story inguired into but is rether du-
bious_about its accuracy.

COAL STRIKE NEARING END.

Taher operators also asked'for & ve-
adjustment of wages, some bfanches of
mining averaging a-réduction of seven
and ' one-half per cent. The miners
refused to accept any reduction but
seemed willing to return to work on
the -old conditionis pending a settle-
ment. President Sherman is under a
doctor’s caré at his home in Taber.

TAFT TO'VISIT ALASKA

If He Does He Will’Be First Presi-
dent to Make Trip.

Washington, D. C., April 26.—Presi-
dent Tafe will visit Alaska if he comes
to the Pacific Coast this summer, ac-
cording to an annonuncement made to-
day at the White House. According
to his present plans, the President
will start from Washington soon after
August 1, and tour the coast from’ Al-
aska to Lower California, returning
east via Arizofha, New Mexico, Texas
and Louisiana, Before making his
trip he:will ‘go to his-‘‘summer cap!-
tal”. at Beverly, where he will spend
June and July.

Railroad officials were requested to
estimate the cost of the President’s
Western trip. -1t was stated that from
rought estimates the first trip would
probably cost. about $17,000. The ex-
tent of Taft’s Western trip is contin-
gent upon a congressional appropria-
tion of ,$25,000.

He will be obliged to go to heavy
expense, as he will have to have spec-
lal trains, secretaries, stenographers
and guards.

If Taft visits Alaska he will’ be the
first president of the United States 1o
make the trip. He will be accompan-
ied by his wife throughout the tour.
According to his plans, the President
will visit the Seattle exposition, the
National Irrigation Congress at Spo-
Kane; ‘the Trans-Mississippi Congress
lat Denver and the C.A. convention
at Salt Lake. <

Premier Scott's Dignified Reply.

Ottawa, April 26.—Premier Scott;
of Saskatchewan, who is in the cilty
today, was asked if he had any reply
to make to the charge laid by Glen
Campbell, Dauphin, that while a mem-
ber of Commons he had accepted a
gift of $10,000 worth of stock in the
Saskatchewan Valley and Manitoba
Land Company for his services in get-
ting a bill put through parliament.
Mr. Seott said he had no replay to
make. The charge had been made
during the last elec{ion and had been
withdrawn. There “has been a ses-
sion of the legislature since and the
matter had not even been referred to.

Lewis’ Daylight Bill Reported.

Ottawa, Ont., April 26.—The day-
light saving bill promoted by E. M.
Lewis, and which was referred to a
specal committee of the Commons,
was reported this morning with an
amendment that ‘it should go into
operation from the first Sunday in
April to the first Sunday in Novem-
ber. Mr. Lewis announcegd that nine-
teen boards of trade in Canada had
passed resolutions favoring the mea-
sure.” During the period mentioned,
it is proposed to advance the clocks
one hour in order to gain more day-
light during -the working days. It
will be asked to make the bill a_gov-
ernment order.

ALL MINES IN SOUTHIERN
ALBERTA WILL BE IDLE

The Result of a Coal Shortage Which
Must Ensue Within the Next Two
Weeks Will be Great Loss to the
Farmers—Principle Involved -in
Strike is That of Closed Shop.

Calgary, April 26—That all the coai
mines in Alberta/ with the exception
of one small one at Frank, are now
idle, is the. statement of P. I.. Nai-
smith, manager of the Lethbridge col-
lieries, who arrived. here today, .. Mr.
Naismith did not feel inelined to diss
cuss/the strike to any great extent.

“Frank Sherman has called all the
men:out,” he said. “They are now
out at-Taber and everywhere else; with
the exception of a small mine at
Frank, and the whole prine¢iple involy-
ed is that of the closed shop.”

Asked as to the probability of seri-
ous tie-ups in railroading and other
industries if the strike continued, he
vouchsafed only the one word, a very
decided ‘““undoubtedly.”

“It means but one thing,’” he aver-
red later, “and that is a prolonged
general strike of all the goal miners
in Alberta.”

Mr. W. F. Little, of the Canmore
mines, i8 also in the city. Beyond
saying that he hoped for the good of
everyone concerned, either directly
or indirectly, that the trouble would
be speedily ended, Mr. Little had no-
thing to say.

Effect Will be Serious.

If the present strike of the coal min-
ers in Alberta keeps up for even o
brief two weeks more, serious resuMs
to railroading and agricultural work
in the provinece will ensue. Alreadv
engines in the local yards are being
fired by coal briquettes, as the sup-
ply of ordinary steam coal is-rapidly
diminishing.

At Macleod the Canadian Pacific
has evidently been preparing for »
shortage, as wvast heaps of coal have
been laid along the tracks. In the
opinion of the railroad men, however
this is not sufficient to last over two
weeks.

Around Lethbridge, and all through
southern Alberta, steam plowing out-
fits, with a number of contracts on
hand, will be unable to fulfil them i?
the supply of coal is not kept up.

At Nanton several of the plows have
already been tied up temporarily, and
the difficulty experienced in gettine
enough coal to keep them going for
even a short time longer®has warned
those operating them that it will be
ontly a matter of days before they are
forced to discontinue the work untit
after the strike,

“Should this turn out to be the case
the loss to the farmers will be a
large one, as they have been invest-
ing heavily in machinery this spring-
and should they not be able:.to break
and seed as much aereage as they an-
ticipated, they will not be able to
meet their notes when the latter fall
due.

AUSTRALIA SHIPS SUBSIDY.

Steamship' Company Awaits Action of:
Federal Government in Regard!
Thereto.

