will be called to accept a position in 
cabinet as Minister of Agriculture 
and Provincial Secretary.

Other cabinet appointments which 
will be made provide for the 
elevation o' two legislature members 
to be ministers without portfolio. 
These members are W. A. Buchanan, 
M.P.P. for Lethbridge, and P. E. 
Lessard, M.P.P. for Pakan.

It is understood that at the next 
session of the Legislative Assembly 
legislation will be passed creating a 
portfolio for Mr. Buchanan. What 
this will be has not been announced 
by Premier Rutherford.

Trial Concluded.

The trial was concluded-this morn­
ing. Jospli Clark, counsel for the de­
fence put in a strong plea for a ver­
dict of manslaughter on the exten­
uating circumstances, but after naif 
an hour's ' deliberation the jury re­
turned the unanimous verdict of 
guilty of murder.

Placed in .the witness box, this 
morning the accused confessed that 
he had inflicted the blows upon his 
wife which resulted in her death. 
Examined by Mr. Clark, he made the 
following statements in a broken 
voice, sobbing when he reached the 
story of his awful need.

“What time on Sunday did you see 
yemr wife?”

“About two o’clock 
noon.”

“What did you ask her then?”
“I wanted to know where my mon­

ey was and my trunk, and she 
would’nt tell me.”

“What happened then?”
"I am ashamed before these people 

to ;say. My son John put me out of 
doors.”

“Where did you go then?”
“To Colax’s place.”
“What did you ao there?”
“I asked him to come to John’.; 

as a witness.”
“What.time did you get back to 

John’s?”
“About four o’clock.”
“W’hat did you ask you wife?”
“I asked her for the money.” 
“What did she say?”

Member is a Western Man.
The new Federal number is essen­

He was bom in 1868 at Lanark, On­
tario. He came west to Manitoba 
with his parents in 1878, and in that 
province his youth was spent and his 
education obtained at the schools of 
Morris and Winnipeg. He qualified 
as a teacher and for some time taught 
in the schools of Manitoba, but de­
ciding that he would prefer a business 
career, in 1886 he entered the mercan­
tile life as a clerk.

1896, Mr. Douglas married Miss 
Pickerton, of Glasgow, Scotland, who 
now shares with tyer husband the 

Jtonor that has been bestowed upon 
him.

Mr. Douglas has for the past two 
yeün-s been president of the Strath­
cona Board of Trade, a post which he 
has filled with great acceptance, to 
the members of that organization and 
citizens generally. For two years he 
occupied a seat in the city council 
and was known as a most capable 
and painstaking member of that body.

Popular With Both Parties.
He has always taken a deep inter­

est in politics, both local and Federal 
and his sympathies have been with 
the Liberal party. While a party 
man, he has always been courteous 
and fair in his treatment of those who 
have differed from him and he has 
the confidence and esteem = of the 
Conservatives of liis home city, 
where he is best known and where 
the scene of his political activities 
has been.
