LONDON, Oct. 6.
Reuter's Athens correspondent 

states that Roumania is hurriedly de­
spatching troops to the Bulgarian 
frontier, and otherwise taking extra­
ordinary military measures.

SERBIAN OFFICERS ARRIVE IN 
ROME.

ROME, Oct:. 6. *
Five Serbian army officers of high 

rank have arrived in Rome. Their 
presence attracted much attention, as 
it is reported they are to accompany 
an Italian expedition to the Balkans.

BULGARIAN SOCIALISTS.
BERLIN, Oct. S.

The Cologne Gazette states that the 
socialist leaders in Bulgaria have 
given assurances to the Government 
that in the present serious state of 
affairs they will oppose any action 
which might embarrass it.

BULGARIA REPLIES.
BERLIN, Oct. G.

A despatch from Sofia under yes­
terday’s date, was given out here to­
day by the Overseas News Agency. It 
says that the Bulgarian Government 
made reply yesterday afternoon to the 
joint note, presented last month by 
the Entente Powers.

BULGARIAN CONSUL LEAVES.
PETROGRAD, Oct. 6.

In is understood here that the Brit­
ish and French Ministers at Sofia 
have received instructions to leave 
Bulgaria, if Russia severs diplomatic 
relations with that country. Military 
action against Bulgaria, however, is 
not contemplated unless the latter at­
tacks Serbia, or takes other measures 
clearly inimical to the interests of 
the Entente Allies. The Bulgarian 
Consul at Petrograd departed last 
night by way of Finland. Many Bul­
garians residing in Russia are re­
ported here as offering to enlist in 
the Russian army.

VENIZELOS CHEERED.
ATHENS, Oct. 6.

A great crowd marched to the 
ome of Venizelos. the retiring Pre- 
lier, singing the Greek National An- 
îem and the Marseillaise. The for- 
ler Premier at that time was in con- 
q Ration with diplomatic representa- 
ves of the Entente Powers. The 
rowd jammed the street, crying 
Long Live Venizelos,” “Long Live 
ranee" and cheers for France.

no mention of the incident or the sug­
gestion of a protest. It is therefore 
held that the King has not taken a 
stand against the landing, but merely 
differs with Venizelos as regards a 
fixed policy of Greece of supporting 
the Entente Powers. In some official 
quarters it is pointed out that former 
Premier Gounaris made a definite re­
quest to France last March that the 
French would land an expedition at 
Salonika in order to back up the po­
sition of Greece. The Temps says 
that Gounaris will probably be called 
to form a ministry. It is generally 
believed that the ministers of France, 
Britain, Italy and Russia have already 
unyielding attitude in face of the ul- 
left Sofia, as a result of Bulgaria’s 
timatum calling for a definite an­
nouncement of her intentions. Such 
a step will involve the severance of 
diplomatic relations. No information 
is available here concerning the with­
drawal of the Bulgarian legation, al­
though it is expected that represen­
tatives of Bulgaria would be recalled, 
if a diplomatic rupture should occur. 
A statement is made by the Temps 
that the King of Bulgaria has decided 
to attack Serbia before the end of the 
present week. This newspaper ur­
ges the government to increase large­
ly the number of troops at Salonika, 
in order that they may be ready with 
ample force for the protection of Ser­
bia, and for holding back the expect­
ed Austro-German advance from the 
north. Despatches from Salonika es­
timate the number of Austro-German 
troops concentrated along the Danube 
at 350,000. . '_______

EMPEROR OF AUSTRIA ILL.
ROME, Oct. 6.

It is said on good authority here 
that Emperor Franz Josef of Austria 
is dangerously ill, and that the Aus­
trian Crown Prince has been called 
to Vienna. In addition to the heir to 
the throne, it is said that Baron Von 
Burian, the Austro-Hungarian For­
eign Minister, and Count Tisza, the 
Hungarian Premier, have also been 
called to the capital. This news, it is 
stated, has been kept secret up to this 
time, for fear of the influence it 
might have upon the international 
situation. ____________

A BERLIN REPORT.
BERLIN, Oct. 6.

A despatch from Czernowitz, Bu- 
kowina, reports that Russian forces 
made a violent attack on the Austri­
ans along the Bessarabian frontier 
northeast of the city. The attack is 
said to have been made along the 
Pruth River, which the Russians at­
tempted to cross at one place by 
swimming. The despatch states that 
the Russians made five assaults with-1 
out success, and that many of them 
were "drowned.

GRAND DUKE NICHOLAS.
PETROGRAD, Oct. 6.

