The min­
ister said that a committee of the 
employers and employees was con­
sidering a bill for the restoration of 
the trade union laws which had been 
surrendered for the duratiph of the 
war. President Brownlie, lot the 
Amalgamated Society of Engineers, 
said the workers of Gffckt Britain 
were not going to return to pre-war 
social and industrial conditions. He 
agrees that the question of foreign 
competitors entered into that of the 
shorter hours and higher wages and 
industrial efficiency, but he disagreed 
with the Government's : scheme for 
reducing unemployment benefits.

Flour Surplus in Canada.
Exports of agricultural products 

decreased in 1918, and there is still 
warehoused In Canada, and available 
for ‘export, a substantial surplus, the 
bulk of which Is in the form of 
wheat and flour. During the period 
of the war and up to the present time 
the Allied Governments have taken 
a large proportion of the wheat and 
flour produced In the Dominion. At 
present our chief customer, Great 
Britain, owing to her having a con­
siderable stock on hand, has placed 
an embargo on imports of these pro­
ducts, and as the Canadian Govern­
ment fixed the minimum price of 
wheat produced in the crop season of 
1918 at $2.24 per bushel, it will be 
responsible to the holder» of the crop 
for obtaining that price. To meëét 
the situation which has arisen, the 
Government has given a guarantee to 
all dealers in grain and to the banks 
that in the event of the overseas Al­
lied Governments not arranging to 
purchase this wheat, they will pay 
for it at the fixed price. It is antici­
pated, however, that purchases will 
shortly he resumed by the Allies and 
the surplus thereby absorbed.— 
Monthly Letter, Canadian Bank of 
Commerce.

The reward is ordered to he paid 
though he is to be informed, that the 
information should have come to the 
Council first and Sergt. Mackay is to 
be asked for the fines in the matter.

A letter was readtfrom Elizabeth G. 
Harvey. President Cowan Mission, in 
connection with the utilization of the 
Convalescent House. Forest Road, 
which has been before the Cowan Mis­
sion for some time past and the pos­
sibility of converting it into a Mater­
nity Home was suggested. The Cowan 
Mission propose to rent the Convales­

cent Home at $1.00 per annum for the 
purpose of a Maternity Hospital. 
There is a Government endowment of 
$600.00. The Municipality would have 
to provide for the appointment of a 
committee of medical men, the neces­
sary nurses and a matron and for 
cost of operation. There is room for 
four patients. After discussing the, 
matter the Council decided to wait 
until the return of the Mayor, mean­
time the letter to be acknowledged.

After disposing of some routine 
business and passing the pay rolls 
and bills for the week the meeting 
adjourned.
