ELECTIOT IN SASKATCHEWAN.
I.ZGINA, Sask., May 10.

Writs for a general election in Sas-
katchewan were issued here . late Sat-
urday. The election will be held June
2nd. The Liberal Government of Hon.,
C. A. Dunning, came into being on
April 6th, 1922, following the resigna-
tion of Hon. W. Martin, who had been
Premier of Saskatchewan since Oct.
20th, 1916. Mr. Dunning was Provin-
cial Secretary in the Martin Adminia-
tration. Mr. Dunning headed the 5th
Legislature of the Province of which
four sessions were held. The standing
of the various parties is given official-
ly on May 1st, 1824, was Government
45; Independents, 14; Independent
Conservative, 1; Conservative, 1; Lab-
or, 1; Vacant, 1; Total, 63.
