Prisoners on Public Works Will Have

a Wage.
City of Mexico, July 10.—The first
step toward economical betterment
in the republic was made the other

day when a dispatch was sent to the
governors of all states asking them to
co-operate in a plan for natural irriga-
tion. The suggestion was made that
all prisoners in the jails be organized
to construct dams and canals for the
reclamation of the waste lands. It was
also suggested that the saquads work
to Insure crops on the lands already
under cultivation.
Will Pay the Prisoaners.

The governors were asked to wire a
report of the number of prisoners in
the jails in thelr respective states who
might be organized for the work and
also send to the capital data with re-
gard to the possibilities of construction
of irrigation dams and ditches. The
government expresses the belleve that
an immense amount of work is pos-
sible before the end of the year. Be-
sides reclaiming fmmense areas the
plan Includes improvements of the
conditions of the prisoners. A daily
wage will be pald, from which a cer-
tain amount will be deducted for hoard
and the rest saved for the men until
they have served thelr terms. Tt will
serve as a basis on which they may
start life ane.r.
