The next step 
is to perfect the scrum for the in­
oculation of mankind against old age 
as against smallpox or any other 
plague. Great strides are being made 
in this new protective medicine, and 
we may expect shortly to have a sys­
tem of handy home inoculation against 
disease in general, including old age 
and wrinkles, for use every morning 
after the dip.

Prof. Metchnikoff is already famous 
as the advocate of the sour milk pre­
ventive. That there is something in 
this will seem probable to common 
understanding from the prevalence of 
long life in Belgravia, for example, 
where yogurt is in general use. Re­
cent figures show more, than three 
thousand centenarians in that little 
country, while. there arc only 75 in the 
German Empire.

But apart from sour milk or serums, 
we all know how easy it is to prolong 
life and mitigate "old age" by plain 
fare and attention to the obvious 
rules of health. We all want to live 
long, to enjoy old age in that sense, 
though nobody wants old age in the 
sense of weaknes or senility. And yet 
we contsantly reject the means to the 
end desired. Bishop Fallows says that 
there is no reason why a man should 
not live to be 120. An approximation 
to this may be secured by private and 
public hygiene, and perhaps even that 
limit may seem short if Prof. Metch- 
nikoff's hopes are realized.

The callous application of the spoils 
system in Oshawa at the instance of 
Mr. Wm.

MISS GILCHRIST’S REPORT.
Citizens, especially parents, have 

something to think over in the report, 
of Miss Gilchrist. She has examined 
several thousand school children of 
this city, and has found a depressingly 
large proportion of defectives. She 
reports 1.615 children suffering from 
diseased teeth; 352 from defective 
breathing: 296 from defective vision, 
and 37 from imperfect hearing.
