BERNSTORFF EXPLAINS 
CABINET’S OBJECT IN 
APPEALING TO U. S.

Berlin. April 29.—Criticism levelled at 
the German cabinet's appeal to Presi­
dent Harding in the reparations question 
was calculated to weaken still further 
ihe position of German diplomacy 
abroad, declared Count von Bernstorff, 
former ambassador to the United States, 
in his maiden speech before the Reich- 
stag yesterday.

"The United States is actuated chiefly 
by economic motives in its treatment of 
European problems," he said. "America 
cannot possibly be interested in seeing 
Germany dismembered, or deprived of 
territory which is now coveted in the 
western quarters of Europe. To expect 
far-reaching political aid from the 
United States, 1 believe, would be an 
error. The present jssue, however, is 
not purely political, but it involves the 
principle of firmly establishing the soli­
darity of the interests of all nations.

"Proof of this may be found in pre­
vailing world conditions. The United 
States is overstocked with raw materials

Applications Being Handled 
by Inspector V. K. Greer.Thousands of Bushels Are 

Being Shipped From

MAYENCE, Germany, April 28.-- 
French businessmen in the Rhineland 
believe that the German Government 
has formulated a detailed plan to pre­
vent commerce between Germany and 
France, to obstruct the reconstruction 
of the devastated region, and to ruin 
France financially.

"Until a short time ago trade went 
on well.” said the representative of a 
large Paris corporation. More than 
1,000,000,000 francs (nominally about 
$200,000.000) worth of goods changed 
hands. The favorable rate of exchange 
between the mark and the franc made 
it advisable for us to buy as much as 
possible in Germany. Large contracts 
were placed for future delivery. Sud­
denly a complicated system of export 
and import licenses was clamped on, 
and every German merchant had to ob­
tain special permission from Berlin to 
trade with France, and had to pay 
heavily for each permit. The Germas 
merchants were pleased that they 
could not be held to prices already 
quoted, and raised them not once but 
several times.

One hundred and fifteen applications 
for permission to write lower high school 
examinations have been received by 
Public School Inspector V. K Greer.
