Thomas Bradshaw Testifies At Inquiry That Massey-Harris 

Company Sold Binders In 1922 At $68 Below Cost. FROM U.S. FIRMS
Canadian Press Despatch.

Ottawa, May 10.—That binders last 
year were sold at a net approximate 
lose of $68 each, was stated by 
Thomas Bradshaw, general manager 
of the Massey Harris Company, giv­
ing evidence yesterday afternoon be­
fore the special committee inquiring 
into agricultural conditions. Condi- 
tions during the previous year, he 
said, were hardly less satisfactory. 
The company's plant had only been 
operating at one-third of capacity, 
while expenses remained in many 
respects as high as when the full 
output was being produced.

Mr. Bradshaw was given the un- 
der tanding by Chairman A. R. Mc- 
Ma ster of Brome that detailed figures 
would not be published, inasmuch as 
the witness claimed this would be un­
fair to his company. Evidencing the 
greatly advanced price of production, 
the witness said that factory expense 
had increased some 400 per cent 
since 1913, while cost of administra­
tion also showed a, large increase.

Stratford. May 11.—Death yesterday 

morning claimed a veteran civic em­
ployee in the person of Robert Rigg 
Lang for 40 years clerk of the muni­
cipality.

His demise occurred at the home of 
Mr. D. B. Burritt with whom he had 
resided for some years. The late Mr. 
Lang was born in Vienna, Austria, 
about 80 years ago. His parents were 
English, his father being a colonel in 
the British army, was stationed in 
Austria.

Just when Mr. Lang came to Can­
ada and to Stratford is not known. 
At any rate he was but a young man 
and fe ra time he studied and prac­
ticed law. In the spring of 1882 he 
was appointed clerk of the then vil­
lage of Stratford succeeding H. Sew­
ell. J. C. Monteith was at that time 
reeve of the village.

Not only in years was the late Mr. 
Lang's service to the city unique, but 
also in the fact that he was never 
known to miss a council or committee 
meeting. Some year ago due to ap­
proaching feebleness and falling 
health the city provided him with as­
sistance in the clerkship, W. H. Dor­
land being appointed. In March, 1918, 
Mr. Dorland was appointed city clerk 
and -Mr. Lang consulting clerk. He 
continued to make his daily visita­
tions to the office until the fall of 
last year when ill-health forbade.

In former years the late Mr. Lang 
was prominent in military circles and 
was the proud possessor of two 
medals, one for long service and the 
other for service in the Fenian raids. 
He was a member of the old Strat­
ford Rifle Company, organized in 
1866. While attached to this com­
pany he saw service at Windsor and 
Sandwich in 1865 and again in March 
1866. On the formation of the 28th 
Perth Regiment in September 1866 
he became ensign and later rose to 
the rank of captain.

His wife predeceased him about 
fifteen years. He is survived by two 
daughters, Mrs. A. D. Henderson of 
Burlington, and Miss Caroline Lang 
of Buffalo.

Will Stimulate West.
. “The Canadian Pacific office has

It 
is clear that the new plan will do 
much to re-establish confidence in 
the West, retain settlers, who are 
now proposing to leave, and stimu­
late immensely the immigration of 
desirable agriculture colonists.

“Briefly the plan Is to take the in­
debtedness of the farmers who now 
have contracts with the company, re­
write their contracts and spread the 
present indebtedness over a period of 
34 years on amortization plan. The 
settler will pay the same amount 
annually for 34 years and upon com­
pletion of the 34th payment receives 
title to the land; he is assured that 
no annual payment of interest and 
principal combined will exceed seven 
per cent of the cost of the farm. The 
plan will absorb his total indebted­
ness in easy payments, allowing him 
sufficient from profits to provide both 
the comforts and enjoyments of life 
for his family.

Population Decides Future.
"The future of western Canada, in 

fact of Canada as a whole. Is de­
pendent upon greater population. If 
farmers were even fairly well satis­
fied with their conditions, it would 
greatly facilitate the securing of 
more desirable settlers. There is at 
present a considerable exodus from 
the west which is practically nulli­
fying the efforts of the Canadian 
Pacific Railway and the government 
to encourage new peoples to come in. 
The loss of people to the country is 
a loss to Canadian business in gen- 
eral, affecting manufacture, com­
merce, transportation, etc. To get 
desirable immigrants we must have 
fairly well satisfied settlers.

"Under the new Canadian Pacific 
plan, farmers will now be able to be 
successful upon their holdings, and 
the government and the railroads will 
be in a position to encourage pros­
pective settlers to take up unsold 
or unoccupied farm land. In Great 
Britain, the United States and other 
countries from which desirable im­
migration is ready to flow, a marked 
stimulus to land settlement will with­
out doubt result from the introduc­
tion of the new policy as outlined.”

