Havana, Dec. 27.—The whole popula­

tion is in a state of unrest. The Span­
ish residents are fearful, and the Cubans 
eager to do something to show that they 
have gained their freedom.

Bands of Cubans freely enter the resi­
dences of Spaniards, caJl upon them to 
hoist the American and Cuban flags, and 
to shout “ Vive Cuba libre,” and terrify 
them with their machetes. A dozen 
such cases were reported to the Ameri­
can authorities to-day. In all instances 
American guards were sent to the 
houses invaded, but the Cubi us were iu^ 
variably gone when the patrol arrived, 
nor was there any such thin^r as catch­
ing the offenders.

No attention whatever is paid to the 
order against discharging of tire-crack­
ers, and pistols are tired in the streets 
continually. Three persons have been 
killed and 29 wounded, among the latter 
three women and two children, 
shooting has been for the most part in­
discriminate.

As General Ludlow was standing on 
the balcony of his hotel at dusk to-day, 
watching the scene on the plaza, a man 
waved a Cuban flag; another cried out, 
“An insult! an insult!” whereat the 
man who was waving the flag tired upon 
the objector.

A Spanish company that was retiring 
from Fort Principe was deliberately tired 
upon from a private residence. Lieut. 
Blount, an American officer, who was 
escorting the Spaniards, broke into the 
house, but the occupants fled to the ad­
joining roofs.

While Brigadier General Clous and 
Capt. Hart were returning from the pal­
ace to-day after an interview with. Cap­
tain General Castellanos, they met a mob 
of Cubans carrying flags and shouting. 
A minute or two later the crowd would 
have encountered a detachment of Span­
ish troops. The situation called for 
prompt action, and Capt. Hart leaped 
from the carriage, faced the mob and 
ordered everybody to go home immedi­
ately.

Sidney, Wash., Dec. 26.—The Connella 
trial came to an end early Christmas 
morning, resulting in a verdict of “not 
guilty.” It is the general impression that 
twelve ballots were taken by the jury be­
fore an agreement was reached.

In the charge to the jury Judge Reid 
said:

“If two men engage in fisticuffs and the 
one who commenced it is thrown down 
and his adversay ceases pommeling him 
with his fists and seizes a deadly weapon 
and threatens his life—the fact that the 
man on the ground commences the fisti­
cuff will not deprive him of the right to 
defend his life even to the taking of his 
adversary’s.

“But if the man who commenced the 
fisticuffs did so for the purpose of furnish­
ing a pretext to justify him in taking his 
adversary’» life, having a fixed design to. 
do so before commencing the assault, and 
with malice in his heart, then the homi­
cide would be murder, and the plea of 
self-defence would not avail.

“If you find that Connella assaulted Nel­
son by slapping his face or striking him. 
but that this was not done by reason of a 
fixed purpose to furnish himself pretext 
to murder him, but was done in heat or 
passion, and thereupon Nelson seized 
< <>nnella and threw him down and stood
