P. R. will not carry by a large ma-
jority.

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Interesting Summary of Do-
ings At Ottawa Told in
Newsy Letter

Increase in Private Legislation
Consumes Much Time This
Year.

From Our Own Correspoundent.

Ottawa, May 30.—The amount of
private legislation coming betore parlia-
ment is increasing year after year. This
session no less than 132 private bills
have been introduced, and a number of
others are promised. The different com-
mittees cannot meet often enough to
examine all the bills, and as the govern-
ment will after next Monday take every
day for government business, there will
be a lot of bills of incorporation tied up.
The number of railway companies
anxious to build lines in Canada is ab-
normal. In the West purticularly they
have the raiiway fever pretty bad. Mr.
Oliver, the member for Alberta, who
has always posed as an enemy of rail-
way corporatious, has about a dozen
ralway weasures on the order paper in
lus own name, some of which provide

.xor lines which commence nowhere and
end nowhere. A great many of such
charters are . being placed before the
railway committee, but that body is put-
ting on the brakes, and it requires a
definite statement as to route before 4it
allows the bill to go_to the Housé, In
this way many wildcat schemes ware
being arrest_ed, and railway charters are
now more difficult to obtain.

The Grand Trunk Pacific people will
have_ a hard road to travel before they
obtain possess.on of their charter. The
government having taken every day for
government business, there will be only
two hours each week left for private
bills. The Grand Trunk Pacific bill
cannot possibly reach the House for
some glnys. yet, and ‘when it does get
there it will have to take its place on
the order paper along with-other private
bills.. With only two hours a week for
such legislation, it will get very little
show, and it would be the easiest thing
in the world to block it if its opponents
decided to do so. The only sure remedy
40 such a condition of affairs would be
for the goyernment -to take:up the bill
as a government proposal, and thus
force it through in spite of everything.
1t was the government of Sir John (A.
Macdonald ‘that had courage enough to
father the Canadian Pacific Railway
bill, and there was no difficulty in qass-
ing that Act. However, the Laurier
Zovernment is not of the same calibre,
and up to ‘the present moment it has
positivelv' declined to state its policy in
regard to the new transcontinental line.

Trans-
portation is becoming more and more
each year the great question in Cana-
dian politics, and if it had been satisfac-
torily solved during the past six orl
seven years, the government would be in
a position to-day to say to the people off
‘Canada, “We will do thus with the
Grand Trunk Pacific, and the vast ma-
jority of electors would feel a confidence
in the government which would be war®
ranted by the confidence the govern-
ment had in themselves. .

To Alberni
Report of Dennis Harris C. E.

“‘Who Surveyed a Line of
Railway.

Country Declared to Be Rich
In Timber, Minerals and
Game.
eo————

The report of Dennis Harris, C. E,,
who was commissicned by the govern-
ment in September last year to make:a
survey between the west end of Cowi-
chan lake and the headwaters of Alberni
Inlet, for the purpose of ascertaining
whether that section of the country af-
fords a suitable route for the construc-
tion of a railway, has been made public.
It contains much new and valuable in-
formation about a section of the Island
which ‘Mr. Harris says is rich in natural
resources. Extracts from the report are
as follows: ;

“After arriving at the summit of the
Nitinat Pass, and establishing the varia-
tion of the compass at N. 24 degrees
22 minutes E., a short reconnaissance
down 'the valley of the Nitinat river
showed the trail, wherever it left the
side-hill, to be completely grown over
by heavy underbrush, so much se that
in places it was next to impossible to
find it, and many of the bridges, as well
as those on the north side of the pass,
were either washed away or in a decay*i
ed cohdition. The Nitinat river I found
falling in a succession of cataracts on an
average of 500 feet to the umile for the’
first three miles, but very much less
grade after that, through a valley with
steep slopes either side.

“From zero to station 50 (one mile)
the timber consists principally 0§ yel-
low cedar and heémlock. From this on,
as far as I went in the valley, on bpth
sides of the river, but below the line,
there is a Dbelt of long, str_alght fir
timber, 1,500 feet wide, averaging 18 to
36 inches, which will cut as high as 60
M. to the acre, of good_ mercl}antgble
timber. This belt of fir timber is fring-
ed with a line of sound hemlock of large
dimensions.

“Several mineral claims have been
located as points adjacent to the survey
line on both sides, bfit as no work bof
any magnitude seems to have been done
on these, no reference was made to the
survey. In nearly every ecreek crossed
a good deal of “float” existed, and from
the precipitous nature of the streams,
which are cut deep into the®mountain
side, gives the hardy miners the best
and will, I be-
lieve, at some future date, speak well
for itself, as better means of communi-
cation are ecstablished.

