A NEW WHITE PASS RAILWAY ORDER

No Probability of B.C..Schooners
Being Seized by the U. 8.
Government,

(From Friday's Daily.)

Steamer  Amur, Capt. 'McLeod,
reached port yesterday morning from
Skagway via the usual ports of call in
the north, bringing 27 passengers. The
steamer after debarking her passengers
went to Sayward’s mills yesterday morn-
ing to load the- fifth-eargo of dressed
lumber, _the final consignment of 250.-
000 feet of lumber shipped north by
the local company for the White pass
route to be used in repairing and re-
novating the river steamers, building
scows, etc., at”the headwaters of the
Yukon, and a considerable amount of
ties will be taken on board at Vancou-
ver, the steamer being filled to her ut-
most capacity when she goes north at
noon today.

The steamer brought news from Skag-
way -that the. wreckers headed by Mr,
Harry Bullen on the C. Salvage
steamer Salvor are working with sune-
cess at the wreck of the German tramp
steamer Mariechen in False bay and the
wreckers expect to have the steamer at
Fsquimalt for repairs within thirty days.

" The vessel is lying on her port side in
a sheltered position, with water reach-
ing to amidships at high water and
dry at low -water. Divers can walk
and falls thirty .feet. Divers can walk
around her, without their helmets at
Jow water, and they say the hull is not
greatly ‘damaged. The Bullens have a
contract on the “no cure, no pay” basis
by which the salvage company gets
$37,500 if the vessel is brought to Es-
quimalt and nothing if the effort to save
her fails.

THE JEW IN RUSSIA.

Emperor Amazed at Revoiations Made
by the Hebrews.

_St. Petersburg, March 15.—Out of the
violent anti-Semitic agitation of the re-
actionists which enabled: Premier Witte
ande the liberal section of the cabinet to
force Interior Minister Durnoya to. issye
instructions to the provinecial authorities
to prevent massacres and prosecute the
persons guilty of instigating them may
come unexpected good to.the meémbers
of the oppressed race. The entire Jewish
question has been raised in acute form
and may be settled forthwith. The em-
peror is said to be amazed at the revela-
tions made by the Jewish deputation
which the premier received in audience
March Tth and to ahve informed Count
Witte that it was urgently necessary to
settle the queéstion immediately. Count
Witte is understood to have talked quite
bluntly to the emperor regarding the in-
numerable difficulties which . his -op-
ponents were raising to this and ether
questions, and he is said to have gone
to the extent of Tequesting permission to
resign the premiership. The emperor, it
is added, would not listen 1o it, insisting
that Count Witte must remain in office
and at the same time instructing him to

Victoria Conservatives will read with
great interest the following report of
the Conservative rally held at Vancouver
on Tuesday, which appears in yesterday
morning’s News-Advertiser:

One of the most successful of the
rallies which are symptomatic of the
strong -recrudeseence of Conservative
sentiment in British Columbia, and indi-
¢ative of the excellent work which the
party is effecting in the city, was held
in the larger O’Brien hall last night.
Mr. €. M. Woodward, president of the
Conservative association, presided, and
with him on the platform were Mr. J. B.
Williamson, president of the Junior Con-
servative association; Mr. Rufus Pope,
ex-M. P., Compton, and Messrs. Bowser,
Garden and Macgowan, M. P, P.s.

Messrs! - Macgowan and Garden, in
sympathy with the cosmopolitan spirit
of the gathering, forsook the platform
and took seats in the body of the hall
Mr. Bowser, being the first speaker, was
chained to the dais by a sense of re-
sponsibility. There was a large gather-
ing; and quite a feature of the mieeting
was the number of ladies present.

The charman, in his opening remarks,
confined himself severely to business.
He announced that Conservative voters
who wished to qualify on the present
roll should

Register Before the 26th
of the month. Turning to the business
of the Conservative club, he announced,
amid laughter, that the increase for the
month had only been 100, and lie looked
for an increase in membership of 500
next month. Never in the history of
Canada, he-eaid, had the Conservatives
a better cause than they had today. The
club would make the organization . so
strong, he declared, that the party and
the party’s representatives would: begin
to seek the club, instead of the club
asking the countenance and support of
the party. (Laughter and applause.)
Mr. Bowser, M. P. P. '
who was the first speaker, was scathing-
ly sarcastic in his eriticism of the re-
ports of proceedings in the house that
appeared in the eveming papers. Pro-
eeeding, he said the McBride administra-
tion had done well by the party and by
the province. With convincing logic he
proved that the goveynment had accepted
the legacy to which it was heir, and after
redeeming the position of the province
had steadily improved it. After mén- |
tioning the progress the government had |
made financially, from,a surplus of $27,-
000, which was said: bw,,gwtion to
be: 8 mere -matier of | keeping,
surplus of $268,000, which the opposition
said the government should nof have
had -(laughter) he proceeded to discuss

