liATBBRINQ OF TBB L1CENT1A TEN 
OF TBB ROTA L COLLEGE.

A Hew Beard Chosen-I nlleeased Praell- 
llener* -The Dental Society ot Ontario 
Also Beet.

About 60 licentiates of dental surgery in 
Ontario met iu the lecture-room of the den­
tal college at Victoria and Richmond 
streets yesterday afternoon for the purpose 
of electing a board of seven persons as di­
rector! of the royal college of dental Bur­
geon» of Ontario. The election is held 
every two years. Dr. C. S; Chittenden, 
president of the outgoing board, was in the 
chair. The secretary of the board, Dr. J. 
B. Wilmott of Toronto, read hie report. 
There wae a balance on hand of $3062.11. 
Daring the two years 27 matriculation 
certificates had been issued, against 
18 the previous two years. Of the 27, 
17 held inteimediate certificates, 5 weie 
second-class public school teachers, 3 of the 
council of physicians and surgeons of On­
tario, 1 of the same-society in the province 
of Quebec, and 1 was an undergraduate of 
the college of Kansas. In 1881 19 students 
presented themselves 
which 17 passed. In 1882 24 came up, of 
which 23 paaaed. During the two years 
then were 5 applications for licensÿ, of 
which 4 were granted. In 1881 there'were 
in attendance on the lectures of the school 
of dentistry 41 students, in 1882 33 stu­
dents. In March $400 had been spent in 
enter to better equip the school in all its 
departments. The treasurer’s report gave 
the expenditure in detail. The new chart» 
and anatomical specimen» purchased in 
Paris for the college were exhibited to 
the licentiates and much approved of. 
Balloting was then commenced for the 
new board. Seven ballots were taken be­
fore the election wae complete, the gentle­
men selected being Dr C S Chittendon 
(Hamilton), Dr J B Wilmott (Toronto), Dr 
H T Wood (Coburg) Dr Thos Rowe 
(Coburg), C A Martin (Ottawa), L Clements 
(Kingston), Dr R M Fisher (Toronto.)

During the interval between the ballots 
a discussion took place regarding the sup­
pression of unlicensed dentistry in Ontario 
and the propriety of increasing the term 
of pepilage at the dental college 
from two years to 
Dr. Wilmot said that there were eight per­
sons known to the board who practised 
dentistry without a license in the triangle 
between Kingston, Cornwall and Ottawa. 
The board would be happy to delegate 
power of attorney to any local district to 
appoint a detective to prosecute these un­
licensed practitioners. The weetern part 
of the province was free from them.

C. 8. Csessr of Toronto, hoped the term 
of pupilage in the college would be ex- 
tendecT Dr. Chittenden thought the 
licentiates ought to move slowly and 
surely in the matter. There was a growing 
feeling in the province against the creation 
of professional monopolies. The people 
thought that the more professional men 
there were the better.

The new board will meet for organization 
to-day.

The former agreed with Dr Bums 
in nearly all he had said, but pointed out 
that dentiata should use the utmost care in 
administering an anaesthetic, as they held 
fora time the life of a patient in their 
hands. Remedial measures should at all 
times be kept on hand to provide against 
danger of death.

The secretary read a paper by Dr. W. G.

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Mow Meek a Men Can Brink and Smoke 
In Bight Tears. THE LION LIFEznce.

Macon (Ga ) TeUgraph.
‘ “That is a finely colored pipe," 

marked to a well known gentleman of 
Macon yesterday, as he sat on the curb­
stone at one of our hotels, puffing wreaths 
of smoke from a well browned meerschaum.

"Yee,” he replied, “and it haa cost me 
about $500 to give it that color.”

“How eo ?” ^
“Well, I kept a faithful account for 

eight years of all my expenditures Snd as I 
hare not always been what you might call 
an upright, 
fearful one."

We knew the methodical habita of this 
bachelor and hence were not surprised 
at his statement. In addition to the itemiz­
ing of bis expenses he has kept a full 
journal of his doings, and could tell how 
many headaches, how many days’ aicknro,, 
how many times drank, and thus it was ali 
easy task to jot down at the end of the 
day how much whiskey he had drunk or 
how many ounces of, tobacco he had smoked. 
No old maid is more precise or systematic 
than he.

"1 «topped drinking two years ago, but 
have continued to smoke. And up to the 
time I let up on whisky I found that I had 
smoked up 400 pounds of tobacco in this 
pipe. I smoked one pound a week, and at 
times, when troubled with neuralgia, I 
smoked four ounces a day, which was a 
pound and a quarter a week.”

“ What did that tobacco cost you ?”
“Ten years ago Durham was shipping 

bis tobacco in barrels instead of bags, as 
at present, and I paid $1 per pound to 75 
cents, and then 60 cents, but averaging the 
price at 75 cents the 400 pounds cost roe 
$300 for the eight years, or $37 50 per 
year.”

" How much whisky did you drink in the 
eight years ?” 1

“Sixteen barrels, i a rank a quart per 
day. I was paying twelve dollars per week 
at a certain hotel in Florida, and the bar 
keeper bad boasted on several ocei sions 
that far many and many a week I paid 
him four dollars per day for whisky, ginger 
brandy, etp., which makes,with the board, 
just forty dollars per week. Now, sixteen 
barrels at $100 per barrel is just 81600,but 
that does not cover the cos£ to me, as I 
paid 26 cent» a drink for lots of it. 1 cal­
culate that my whisky for the eight years 
cost nw fully $2000, if not more.”

The nervous system of this gentleman 
does not seem to have been impaired by 
this excessive use of tobacco and liquor. 
He holds that but few-men could stand it, 
and when his hands commence to rftmble 
he will cease to smoke.
