They have also provided that no esti­
mate shall be adopted, or appropriation 
made, or works or services authorized, 
not provided for In the annual esti­
mates, subsequent to their adoption by 
the council, which shall not have been 
previously recommended by the Board 
of Administration, or referred to the 
said board for their approval, and In 
case of the board refusing to give 
their approval, It shall require a two- 
thirds vote of the whole council, the 
yeas and nays being recorded, to make 
any such appropriation, or authorize 
any such work or service.

and assessment, (4) works, and (5) gen­
eral purposes—the latter to Include pro­
perty, parks and gardens, fire protec­
tion, etc., as sub-departments.

5. The council shall at their first 
meeting on the nomination of the May­
or elect from themselves (1) a director 
of finance and assessment, (2) a director 
of works, (3) a director of the depart­
ment of general purposes.. The said 
directors shall preside over the depart­
ments of finance and assessment, 
works, and general purposes respec­
tively, and have the general supervi­
sion of all that part of the duties', 
wôçks, and services of the corporation, 
allotted to the said departments re-’ 
spectiveiy by bylaw as aforesaid, and 
represent the said departments on the 
Board of Administration and In the 
council, and shall discharge such fur­
ther and other duties as may be Jflre-, 
scribed by bylaw in that behalf.

recently been made by the expert wit­
ness, and their nature, and Mr. Fen­
som stepped out of the witness-box un­
til the condition of the elevator at that 
time with reference to its condition at 
the time of; the killing could be shown.

John Aldridge, builder, made some 
alterations to the elevator In October, 
1893. The work was done for J. 6. 
Nasmith. The basement was deep­
ened by about five Inches, except In 
one place, where the excavation was a 
little deeper, so as to allow the placing 
of a large boiler there. The portion of 
the elevator shaft which extended into 
the basement was removed by the wit­
ness. The windows looking from the 
basement into the street were consider­
ably enlarged and also raised. Prior 
to the alterations the basement win­
dows were about nine Inches above the 
level of the sidewalk. At the present 
there is only a sill between the top 
of the basement windows and the bot­
tom of the ground floor windows. Other 
repairs were made about the building, 
but made no change about the elevator 
beyond cutting off the extension into 
the basement. The witness visited 
the premises during this week and 
could see no change in the elevator or 
its appurtenances since the time the 
repairs spoken of were made. Then 
the witness was asked to step down 
and examine the position of the floor­
ing and joist cut from the warehouse. 
The work of Hackney’s son was plainly 
visible on the Joist, but as the pack­
ing and flooring Just at that point had 
disappeared, the exhibit ws of little 
value to either the Crown or the de­
fence. One very narrow piece of 
packing that still remained showed an 
almost Inperceptible projection beyond 
the Joist. „

Mr. Aldridge was asked to accom­
pany Detective Cuddy to the ware­
house, and bring to the court the por­
tion of the levator box, showing the 
groove worn by the weight while as­
cending and descending.

An example of the “might be’sv 

which have figured largely In the ques­
tions put to the witnesses by the coun­
sel for the defence was shown In Mr. 
Johnston's cross-examination of Wit­
ness Aldridge. The production of the 
piece of flooring and the sides of the 
weight shaft, and the timely discovery 
of the piece of flooring which accord­
ing to the theory of the defence con­
stituted an obstruction, caused the 
defence to search elsewhere for means 
of stopping the weight. The material 
of which the north and south walls of 
the weight shaft was constructed Is 
rather light, and the distance from the 
floor to the celling is 12 feet. Between 
the ground floor and the celling the 
north wall of the weight shaft was 
supported by two cross scantlings to 
which it was nailed. Mr. Johnston 
went Into a lengthy cross-examination 
of the witness with a view to eliciting 
from him the admission that the sides 
of the shaft might sag sufficient to stop 
the weight In its downward or up­
ward course. This the witness thought 
was impossible. Further than this, he 
said that before he removed the sides 
of the weight shaft, he went to the 
third storey, and looked down the 
weight shaft to see how the groove 
made by the weight ran. This scrutlily 
proved to the witness that the sides 
of the shaft were perfectly plumb,and 
could In no way interfere with the 
progress of the weight.

Charles Lee, who gave evidence on 
Monday of repairs made to the hoist 
ln December, 1892, was recalled to 
prove that there was practically no 
change in the elevator or Its machin­
ery made since the time of 
the death of Wells, other than the cut­
ting off of the basement extension.
