Sib:—Will you permit me through your 

columns to call attention to a typographical 
line of page 55, of the 

April Journal of Education which is causing 
so much uneasiness among teachers of the 
Wgh school grades. The date in that line 
should be 1900 instead of 1899. The pre­
scriptions in the high school curriculum there 
published are for the school year ending 
July 1900. The last October Journal con 
tains the prescriptions for the next July ex­
aminations.

The attention of all teachers is also called 
to the regulation which requires a public 
examination of their schools sometime dur­
ing the year, a report of which must be en­
tered on their register and copied into their 
returns at the end of the year. A failure to 
comply with the regulation may be deemed 
sufficient reason for withholding payment 
of the government grant.

—The United States and Great Britain 
are today on a more friendly footing than 
for many years past and yét the former is 
dealing a mighty blow at the latter’s great­
ness. It is, however, purely a matter of 
business, and disastrous though the effect 
may be, there is no ground for complaint. 
A practical monopoly of the great iron and 
coal industries is responsible for much of 
Britain’s greatness, but now we find the 
United States competing successfully with 
the mother country and her iron manufao 
tures are being largely exported to fields 
where the British manufacturer has hitherto 
been without a rival. The new world Re­
public has grasped the secret of national 
greatness and in bending her efforts toward 
trade expansion she is developing a power 
that with its admirable backing of youthful 
fffuck and enterprise and unbounded natural 
resources, will speedily place her in the 
front rank as a commercial power. Great 
Britain’s industrial lead is already being 
lessened and the superior resources of her 
rival are becoming more apparent each year. 
Those who are watching this great race for 
commercial ascendancy cannot but note the 
widely differing principles under which the 
competitors are struggling. It is free .trade 
England against protectionist America, and 
the friends of both the involved principles 
are gathering much inspiration from this 
representative battle.

School Examinations.

The examinations of the Bridgetown school 
took place last week as announced. The at­
tendance of parents and others interested 
was good end the work was very satisfactory.

The Primary department, in charge of 
Miss Spurr, was first examined, the little 
ones acquitting themselves in a most credit­
able manner, not only in reading and spell­
ing, but in answering questions.

The following aftern 
department, taught by Miss Vidito, was ex­
amined. The children of this department, 
as on former occasions, manifested a very 
thorough acquaintance with the subjects on 
which they were examined, especially gerg- 
raphy and arithmetic.

The Preparatory department, taught by 
Miss Milner, was next in order. The exer 
ciaes listened to in this department were un­
usually good, the children showing a profi 
ciency in the subjects taught, that could 
hardly be excelled.

The examina1 ion of the High School de 
part ment, under the charge of Principal 
Brown, which followed, -was exceptionally 
interesting, and there is no doubt that the 
pupils in this department will acquit them 
selves in such a way in the provincial gra d 
iog examinations in July next as will 
further endorse the very high standard es­
tablished by this teacher, during the long 
period he has filled the position of Principal 
of our school. We would urge upon parents, 
especially, the necessity of visiting the dif­
ferent departments in our school during the 
year. Such visits not only encourage the 
pupils but the teacher as well. The educa­
tion of the child is of paramount importance 
and the interest of parents in the work 
should be evinced by their occasional pres­
ence in the school room.

In presenting the annual budget at Ottawa 
last week, Mr. Fielding, minister of finance, 
announced to the House of Commons that 
the Canadian tariff as fixed in 1897 and 
amended in 1898, would stand without 
change, British preferential and all. In 
reply to the .charge that imports from Great 
Britain had increased but slightly under the 
operation of the preferential clause, he said 
the government had established it, and if 
the British exporters did not take advantage 
of it, it was their own fault. W hile in spite 
of the discrimination, imports had grown 
much more rapidly from the United States 
than from Great Britain, it should bo re­
membered that these were largely of raw 
material and iron, and as England herself 
was importing iron from the United States 
she could hardly complain if Canada did the 
same thing. Mr. Foster, formerly Conserva­
tive minister of, finance, admits that technic­
ally there is now a twenty-five cent prefer­
ence for British imports, but he claims that 
before this exception to the general list was 
made the government was careful to raise 
the old national policy duties on all the lines 
of goods on which British manufacturers 
have any call in Canada. Tne consequence 
was that instead of a bona fide reduction of 
one quarter of the duties, the British manu­
facturers get a reduction of less than one- 
eighth.
