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THE ROBINSON HURON TREATY.

THis AGREEMENT, made and entered into this ninth day of September, in
the year of our Lord one thousand eight hundred and fifty, at Sault Ste.
Marie, in the Province of Canada, between the Honorable William
Benjamin Robinson, of the one part, on behalf of Her Majesty the
Queen, and Shinguacouse Nebenaigoching, Keokouse, Mishequonga,
Tagawinini, Shabokishick, Dokis, Ponekeosh, Windawtegowinini,
Shawenakeshick, Namassin, Naoquagabo, Wabakekik, Kitchepossigun,
by Papasainse, Wagemaki, Pamequonaisheung, Chief*; and John Bell,
Paqwatchinini, Mashekyash, Idowekesis, Waquacomick, Ocheek, Meti-
gomin, Watachewana, Minwawapenasse, Shenaoquom, Oningegtn,
Panaissy, Papasainse, Ashewasega, Kageshewawetung, Shawonebin;
and also Chief Maisquaso (also Chiefs Muckata, Mishoquet, and Mekis),
and Mishoquetto and Asa Waswanay and Pâiviss, principal men of the
Ojibewa Indians, inhabiting and claiming the eastern and northern
shores of Lake Huron, from Penetanguishene to Sault Ste. Marie, and
thence to Batchewanaung Bay, on the northern shore of Lake Superior,
together with the Islands in the said Lakes, opposite to the shores
thereof, and inland to the height of land which separates the territory
covered by the charter of the Honorable Hudson's Bay Company from
Canada; as well as all unconceded lands within the limits of Canada
West to which they have any just claim, of the other part, witnesseth:

That r and in consideration of the sum of two thousand pounds of
goQd nd lawful money of Upper Canada, to tbem in hand paid, and for the
fu er perpetual annuity of six hundred pounds of like money, the same to
b? paid apd delivered to the said Chiefs and their tribes at a convenient
sèason o each year, of which due notice will be given, at such places as may
be appoi ed for that purpQse, they the said Chiefs and principal men, on
b4half of their respective tibes or bands, do hereby ly, freely and volun-
ta iW-ûrender, cede, grant, and convey unto Her Mal ty, her heirs and
successors foreverall their right; title, and interest to, and in the whole of,
the territory àbove described, save and except the reservations set forth in
the schedule Iifto annexed ; which reservations shall be held and occu-
pied by the sa Chief.s and their tribes in common, for their own use and
benefit.

And should the said Chiefs and their respective tribes at any time desire
to dispose of any such reservations, or of any mineral or other valuable pro-
ductions thereon, the same will be sold or leased at their request by the
Superintendent-General of Indian Affairs for the time being, or other officer
having authority so to do, for their sole benefit, and to the best advantage.

And the said William Benjamin Robinson of the first part, onbehalf of
Her Majesty and the Government of this Province, hereby promises and
agrees to make, or cause to be made, the payments as before mentioùed;
