Chas. Moscley, the newly clected treasurer of the Cana-
dun Association of Stationary Eungineers, was born at Chart,
near Sutton, Eng.

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DRAFT OF BILL. ‘

An Act for the protection of Life and Property in the use of
Stationary Boilers and Enginces, and the Examination and
Licensing of persons in charge of them.

\Vhereas special provisions have been made by law for in-
specting marine boilers and engines, and, as a result, the pre-
cautions made necessary by the owners in complying with the
zaid Jaw have had the cffect of reducing accidents by boiler ex-
plusions to a minimum; and whercas the boiler explosions in
the use of stationary cngines and boilers have of late years
increased alarmingly and been the means of destroying a large
number of lives, and a great amount of property, through
defective plant, the carclessness of owners, and the, lack of
knowledge of the men in charge; and whereas it is cxpedient in
th: interests of the public that the like means of prevention of

wch explosions and accidents should be applied to stationary
boilers and cngines, as to marine boilers and engines:

Her Majesty, by and with the advice and consent of the
Legislative Assembly of the Province of Ontario, enacts as
ioliows:

1. This Act may De cited as An Act for the Protection of
Liie and Property in the usc of Stationary Boilers and Engines
and the Licensing of Engincers in charge of them.

2. In this Act unless the contents otherwise requires.

(1) The expression * Boiler " does not include boilers used
for heating water for domestic purposes or low pressure steam
heating boilers, unless the pressure excceds fifteen pounds per
square inch, or milway locomotive or stcamboat boilers, but
means and includes all other stcam boilers and every part thereof.
or thing connccted therewith, and all apparatus and things at-
tached to or used in connection twith any such boiler.

{2) The cxpression ““ Owner " means and includes any per-
son, firm or corporation, the owner or lessee of the boiler, and
the manager or other head officer in charge of the business of
any such firm or corporation.

(3) The expression * Engincer " means any person having
charge of or operating a steam boiler, under the provisions oi
this Act.

(4) The expression “ Inspector” means any inspector of
steam boilers appointed by the Licutenant-Governor-in-Council
under the provisions of this Act.

3. The Licutenant-Governor-in-Council shall appoint an
inspector or inspectors of stcam boilers for the province, for the
purposc of carrying out the provisions of this Act, and may fix
the remuneration to be paid such inspector or inspectors, and
m.ay divide the province into districts, aud appoint one or more
inspectors in each district. Such inspectors shall constitute a
bnard of boiler inspection, who shall mect from time to time as
may be required, and who shall have power to formulate

_eniform rules and regulations for the inspection of boilers, and

the examination of candidates for certificates of fitness as engi-
ncers under the provisions of this Act, and upon the approval
oi same by the Lieutenant-Governor-in-Council, such rules and
regulations shall have the same force as the provisions of this
Act, . .

4. No person holding the office of inspector under the pro-
visions of this Act shall be cither directly or indirectly inter-
ested in the sale of boilers or steam machinery, or any kind of
supplies used in conncection therewith.

5—(1) Every inspcctor appointed under the provisions of
this Act shall, before cutering upon the performance -of his
dutices, take and subscribe an oath that he will fasthfully and 1m-
partially periorm the duties of his office, and also give sccurity
for the due performance of his duties in the suin of $2,000. He
shall have had at least five years experience as a practical engi-
neer in charge of a stecam cngine.

(2) Every inspector appointed under the provisions of this
Act shall be practically conversant with the manufacturing and
working of boilers, and shall also be a competent and practical
ergincer, cspecially conversant with the manufacturing and
working of stcan boilers, and shall hold the highest grade of
cerlificate granted by the Ontario Association of Stationary
Engineers. or a first-class engincer’s certificate from the Min-
ister of Marine and Fisheries, under R.S.C., chapter 78.
scction 41.

6. The inspectors appointed under this Act shall, under the
direction of the Licutenant-Governor-in-Council, make such
rules for the uniform inspection of all stecam boilers coming
within the provisions of this Act, as will cnsure the careful,
thorough and systematic inspection of all boilers once, at least,
in cvery year.

7. The provisions of this Act respecting the inspection of
boilers shall not apply to any boiler insured and inspected by a
duly incorporated or duly licensed boiler insurance company,
legally doing business in Canada, if the owner or owners of such
boiler shall, when required by an inspector appointed under the
provisions of this Act, produce the certificate of inspection from
such 3 company.

S. The inspectors shall examine all persons applying for
certificates under this Act, and shall have power to issuc certi-
ficates of competency according to the experience, knowledge
and qualifications, subject to the rules and regulations made
and approved of by the Licutenant-Governor-in-Council, {from
time to time. :

9. All cestificates shall be exposcd to view in a conspicuous
place in the engine or boiler room.

10. Every cngincer or fireman, or holder of a special certi
ficate who undertakes to operate or take charge of any steam
plant, requiring a higher grade of certificate than he possesses.
shall be liable to a penalty not cxcceding Fiity Dollars, and
not less than Ten Dollars, upon the conviction of the same
offence, and the inspector may revoke his certificate.

11. Every person who has charge of an engine or boiler to
which this Act applies at the time of the passing thereof, shall
upon the payment of a fee of two dollars to the inspector, be
cutiticd to reccive a permit to operate such steam plant for the
term of onc year, and cvery such engincer or fireman who
applies for a renewal or higher grade of certificate, may pro-
cure the same by passing the necessary cxamination before the
inspector, and shall pay for the certificate the sum of five doltars.

12—(a) Every person to whom the provisions of the next
preceding section does not apply, who presents himself for ex-
