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The English Presbyterian Church con-
sists of 2 % congregations, and the mem-
bership for 1880 was 75,199, as compared
with 54,239 in 1879. The Sabbath school
teachors number 6,139, and the scholars
61,782. The total sum raised for the
Sustentation Fund last year was £37,426
and for Synodical Funds (including mis-
sions and college), £28,007.

UNITED STATES.

The Presbyterian‘Church of the Unit-
ed States, North, expended last year for
Foreign Missions, $591,640. The receipts
for the same poriod were $592,290:
