Canada.

Business moves along quictly. Fair
demand for pareels for immediate use.

Coriander Seeds will be higher.

Pilocarpine has trebled in price.

Bismuth and its preparations have
been causing some cxcitement for a
fow weeks. The first drop of 30c. was
followed in nbout n week of a further
drop of 30c. Quite a number stocked on
first intimation of & drop in value. The
whole trouble, we understand, was caused
by a break in the combination, this we
learn, has since been renewed, and old
values are looked for.

Quinine shows avery indication of stif-
fening in value.  Price has advanced in
London and New York,

Carbolic Acid is lower in price, due
probably to competition and cheaper
grades of acid.

Cawmphor shows an upward tendency.
Tt is about 3d. higher abrond. Outlook
uncertain,

It is a deplorable fact, that in thesc
days of keen competition, many pay more
attention to price than quality. There
never was i time in the history of the
drug business when this caution .was more
necessary.

Some jobbing houses are, we under-
stand, offering as an inducement to get
teade, free freight and free boxes. Any
one conversant with prolits in this line,
knows it is n case of paying these legiti-
mate charges without seeing them on the
invoico and freight bill,

England.

London, July 27th, 1894,

The Chemical and Drug Markets have
been distinctly on the dowan grade during
the month and business is reported dull in
every quarter. The auctions have been
lifeless for tho most purt, owing to the
absence of demand, and although there is
a little firmer tendency at the close, it is
by no means gencral.

Opium continues to sag, and many
wholesalers report reductions amounting
to nearly 25 per.cent in value.

Quinine is firm without much advance ;
whilst Camphor, at the time of writing,
is without quotation, owing to the ru-
miors of declared war between Chinn and
Japan.

Rhubarb will, of course, be affected
and stocks in Tondon are by no means
large.

Borux is down again, and a correspond-
ing reduction has taken place in Boric

Acid, Makers havo also made a slight
reduction-in Bromides.
Nitrate of Silver is very low and. Gly-
cerine has receded. _
On the other hand Oil of Aniseed,
Staphisagrin Seeds and Hyposulphite of
Soda have advanced. .

Duty on Bonded. Goods.

Onec of the late rulings of the Customs
Department will affect the .price of a
number of articles handled by the drug
trade, that is, any article bought in Lond
in any country have to pay a duty on
the duty that would have to be paid in
that country if not bought in bond, as well
as the duty on the cost of the goods. As.
we have not time to go into the matter
thoroughly before going to press it is hard
to tell how many articles this will affect,
but it will make Atkinson’s, Grossmith’s,
Crown Perfumery Co.’s and Rimmel's
goods higher, and any goods bought in
bond anywhere. 'What was the cause of
such a scemingly unjust ruling is so far:
unknown to the trade. What the tariff
generally will lead to is uncertain, as even
the Officers of the Customs- differ very
much in the classification of many articles
belonging to thé drug trade, which, in
many cuses tnakes quite a. difference in
duty.
