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fuithfulness and Thy salvation; I have not
concenled Thy loving kindness and Thy truth
from the great congregation. Withhold not
Thy tender mercies, O Lord ; let ‘Thy loving
kindnoess and Thy truth continually preserve
me.

But thou art my strong refuge ; my mouth
shall be filled with Thy praise, and with
Thine honor all the day,  Cast me not off 1n
the time of old age. Forsake me not when
my strength faileth. But I will hope con-
tinually, and will praise Theo yot more and
more. By mouth shall tell of Thy righteous-
ness, and of Thy ealvation all the day, for I
know not the numbers thereof. I will gom
the strength of the Lord God; I will make
mention of Thy righteousness, even of Thine
ounly. O God, Thou hast tanght me from
my vouth, and hitherto have I declared Thy
woudrous works. Now, also, when I am old
and gray-headed, O God, forsake mo not,
until I have shewed Thy strength unto the
next generation, and Thy power unto every-
one that is to come.

In everything commending ourselves as
ministers of God, in much patience, in afilic-
tions, in necessi'ies; in distresses, in stripes,
in imprisonments; in tumults, in labors, in
watchings; in fastings, in pureness, in know-
ledge; 1 long-suflering, in kinduess, in the
Holy Spint; in love unfeigned, in the Word
of truth, in the power of God; by the armor
of righteousness, ou the right hand and on
the left; by glory and dishonor; by evil re-
gort and good report; as deceivers and yet
true; a8 unknown and yet well known; as
dying and, behold, we live; as chustened
and pot killed; as sorrowful, yet alway re-
joicing; as poor, yot muking many rich; as
having nothing, and yet possessing all things;
in journeyings often; in perils of waters; 1n
perils of robbers; in perils by mine own
countrymen; in perils by the heathen; in
perils 1 the city; 1u perils in the wildernes:;
in perils in the sea; in perils among false
brethren; in weuariness and pamnfulness; in
watchings often; in hunger and thirst; in
fustings often; in cold and nakedness.
Besides those things that are without, that
which cometh upon me daily, the care of all
the churches.

And one of the elders answered, saying
unto me: These who are arrayed in the
white robes, who are they, and whence came
they? And I say unto him, Lord, thou
knowest. And he said unto me: Theso are
they who come out of the great tribulation,
and they washed their robes, and made them
white in the blood of the Lamb. Therefore
are they before the throne of God, and they
serve Him day and night in Ilis temple, and
He that sitteth upon the Throne shall spread
His tabernacle ovor them. They shall hunger
ne more, neither thirst any more, neither
ghall the sun strike upon them, nor any heat,
for the Lamb which is ia the midst of the
Throne shall be their Shepherd, and shall
guide them unto fountsins of waters of lifc;
and God shall wipe away every tear from
their eyes. Amen.

Letters of greeting were sent by the differ-
ent preachers in N. B.and N. S, and the
reading of these added not a little to the in-
terest of the occasicn. While they were
highly complimentary they were not more so
thun the occasion justiied. Not only from
the home preachers did such messages come,
but also from the many island preachers who
are now occupying promnent and responstble
positions in the United Statesand other parts
of tho world, and from the younger men who
are entering upon lives of gieat promise.

Many of the older men, and many of the
youngor, are Bro. Crawford’s children in the
gospel, and part of his reward is in seeing
them doing so grand a work in the name of
Christ.

And-righteousness is riches, while
To serve, is to be great; and, not
Alone is service greatoess, but
The path from glory unto glory
Pursuing these, bis way shines more
And more unto the perfect day;
His life grows daily richer in
The wealth imperishuble, and
The thing called Death is but the door
To vaster treasures.

Confronts us all. And not but once,
For life is lived by honrs ; and with
Buch hour we choose ancw, the worse
Siude or the better. Thy life speaks,
Tu accents sure the better part
Commending.
Thou hast proven the worth
Of that consistent truth, that, he
Who loses life for Jesus’ suke
Shall find it wanifold, And from
Thy fitty yeais of ministry,
And longer years of Christian faith,
As from a liberal sowing, springs
A harvest making glad the carth.
Lives touched by thine bave blossomed out
In fragrant blessing, and borne fruit
For sustenance and succor to
The souls of men, And in each life
Thus quickened by thine own, thine own
Has found new lease, and latitude ;
And shall, through these, go to bless
The world when thou hast gained thy rest.
Now from this summit of thy life,
This mount of prospect lookng o er
The past and future, thou cans’t view
The Race, the victory, the crown,
And yet we pray that still thy fect
May gain new heights, that glories new
May burst upon thy vision, c’er,

The presentation address was delivered by
R. W. Stevenson, Montague. He was the
man for the occasion. Having known Bro.
Crawford so long—oven from boyhocd—and
coneequontly holding hiin in such high esteem
which grows into admiration, and -is inter-
ponetrated with gratitude, he spoke out of a
full heart and with a power that cannot be
transferred to paper. IDis address was as
follows :

Lider Donald Crawford.

DEear S1R—We, your brethren in Christ,
and fellow-lnborers with God, have met here
to-day to coungratulate you on the length of
your minsstry, and to pray that you may be
permitted to onjoy many more years of suc-
cessful service 1n the church of the living
God —- ¢“ the pillar and ground of the truth.”

Your ministry has covered the most im-
porwunt part of the century, and the most
eventful period of the world’s history. It
has been a time of great changes and won-
derful improvement. A great domain of
nuture has been won.. In the last fifty years
Great Britain has doubled her colonial area,
until now she has over 11,000,000 square
miles with 350,000,000 of a population,
Iiven in Canada now provinces have been
built where-were only trees and wild animals
and the unprogressive redman, Towns and
cities have sprung up all over the best por-
tions of British North America. Many.miles .
of canal service aud thoussnds of miles of
railways thread the country, until now it is
fitled with the hum of commerce. Wonder-
ful has heen the increase of knowledge.
Applied science has transformed the world.
T'he upplication of steam and electricity has
secured the means of rapid communication,

ifty years ago nations and communities
wero far distant from each other. In the
meantime they have been drawn to within
speakiog distance of each other, and we go
to China and Japan in less time than, ffity
years ago, our grandfathers crossed from
England to America. By the eplendid sys-
tem ot tclegraph wires, railways and ocean
steamships the waste places have been changed
1uto the highways of commerce, and the vision
of the ancient Seer of Israel scems to be fully
reahized ; the wilderness is blossoming as the
rose — yea, blossoming ubundantly, and re-
joicing even with joy and singing.

You have witnessed marked improvement
in the religious world; many becoming tired
of sectarian strife have turned from their
unrighteous rivalries and unholy contentious
to study and work for the peace of Zion and
a united brotherhood 1n Christ. The growth
of the Disciples of Christ, whose plea 1s for
tho union of God’s people, from a small, de-
spised band to the magnificent proportions
of over one million in North America, is
marvellons. In the history of religious move-
ments, this is an inercase of unparalleled
prosperity. Tho trinmph of this movement
over sectarian bigotry and misrepresentation
18 another uchievement for which we are
profoundly thankful to Almighty God. To
keep secure this wonderful prosperity and
this respectable recognition from the world
about us you have labored and sacrificed,