Vancouver, B. C., April 26.—Be-
cause the Dominion government has
not yet signified its intentions with
respect to the extension of the sub-
gidy of the Canadian-Australian steam-
ship line, operating "steamships be-
tween Vancouver and Sidney, the bus-
iness of the line is at a ‘standstill.
The present subsidy will expire in
June, and pending some settlement
of the matter one way or the other
the company finds itself in a position
of being unable to adverfise sailing
or contract for business from Austra-
lie after the July sailing from Sidney.
This means the loss of many thous-
ands of dollars in ireights and con-
siderable prestige as a passenger
route.

It .is now larned that
the Federal government this month
informed the Union Steamship com-
pany that no inereased subsidy would
be granted.

MODERN SOCIAL CONDITIONS.

Mrs. Rose Pastor Stockes Does Some
Plain -Talking in Bos::on.

Boston, Mass., April 26.—Mrs. Rose
Pastor Stockes, speaking at Maverick
Church, East Boston, said: ‘““The
critics of Socialism have said that
Socialism is a man leaving his wife
for an “affinity,” but that is not the
case. I think that it will be neces-
sary to abolish the Republican and
Democratic parties in order to stop
a man from taking an ‘“‘unaffinity”
and getting rid of his wife. Of course
it is impossible for a man and wo-
man to live together as husband and
wife, even if they are married by the
law of the state, if they do not love
each other.

“There are in this country 1,000,000
married women ~workin because
their husbands do not arn enough
to support them and their children.
There are also 2,000,000 little chil-
dren working their lives away in fac-
tories and mines to eke out an in-
sufficient family wage. There are
50,000 women in New York City liv-
ing shameless lives, because they can-
not exist on the wages paid in the
factories and sweatshops of the city.

“I recently met four women who are
on the streets, and they told me they
could earn more money on the streets
of New York than they could earn
in the factories.”

MONTREAL’S CiVIC SCANDAL
The Seven Unseated Aldermen Appeal
to Court of Appeals.

Montreal, April 26.—A new phase
in the famous case under which the
seven  leading city aldermen of the
finance committee were unseated and
disqualified on. a2 technicality owa
opened: today when the court of aj
peals unanimously aecided that they
would hear an appeal on the ground
that the proceedings were .broader
than mere quo warranto. But while
the aldermen have apparently gained
an advantage they have really burn-
ed their ships behind them. They had
appealed to Quebec for legislative aid
to upset the decision of the courts and
get their seats back. But now that
the court of appeal has taken up the
matter, the legislature cannot act, as
the case is still subjudice and by the

People of the neighbor-
hood knew of their condition, but were
disinclined towards taking amy action.

It is said that when the woman mar-
ried Cronkwright in Paris last Feb-
ruary, having two other husbands alive,
the couple borrowed money for the li-
cense and proffered: the minister ten
cents, the extent of their. wealth, as
his fee.

ARCHBISHOP MATHESON
PRIMATE OF ALL CANADA

Archbishop of Rupert’s Land, A
Native Son of the West, is Elect-
ed to the Highest Office in the

Gift of the Anglican Church in
Canada.

Toronto, Ont., April 27—The Church
of England in Canada is no longer
without an official head, and the ec-
clesiastical province of Canada again
has its archbishop. At the meeting
of the House of Bishops of the Gen-
eral Synod yesterday afternoon, the
Most Reverend Samuel Pritchard
Matheson, Archbishop of Rupert’s
Land, was elected Primate of all
‘Canada and representative on the
general consultative body of the
Lambeth conference. Rev. Canon
Phair, of St. John’s College, Winni-
peg, was appointed secretary of the
House of Bishops in the place of the
Bishop of Toronto, resigned. Thir-
teen bishops were present at the elec-
tion—Archbishop Hamilton, of Ot-
tawa; Archbishop Matheson, of Ru-
pert’s Land; Bishop Pinkham, of
Calgary; Bishop Reeve, of Toronto;
Bishop Dunn, of Quebec; Bishop
Dumouli, of Niagara; Bishop Thorn-
loe, of Algoma; Bishop Mills, of On-
tario; Bishop Williams, of - Huron;
Bishop Stringer, of Yukon; Bishop
Homes, of Athabasca; Bishop Far-
thing, of Montreal, and Bishop
Sweeney, of Toronto.

Quebec Wants to Add the Great
Northland.

Quebec, April 26.—8ir Lomer Gouin
has given motice that he«will move a
resolution setting forth that: ‘““Where-
as the territory of Ungava in question
in one. of the resolutions above set
forth and adopted by the Parliament
of Canada at its last session, .geogra-
phically forms part of the province of
Quebec and it is in the interest of
that territory, as well as in that of the
province, that it -be anmexed to. the
territory of the province of Quebec:

‘“Be it resolved: That the lieuten-
ant-governor-in-council respecting the
annexation of the province of Quebec
of all territory situated to the mnorth
of the northern frontier of this pro-
vince and extending to Hudson’s
Straits, between the bay so named
and the Atlantic Ocean, or the strip
of territory which may, belong to
Newfoundland, along the shore of
such ocean, including on the west
coast the archipelagos and islands ad-
joining the mainland; as well as the
following islands and groups of is-
lands: Ottawa, Sleepers, . Baker’s
Dozen, Belchers, North Belchers, King
George, Mansfield, Charles and all
the islands of Ungava Bay, and the
Button Islands, upon such terms and
conditions as may be accepted by the
government of Canada and that of
this province.”’ !