Grand Duke Nicholas, who was ap­

pointed Commander-in-Chief of the 
Russian forces on the Caucasus front 
when Emperor .Nicholas assumed su­
preme command of the armies of Rus­
sia, arrived to-day at Tiflis.

KING VICTOR EMMANUEL.
UDINE, Italy, Oct. 6.

King 'Victor Emmanuel recently 
had a narrow escape from death and 
serious injury by shell fire. While 
close to the firing line at the front, 
his horse was wounded by splinters, 
but the King was unhurt.

FRENCH SUCCESSES.
PARIS, Oct 6.

French infantry, after heavy bom­
bardment by artillery to-day, captured 
by assault the village of Tahure and 
reached the summit of the hill of the 
same name which constituted a sup­
porting point of the second German 
line, according to an official state­
ment issped by the War Office to­
night. The French also made pro­
gress in the environs of the Navarian 
farms. The number of prisoners tak­
en exceed one thousand.

APPEAL FOR RECRUITS.
LONDON, Oct. 6.

An appeal for recruits for the Brit­
ish Army was issued to-day by au­
thorized representatives of three 
National committees, the Trade Un­
ions, Parliamentary committee and 
Labor party. The manifesto states 
that tens of thousands of men of mili­
tary age and fitness have not yet join­
ed the colors, stating that equipmen 
and supplies of munitions for thes 
men are ready. The manifesto urge 
that they assume immediately thei 
share of the burden. Their failure V 

1 do so is attributed to the fact tha 
’ they do not appreciate the serious 
ness of the situation. Thirty thous 
and recruits weekly, the appeal de 

i dares, must be raised to maintai 
j the efficiency of our armies, and se 
! cure such victory as will free tb 
I world from the fear of that militar 
tyrany which Germany would impos 
upon it. The manifesto which is ad 
dressed by the joint labor board t 
its fellow-countrymen, points ou 
that at no time in the history of th 
nation has it been faced with a crisi 
of such gravity, as now exists. Th 
appeal concludes: “We know defea 
or an inconclusive peace means to 
us not only the loss of prestige as i 
nation, and the certainty that th 
conflict will be renewed in a tei 
years, but the loss of those persona 
liberties and privileges which it ha 
taken centuries of effort to win. Th 
responsibility for victory or defea 
rests on those who ha,ve not yet re 
sponded to the call.”

WASHINGTON, Oct 6.

Mrs. Norman R. Galt of Washington

Spies All Around.
Lord Chancellor’s Warning.

Replying to Lord Parmoor as to 
secret trials under the Defence of the 
Retain Act, the Lord Chancellor (for­
merly Sir S. Buckmaster), in the 
House of Lords, said:

“I am astonished that when we 
stand in the peril and Jeopardy that 
we stand in to-day^ when we know 
that we not only have to fight a foe in 
the open field, but that their spies are 
in every land, that the webs of their 
intrigue enmesh and entangle every 
Government — when_ we remember 
this, I am surprised that we have 
found it possible, as we have up to 
the present, to proceed under the 
comparatively moderate and benevo­
lent legislation established by the 
statute.”

Lord Parmoor (formerly Sir C. A. 
Cripps) replied that these words 
seemed to imply a desire to see fur­
ther powers bestowed. "If legislation 
of that kind is introduced I shall op­
pose it at every stage.” Many people 
still believed in the maintenance of 
British liberty.

Lord St. Davids, on the contrary, 
thought the vast majority of members 
would be found in agreement with the 
Lord Chancellor.

Fishery Report.
The latest fishery reports compiled 

by the Board of Trade are:—
Oct. 2nd. From P. J. Wade, (Sal- 

monier Cove Pt. to Colliers North Pt.) 
—The catch to date is 490 qtls. and 
for last week nil. Prospects are poor, 
bait being unobtainable and most of 
the fishermen have given up the voy­
age.

Oct. 2nd. From J. White, (Colinet 
Island to Head of Salmonier)—Sixty 
dories and skiffs and 20 boats are 
fishing and the total catch is 6,000 
qtls. The fishermen did not get on 
the outer grounds last week owing to 
stormy weather which has greatly 
hampered operations. Many of the 
men are now giving up the voyage. 
Six schooners arrived from the 
grounds last week. Bait is very 
scarce and prospects are not very 
good for the Fall fishery.

Oct. 2nd. From J. F. Williams, 
(Bay Bulls South Head to Long Pt.)— 
Prospects are poor for the Fall fish­
ery owing to the scarcity of squid 
bait. The catch to date is 12,495 qtls. 
and for last week 120. Thirty dories 
and skiffs and 15 motor boats are fish­
ing.