Where the 
sum withheld by employers include 
the amounts allowed for these deduc- 
tions, non-resident aliens may file 
forms specified by the department 
and obtain repayment by the em­
ployers, who in turn are recouped by 
the American government.

The order as issued today after 
stating the fact that, the amending 
law has been enacted, says:

May Claim Credit.
“In view of the fact that the tax 

withheld for 1922 is not payable un­
till June 15, 1923 alien employers who 
are residents of Canada or Mexico 
may on or before June 1, 1923, file’ 
with their employers form 1115 duly 
filled out and executed under oath 
and claim thereon credit for depen­
dents to which they may be entitled 
for 1922, in addition to the personal 
exemption of $1.000.

“Upon the filing of form 1115 by 
such alien employees, their employers 
are authorized to release and pay 
over to them the tax withheld from 
their compensation for 1922, in excess 
of tax due upon such compensation 
under section 210 of revenue act of 
1921 as amended.

Second Form Unnecesary.
"If the form has been filed for 1922 

and the employee has no dependents, 
it will not be necessary for the em- 
ployee to file another form in order 
that the total amount of such excess 
tax may be released and paid over to 
him. The excess tax withheld in such 
cases may be made the subject of a 
claim for abatement by the employer 
in connection with the form 1042 
previously filed.

“In case the tax so withheld has 
been paid to the government refund 
of excess can be made to the alien 
only if he fills a true and accurate! 
return of his income from all sources 
within the United States, claiming, 
therein all deductions and credits to! 
which he is entitled, and accompany- 
ing it with a claim for refund on! 
form 843.

Dublin, May 11.—In the Dail

Eireann yesterday Tom Johnson, abor 
leader, again urged the government 
to endeavor to compromise with 
Eamon De Valera. He suggested that 
the Irregulars' question could be met 
without weakening the government's 
position, while peace by repression 
would leave 12,000 prisoners in Ire­
land, whom it would not be safe to 
release. He advised the government 
to announce the cessation of raids 
and arrests for one month.

President Cosgrave refused to re­
cede from his previous position. He 
declared that the Irregulars would 
only accept peace if guaranteed a 
lease of political life and the gov­
ernment would ‘not guarantee that. 
When there was an honest peace ef­
fort the government would not be 
found wanting. But in the meantime 
it declined to withdraw a single 
soldier from duty.

CANADA'S EXPORTS
INCREASE GREATLY

Col. Hatch, Retiring Manufac­
turers’ Head, Predicts 

Prosperity.

Canadian Press Despatch.
Toronto, May 11.—Canadians have 

reason to be well satisfied with the 
manner in which the country's com­
merce has been maintained in the 
face of adverse trade conditions in 
foreign markets, according to the 
message of Col. A. F. Hatch, retiring 
chairman of the Ontario division of 
the Canadian Manufacturers’ As­
sociation, which held its annual met­
ing here yesterday. Mr. Hatch pointed 
out that the country's exports for 
1922 were greater than the high 
mark of 1920, based on quantity in­
stead of price. Judged on the same 
basis. Canada’s imports show a fall­
ing off from the big year of 1920, and 
that, in the speaker's opinion, demon­
strated clearly that Canada is gradu­
ally reaching that stage where it will 
make more and more use of its own 
resources.

Col. Hatch was particularly pleased 
to see that the migrating army, which 
swung over to the United States some 
time ago, is beginning to appreciate 
that nothing was gained in the pro­
cess of migration, and that the wan­
derers are now on their way back to 
this country. • Further, Canada is 
proving attractive to immigrants 
from the old land; but, at the same 
time, care should be taken to direct 
the immigrants into the proper chan- 
pels where they can the most quickly 
find reasonable comfort and content.

Montreal. May 11.—That the oper­

ation of the Canadian National Ex­
press Company as a department of 
the Canadian National Railways would 
be not only economical, but would 
also provide an improved and efficient 
service, was the view expressed by 
Sir Henry Thornton, chairman of the 
board of directors and president of 
the Canadian National Railways 
when discussing the question with a 
press representative here tonight.

Sir Henry made it plain that in 
supporting the proposal to bring the 
operation of the express company 
under the direction of the traffic de­
partment, he was merely following 
the general practice which has pro­
duced the best results in the trans­
portation industry. He pointed out 
that in England where for eight years 
he was general manager of the Great 
Eastern Railway, the express busi­
ness was handled by the traffic de­
partment and that within the last 
two years American railway officials 
have been over there studying the 
position with a view to introducing 
this system of handling the collection 
and delivery of express on the Uni­
ted States railroads.

One man said 
we were old fogies. So we are," add­
ed the speaker frankly, and said that 
there was some truth in all of the 
charges.