“As reported, the Nitinat river falls
for the nrst three miles on an average
of 500 feet to the mile. The trail,
which takes the west side at the start,
crosses and re-crosses the river in any-
thing but a ‘straight course, and has
not the desired effect of easing the
grade, being impassable in the wet sea-
son and dangerous for animals if used
to any extent. In the event of a wagon
road being constructed, it would require
a qualified engineer to supervise the
work. Mo follow the present trail ewith
a road would not warrant the cost, and
to follow the east side, on a 10 per cent.
grade, would cost from $2,500 to $3,000
per mile, owing to deep crossings of
streams and removal of rock in places.

“For the first mile north from the
summit of the Nitinat the timber is prin-
cipally hemlock, yellow cedar and larch,
12 to 18 inches diameter; from the first
to the second mile large hemlock and a
few good fir. From the second mile
post to the 6% mile post, hemlock and
balsam of from 12 to 28 inches, making
from 40 to 60 foot logs. with some scat-
tered fir. Below the line one mile from
the summit a body of fir mixed with
large hemlock from 24 to 48 inches,
making 40 to 80 foot logs. will average
60 M. per acre. This timber follows
the creek flowing into the Cameron river,
and* continues to the 6% mile post as
well as 4 miles up the Cameron river
on both sides, as noted in my explora-
tion of 1901, when descending the Cam-
eron river from Indian or Labor Day
lake,

“The Cameron river. with high falls
on its upper reaches and crooked rocky
channels for the most part of its length,
would make driving for anything but
short logs, and at high water, a difficnlt
proposition. From 6% mile post to Yel-
lowstone ecreek fire has - destroyed the
timber to the top of the mountain, and
as far as Rogers Pass continues small
and burnt. From the snmmit of Rogers
Pass, following the creek in a westerly
direction, there are bunches of Jlarge
fir extending to Alberni.

“Returning to the summit of Roger
Pass (8 mile post), along the Cameron
river to the Wagon Road Pass (11 mile
post), the timber is small and scattered,
and from Wagon Road Pass to 13 mile
post, following the lakes and -creeks,
the timber is principally hemlock and
fir. Between 13 and 14 mile post is
small fir and hemlock. 12 to 18 inches
diameter, until the line again strikes
Roger creek, when the timber increases
in- size from 24 to 48 inches. and will
cut up to 80 feet as far as the 20 mile
post.

“Thongh more indications of mineral
were apparent on the creeks and streams
on the south side of thé Nitinat summit,
vet the work accomplished on several
claims on the north side through which
the line passed gives-hopes of their yet
turning out remunerative to their own-
ers, as care is taken to still' keep them
on record. R N s

"“The average cost from zero to-tide
water would be $38,190 per mile for a
standard gauge road, including bridges.
The actual quantities can be taken out
at any time from the notes and ecross-
sections and on completion of the 400
foot scale nlan,

- “I am of the opinion that ene-tenth of
the cost of survey should be charged
against the appropriation for the dis-
triet, as the Cowichan trail is now ser-
viceable from the Alberni wagon road
to within 15 miles of Cowichan lake, and
if cleared out ‘and -extended along the
north side of the lake its east end would
be of great service to.prospectors and
mining men generally, not omitting the
sportsman, who can there find, as re-
gards fishing and sheoting, what many
men of means travel long distances, at
much greater. cost, to obtain.”

But Will Make No Appropriation
* for Meeting of Joint High
: ,

The United States government and
Great Britain are at sixes and sevens
regarding a revision of the sealing regu-
lations, which the former government
is" industriotisly endeavoring to secure.
The Washington Correspondent of the
Financial Trade Review, writing in
this conmection, and op sealing mat-
ters generally says?

The State Department has taken up
for consideration the gquestion as to
whether a special commission will be
‘appointed to revise the sealing regu-
lations under the terms of the Act ap-
pr’?riating $20,000 for the purpose
which - was passed by congress in the
closing days of the ‘last session.
having ‘recommended this appropriation,
the State Department is in the peculiar
position of possessing a fund to be ex-
pended under the authority of a statute
which. supplies absolutely no details as
to the manner of the expenditure.

Two important questions are bein;
carefully canvassed in conneetion wi
this commission; first, as to whether the
law is mandatory and requires the ap-
pointment of a commission, whether one
is deemed necessary or not; and, second,
whether such commission should have
an international character and be made
up of representatives of Great Britain
and the United States, the members
being equally divided. On some accounts
the Department is disposed to take the
view of the latter alternative is the cor-
rect one, and the representatives of
the British Foreign Office are being
sounded to determine whether Great
Britain will unite with the TUnited
States in the appointment of a commis-
sion, the chief function of which would
be to revise the regulations.