Everybody knew, he said, that it was
not. a popular thing to-take up legislation
in favor of big corporations. But the
government, in spite of temporary or
accidental appearances, had kept two
aims in view. Proceedinig; Mr. Bowser
traced the history of the question from
1806 in an able manner. The Martin
government, when it came into power,
passed the famous repudiation bill, re-
pudiating the agreement with Mackenzie
and Mann, but leaving it as it was with
the Columbia and Western. Mr. Wells
went down to Ottawa with these grants
in his pocket, but did not deliver' them.
The C. P. R. had bnilt section 3 and had
earned the land grant without receiving
it. ‘The term of seven years was up.
The present governtient. like honest
men, put the deal through, and with a
majority. of .six. or seven.. (Applause.)
The government had dealt honestly by
the people and discharged the obligations
which previeus governments had in-
curred.. (Applause.) ;

Proceeding to discuss

“The Kaien Island Agreement
Mr. Bowser restated the arguments he
had placed before a previous meeting
and -before the house, and after eulo-
gizing the ‘committee of inquiry which
had Mr. Garden as chairman, he eriticized
‘the minority report, in which Mr. Mac-
donald, the leader of the opposition, had
appeared as prosecutor and then as:.ad-
judicator, a duel ‘position which. was
untenable in_law. and -at variance with
the principles and "the sentiments of
British fair play. He -was telling. in.
his eriticism of Mr.- Paterson, who, he
said, after figuring in a deal dispossess-
ing a .holder on the south bank of the
Fraser from land which was grotésquely
insufficiently advertised, . secured” it at
the-rate of $10.10 per acre, when it was
really worth $75 or $100, #nd thén pre-
sumed to criticize the government in this |
matter. Mr.. Bowser .declared that
the government had suffered-it had been
on the ground of common honesty, on
which the electorate would support it, or,
it not, he for one was prepared to step
down and out.

exM. P.. Compton, delivered an eloguent
and really masterly address on the prin-
ciples of Conservatism without limita-
tion -of creed or country. ~He addressed
bis appeal particularly to young men.
Setting himself to dispose of the popular
delusion that the Conservative party did
not concern itself with the problems that
appeal to’ young men, he demonstrated
that the- parties adhering to Couserva-
tive principles had made history on this
continent and on the continént of Eu-
rope. Speaking of what he deseribed as
the Conservative element of the world,
he traced the history of-Europe and of
America, paying eloquent tribute to the
great names of Macdonald and Tupper
in Canada. The Conservative party in
Canada, he declared, bad been tlie first
to. approve of ‘transcontinentdl railways
through -“the - Ged-forSaken - morass
stretching. from the Rocky. motntains
to the sea.” ' He showed that the Con-
gervative opposition “‘to the G. . T. P
proposals’ was not based on the prin-
ciple but on-the propesal to band over
to a corporation the ‘control of rates:in
Canada.

President Mitchell Delivered Address
in which he explained the reasons for
calling the meeting and counseled con-
servative procedure in the effort to pre-
serve peace in the coal mining industry.

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A GRAND POW-WOW.

An Interesting Proposal Put Forward
by One of the Capilano Tribe.

One of the most prominent men among
the Indians was in the city last night at
the Old Flag hotel, says the Nanaimo
Free Press. He is the chief of the Capa-
lino tribe at Vancouver, rejoicing in an
unpronounceable name among his fel-
lows. . The chief is very intelligent and
in every way worthy of the confidence
he enjoys among his brethren.

In all he speaks seven Indian dialects,
namely, Buclutaw, Nanaimo, Westmin-
ster, Comox, Sla-am, Seeschit and Chi-
nook, besides being able to discourse
fluently and intelligently in English.

The chief is the originator of a scheme
that, in its way. is one of the most
unique in the history of the natives of
this province. He proposes to hold a
grand pow-wow of all the Indian chiefs
of ‘the province in Kamloops on April |
15th, when, after the regular native |
ceremonials, the chiefs will shake hands |
with' their good father, King Edward, |
across the waters in the form of an im- |
posing memorial, expressing their great |
love and admiration for him, for the in- |
terest he has taken in' their we)fare.l
inp. matters of education and otherwise. |
The mdémorial will be signed by all the
chieftains and forwarded with one of
their own people as bearer.

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A VISTOR'S VIEW
OF B, G, FSHERIES

Editor of a Scottish Newspaper
Gives Interesting Account
of Impressions.

GREAT FUTURE FOR THE INDUSTRY

With Improved Methods in Pack-
ing Big Market Will be Open
to Province.