No very encouraging intimations have
been received on this point, owing it
is believed, to the fact that the British
Government is not a little mystified at
the peculiar action of the American
Congress in appropriating a large sum
of  money for a special com-
mission to Trevise the sealing regu-
lations, which commission was not
desired by the State Department,
while at the same time it refused an
appropriation to defray the expenses of
another meeting of the Joint High Com-
mission, arrangements for which had
been concluded between the American
Secretary of State, the British ambassa:
lor and the Canadian Premier. It is
quite possible, therefore that the British
Government may decline to appoint rep-
resentatives on a joint commission charg-
ed with no other duty than to revise the
sealing regulations until the United
States indicates its willingness to pro-
ceed with the sessions of the Joint High
Commission without regard to an appro-
priation to defray the expenses of the
commissioners. .

Numerous inquiries have been receiv-
ed at the ‘State .Department concerning
the disposition of the $20. appro-
priated by Congress, and it is quite evi-
dent that some uneasiness is felt by the
fur seal trade at large regarding what
recommendations might be made by
such a commission; but Mr. Elliott’s
strenuous advocacy of the bill authoriz-
ing the Secretary of the Treasury to
kill all the seals has put him under gen-
eras suspicion. It now seems probable
that the disposition tfo be made of the
appropriation will be decided at an early
date; and. in the meantime much pres-
sure is- being brought to bear upon the
State Department to hold the fund for
further instructions from Congress.

The serious menace to the fur seal
herd growing out of the wholesale op-
erations of Japanese sealers in Behring
sea last year has induced the Secretary
of State to again lay the matter before
the Japanese Government in the hope
that measures might be taken to pro-
hibit Japanese subjects from engaging
in sealing, except on equal terms with
Americans and Canadians. The Japan-
ese Foreign Office, however, still declines
to interfere in the matter, and the dis-
position not to take any part in the con-
troversy has been confirmed by the re-
cent “action of the Treasury Department
in taking active meastres to punish al-
leged undervaluations of Japanese silks
shipped to this country. As hitherto-
fore intimated, the activity of the
Treasury Department in this direction
has been regarded by the Japanese Gov-
ernment as a reflection upon a very im-
portant trade which is the source of
much of Japan’s prosperity, and, ‘unde'r
the circmmstances, there is no disposi-
tion to aid the United States in taking
care of the seal herd.

Secretary Cortelyou, of the new De-
partment of Commerce and Labor, to
whose jurisdiction the seal herd will be
transferred on July 1, has decided not
to assign it to the Fish Commission, as
was at first proposed, but to place it un-
der the immediate control of Chief Clerk
Hitchcock. Mr. Hitchcock is one of the
ablest men in the new department, and
has considerable familiarity with the his-
tory of the seal herd and of the con-
troversy with which it has been so long
associated. The four special agents_of
the Treasury Department who have im-
mediate charge of the seal herd on the
Pribilof islands will also be transferred
to the new department on July 1, and
will report to Secretary Cortelyou on
their return from the islands from time
to time. y

Fixes Rates For

Before The City
Council,

New Schedule Regulating As-
sessments on the Water
Consumers.

(From Wednesday’s Daily.)

Great local interest attaches to the
circumstances that there was introduced
at the council meeting last evening, when
it received its first reading, a by-law to
amend the schedule of rates in the
‘Waterworks Regulation By-Law, 1900.
Its main provisions are as follows:

‘““IT'he water commissioner hereby fixes
and the council of the corporation of the
city of Victoria hereby approve, and
there shall be payable by every con-
sumer of water from the waterworks of
the corporation for the purposes herein-
after mentioned, the rents, rates or
charges respectively mentioned in the
following schedule:

“In respect of water supplied within
the city limits by meter, to dwellings or
residences situated on lots or pieces of
land, not larger than 60x120 feet in area.

“Kor each dwelling or residence con-
taining not more than four living rooms,
per month, 70c.; maximum number of
gallons allowed, 3,500.

“For each residence or dwelling con-
taining five living rooms, per month,
85¢.; maximum number of gallons al-
lowed, 4,250.

“For each dwelling or residence con-
taining more than five, and not more
than eight living rooms, per month,
$1.10; maximum number of gallons al-
lowed, 5,500.

“For each dwelling or residence con-
taining more than eight living rooms,
per month $¥,40; maximum number of
gallons -allowed,” 7,000.

“For all other residences on larger
sites than 60x120 feet, such rate and
charge as the Water Commissioner may
in each case, or from time to time, fix
but so that the minimum rate shall not
be more than $1.40 per month, nor the
maximum monthly quantity of water
more than 7,000 gallons.

“All consumption in excess of the
above mentioned maximum quantities to
be charged for -at the rate of 10c. per
one thousand gallons,

“There shall be no charge for meter
rent.

*All meters to be read monthly, and
the accounts to become due and payable
on the last day of each month, and to
be subject to a discount of 10 per cent.
if paid on or before the 15th day of
the month next following.

“These rates to come into effect on
the 1st July. 1903.”