Many Victorians will remember the
short visit paid to the British Colum-
bian coast cities last summer by George
Bain, editor of Nairnshire * Telegraph,
Scotland. Mr. Bain was much struck
by the present prosperity and future
prospects of British Columbia general-
ly and the following letter in the Banfi-
shire Journal of recent date on provin-
cial fisheries will be read with inter-
est:

“Having recently taken a run through
Canada from the Atlantic to the Paci-
fic, I have been asked to give my im-
pressions of the prospects of the fish-
eries on the Vancouver coast for Sco!-
tish fishermen, and I have pleasure in
aoiug g0, through the medium of your
cblumns.

“Before proceeding to the Paciiie
coast, I paid a visit to Ottawa, the seat
of the federal parliament on August
Bth last, and “while there had conversa-
tions with leading members of the gov-
ernment and others interested in the
subject of the fisheries. I found them
all highly pleased with the result of
the experiments of Mr. John Cowie, of
Lossiemouth on their eastern seaboard,
and they were looking forward with
much interest to the report of his ex-
periments on the Pacific coast.

“What Mr. Cowie has done so well
may be briefly told. On the invita-
tion of the Canadian government, Mr.
Cowie last year brought from Scotland
a modern herring fishing steamer with
Scotch fishermen, and fully equipped
with Scotch herring nets, and also a
small Scottish curing staff to cure her-
rings, with the same grade of salt and
market them in the same class of bar-
rels as those which are in use in the
Scottish fishervies. Canso, a fishing

\| village about 40 miles north of Halifax,

Nova. Scotia, was selected as the fish-
ing station, The quantity of herrings
caught was somewhat disappointing, no
proper information being available as
to the haunts of the herring, but the
quality of the matties caught was ex-
cellent; the result being that when cur-
ed by the Scotch method and sent into
the open market in New York and St.
Petersburg they fetched as good prices
as the best Scotch herring. Formerly
Canaaian-cured herring were ajl but un-
saleable in these markets. Mr. Cowie
has been engaged all this summer on

ods of curing in British Columbia, a
small curing staff of gutting girls and
a cooper be sent there at the close of
this year. At this moment, Mr. Cowie
and his staff are at Nanaimo on Van-
couver Island, earrying on further ex-

| periments.

Until these experiments have been
completed it would obviously be unwise
to express any decided opinion as to
any important

Export Herring Trade
from Vancouver springing up. Every-
thing depends upon the curing qual-
ities of the Pacific herring. At the
same time, from the inquiries I made
I think there: is -every probability of
a remunerative herring fishing being es-
tablished there. I'was informed on
every hand that the coast of British
Columbia, from November till March,
simply teems with herrings, at times
filling every bay and inlet, and often
left rotting in ridges ‘on the beach,
where they were stranded. Those
caught at Vancouver, and Nanaimo are,
however, small in size, and so oily that
they are difficult to cure if kept any
time. = One day while I was in Victor-
ia-on. Vancouver Island, a settler from
the northern district ‘brought’ in her-
rings: of larger and much harder de-
seription—in fact, resembling Barra or
Lochfyne herring—which "he had caught
a- hundred miles or so to the north. I
had a conversation with a Nairn fisher-
man engaged in the halibut industry,
and he told me—that they had frequent-
ly come across vast shoals of herring
of a large size near Charlotte’s Sound
and he was satisfied -that these could
be cured and made marketable. As to
the abundance of herring, I think there
ean be no doubt. At the same time, it
must be borne in mind that there is no
organized trade in herrings. A firm
gends a consignment or two to Austra-
lia, but the great markets in the far
east have not been opened up. If the
herrings caught at Vancouver can be
cured, or if a better description of her-
ring can be found further north, there
is every reason to believe that a large
export trade could be established, but
to do so will require as at home, the
combination of the fishcurer, fishbuy-
er, and fisherman—in short, the trade
must be put on a proper commercial
nsls.

_ If the matter is gone into on a bus-
iness footing, I have little doubt but
the Canadian government. would assist
as it is always ready to do, to any new
enterprise for the benefit of Canada. It
wonld certainly be an inducement to
Scottish ~fishermen to go out there if
they were offered free grants of land
in ‘the neighborhood of the fishing sta-
tion. As the expenses of the class of
boats suited to the requirements of the
Pacific coast is beyond the means of
the generality of fishermen, it would be

As to the monopoly of the New
England company, a strong British com-
pany, he believed, would very soon make
a market for themselves.

that there is not a dozen vessels all |
told engaged in +the halibut fishing
shows that it is still in its infancy. The
demand for halibut undoubtedly exceeds
the supply.
British

Columbia appears to have
put all its strength into the salmon
fisheries., One does not wonder at it
when one sees the wonderful run of
these fish. This was the year of the
big run—it comes once every four
years. I was at Steveston, at the mouth
of the Fraser river, the day after one
of the biggest runs on record. The
boats had been restricted to 200 fish
each, but the average catch per boat
was The canneries could not tak:
them, and half the eatch' h@id therefore
to be thrown into the sea. There are
no great openings for Scottish fisher-
men in “connection with the canneries.
Inside the work is done almost entire-
ly by Japs, Chinamen, and Red Indians
and the fishing boats are manned by
very miyed crews of Asiaties  and
whites—in fact the class employed in
connection with these . establishments is
of a very indifferent character. The
pay is high, but it lasts for omly six
weeks. The Canadian fishing hitherto
has been conducted by means of the
seine net, but legislative permission has |
been given to the use of traps on the
coast of Vancouver Island. The experi-
ment was tried this year, and was fair-
ly successful, but owing to the abun-
dance of salmon caught in the old ways
at the mouth of the Fraser river, the
trap fishing did not attract much at-
tention. In the scarce years, however,
the trap fishing of Victoria and along
the southern end of the Island may
count for a good deal. ;
. One word as to climate. The fishing
industry is carried on under ideal con-
ditions—in summer a warm, sunny cli-
mate, with, the water unbroken by even
a_ripple for hundreds of miles—not un-
til you baye pailed north ag.far a8 Char-
lgtte’s Sgund; de you meet- with broken
water or tidal wave. In winter, there
is a rainy seasom, but little ‘or no snow
falls, and the temperature is very mild.
The coast, both on the mainland and
Island is deeply indented with inlets
from the sea, forming natural harbors,
Coals are worked at Nanaimo and Co-
mox, and timber, of course, is abundant
—vast primeval forrests spreading out

on every hand.

Witte Insists on Repression of
Propaganda Instigated by
Bureaucrats.

5 PLOTTING X REVOLUTION

Plan Included Riots and Massacres
of Jews to Justify Re-
action.

T. PETERSBURG, March 14.—At
today’s session of the cabinet Pre-
mier Witte, who was warmly
supported by Prince Alexis Obo-
lensky, procurator-general of the holy
synod, Count John Tolstoi, minister of
education, insisted upon the suppres-
sion of the organization known as the
“ILeague of the Russian People” through
which agitation of the reactionary
“Black Hundred” is propagated. 1tis
reported that he was forced to arrive
at this aeciston, but this is not abso-
lutely confirmed. The bolice prefect,
M. von der Launitz, was summoned to
the meeting and asked to explain how
it happened that the publication of the
proclamation calling for the extermina-
the
official printing office attached to his
department. The prefect denied hav-
ing any personal knowledge of the
printing. However, it was established
that there is constantly accumulating
ovidence that the plot to produce a
counter revolution in the hope of
sweeping away the reforms outlined
in the manifesto of October 30 had its
origin' in a court cabal. The con-
spiracy includes General Trepoff, com-
mandant of the palace; General Count
Ignatieff; M. Stichinsky, former chief
adjutant of the interior department;
Count Sherometieff, a noted reaction-
ary; and General Prince Putiatin, who
are said to be utterly reckless of the
consequences. The plan is to provoke
riots and massacres of Jews and revo-
lutionists over as wide an area as pos-
sible in order to justify still more ter-
rible repressions and thereby prove to

| His Majesty that the people are not

ripe for any sort'of self-government.

It Is a Desperate Game
but it is backed by many of the pro-
vincial authorities, and the support of
the governors-general has been en-
listed, the former using the police and
the latter the troops, among whom
proclamations against the Jews and
revolutionists which are understood to
have been printed at the army head-
quarters -at Odessa, have been dis-
tributed. The complicity of the in-
terior minister, Burnevo, in the con-
spiracy is not proved, although sus-
pected.
. Premier Witte and the liberal sec-
tion of -the .cabinet will be compelled
ifor Aghte the ecengpitaqy,  and conse-
quently:a’ break -ifi ;the ministry is not
regarded as improbable. It is under-
stoed .that 50,000 members of the
“Black Hundred” in St. Petersburgare
armed, but it is believed, in view of
the warnings they have. received, that
the conspirators will not attempt to
provoke a massacre at the capital. The
authorities here, however, are in sym-
pathy with the conspiracy, and the
danger of an outbreak about Easter is
regarded as very real. In the mean-
timie, on the other side, the proletarial
organizations, which were ruthlessly
crushed by the government's repre
ive measures, aré trying to organize
another general strike. Negotiations
are proceeding with the telegraph and
railroad employees, -whose co-operation
is regarded as vital to this end.. The
socialists of Finland have promised
their support. Some rioting has al-
ready occurred at Moscow and in the
vicinity. The Strana (Country) says
that M. Durnovo has telegraphed to
the governors of ten provinces in
Poland not to proclaim the elections
until further orders.
