It g
no use to ask for it now, We have our eivil
and political rights and that is nothing for the
church to interfere with, ‘e have to judge
for oursclves and must not aek for either sup-
port or advice of the clergy.” There were
some scouts Riel had engaged taking his
letters to the different half-breed scttlements
and they were under oath not to deliver
these letters except to such persons whom
they eould trust, sud above all he warned the
scouts to be careful that these letters should
never bo seen by sty priest of the Catholic
Church, Father Leduc got hold of one of
the letters, nad in it it was stated that Riel
and his followers were bound in justice to
fight for their rights, and they were asking
the half-breeds who had notalready joined
them *to fall into line and not to spare the

BLOODY WORK AT CARTHAGENA,

Pavava, June 3.—Later accounts of the
attack on Carthagena eay that when the rebel
General Gaitan learned of the approach of
the Guvernment reinforcemnents, which ex-
pused him to danger of attack from the rear,
he resolved on making a general attack on
the city. Procuring a number of scaling
ladders, he sent a force by =va to approach as
silently as possible the walls of the city, and
to cover the movement he began a must
turious attack along the whole line of siege
works. The assailants from the seaside suc-
ceeded in climbing many of their lndders, and
a number of men scaled the walls, Had o suffi-
cicnt number of them dune so before making a
demonstration to attract the attention of a s'nall
number of besieged, their trimmnph would have
been sure. Lut, beiieving their success certain,
when only about sixty men had reached the
walls, they began therwr usual “vivas,” which
brought upon them the main force of the

besieged. The attack by sgea was thus
repuleed  wlith  {rightful loss, bayoust,
machets and knife doing their deudly

work in hand-te-hand conflict.  livery man
who reached the summit of the walls was
killed or wounded, and many at the base who
sought to escape by swimming were drowuned.
In the wmeantime the attack from La Popa was
maintained, and had a vigorous attack been
made while the truops were engaged in repel-
ling the assault on the other side of the city, no
doubt Carthagena would have fallen : but Gai-
tan gave the order to retire and two opportuni-
ties to secure the cily in one day were lost, The
defeuce was conducted with great bravery and
intelligence. Gaitan’s loss was 600 killed aud
wounded, and that of the loyalists fourteen
wounded and nine killed.

THE SCOLCH LAND MARKET,

Loxpo¥, June 3.—1he desperate condition
of the Scotch land market is shown by the
surprising number of Scotch estntes now
offered tor sale. Some of the oldest and
reputedly richest families are really poor on
account of the concessions they have had to
make to tenants, troubles with Crofters, antd
ocher cumplications which have decreased
their incomes while incressing their ex-
penses.  One auctioncer alone advertised to
sell to-day Scotch cstates valued at 32,500,
000. James Schoolbred, the extensive city
dry goods dealer, bought the famous Benwy-
vis deer foreat for §750,000, at which prics it
is coueidered a burgain, Muany Americans
arc in the market looking at Scotch proper-
tics, but no very important sales to them have
yet been snnounced.

THAT MANITOBA LAW.

ToroxTo, Ont., June 3.—At a special meet-
ing of the Board of Trade this afterncon the
Manitoba Exemption act was thoroughly dis-
cussed. The majority favored a prompt appeal
to the TFederal (zovernment for disallowance,
and finally the following resolution was passed:
—'"Phat the Board of Trade, having had under
consideration the act recently passed by the
Legislature of Manitoba, intituled ‘‘ Ap act
for the better administration of justice,”” and
more especially the sub-sections of section 117.
roferring to exemptions from seizure, records its
unquslited condemnation of such legislation,
as being an uajust and unwarrantable inter-
ference with existing contracts aud the rights
of parties ; as being logislation of such a char-
acter na under the present circumatances of the
province, in justice to afl parties, should nat
apply to any contract in existence at the time of
the passing of the act, and also should only be
brought into operation after a reasonable time,
so that parties likely to be affected thereby may
gavern themsulves accordingly ; as being certain
in its immedinte results seriously {o embarsss
business transactions of every kind within the
province, and ultimately to restriet inter-pro-
vincial comumerce—wherefors, the council of this
board- is requested to prepare an humble ad-
dress for preseutetion to the Governor-General-
Council prayicg for its dieallowance, The fol-

Here we have
the fullest liberty of the Press; in Ire-
land they havo a censorship. Here if & man
commits an offence he is accused of it
openly in court, He cannot be intimidated
into criminnticg himself ; any attempt tofex-
tract information from a suspected person
without giving him warning that the state-
ment mny be used against him on his trinl is
censutable if not punishable, WWhen a manis
put on his trial with us the juryis fairly
selected, and he has an equal right of chal-
lenge with his prosecutor.  All this is difler-
ent in Ireland. They bavo there

where accused persons and their wilnesses are
coerced and threatened into confession to their
injury. Inspector French, who is undergoing
imprisonment for an unmentionable ¢flence, is
aspecimen of persons whoapply thislegalscrew
to unfortunate political oflenders. The law
which was passed at the instance of the late
Lord O'Hagen for abolishing jury-packing has
been abrogated, and juries are now packed ut
the instance of Castle authorities as shune-
lessly as they were in the time of Castlereagh.

UNPARALLELED DERPOTISM.

It is no exaggeration to say that the coercion
code now in force in Ireland has nevar been
in oyperation in Kurope in modern times, Mr.
Gladstone got 2 lot of cheap populnrity
because he  wrete a Jetter o Lord
Aberdecen in favor of Ncupolitan poli-
tical prisoners, but the code of old
Bomba was weak and mild in compavison
with that which Mr. Gladstone himsclf has
catried out in Ireland. In a despotic country
it is quite possible to maintain a system of
rule such as that by which Lord Spencer
now governs. Lord Melbourne, Lord Rus-
sell, Sir Robert Peel, and other Engtish
Primo Ministers have passed coercien bills
for lIreland, and kept them for longer or
ghorter periods in operation; but the cir-
cumstances under which they acted were
very different to what they aro now. Noxt
Parliament the Irish members will be doubled,
and i$ will be impossible for Liberals and
Conservatives to carry a Coercion bill in the
face of a body whose interests and instincts,
whose ‘passiong and whnse feelings will be
arrnyed against it. It is a knowledge of
what is coming that makes the government
tremulous,
LRITISH SLANDEL,
A forcigner running his eye down the
columns of an Foglish newspaper might De
pardoned if he thought that the Irish mem-
bers were n set of political reptiles, which
both sides shunned for fear of getting stung.
Nothing too severe can be written against
their character 88 men, and no motive is too
mean and dastardly %o be imputed to them,
if you trust the party newspapers and be-
lieve the party spokesmen.

it will never be possible to bargain with
them about coercion. It is the one subject
that touches their sympathies and rouses
their sensc of dignity snd national pride. No

Government will be able to maintain
oftice that does =not equalize the
Iaw between the two countriese. The

idea of the two parties conbining against
the Irishmen is chimericul, and would not hold
for a month. It is the knowledge of this that
makes the Ministers sc anxious, Some—I fear
the majority—are going upon the old lines;
ap/l [ suppose Liberals throughout the
country would support them, whatever
they dccide on, Dut if che decision is
in favor of continuing ceercion, it will
certainly be reversed. The Irish voters
will not be without influence even in England,
and the one question in presence of which thoy
will sink all their differences is that of coer-
cion. The Irishman who votes. for or coun-
tenances the election of anyonc who is in
favor of coercion, will be, and justly so, re-
gardad by his countrymen as a traitor,

1o the Jauuary ot 1800 an Irish Parliament

met for the last time for nearly a century.
Its asgembling found the Government party
confident of victory, the Opposition desporate
and despairing. It would seem that for a
moment the Opposition dreamed of muking
that appeal to arms which they had regarded
with such horror when it was made by the
United Irishmen. But they made nosuch
attempt. 'The Government wos far too well
prepared, and any eflort of the kind wauld
have been hopeless. Nothing was to be done
but to discuss the merits of the DLill which
was to deprive Ireland of her re-
vresentative assemnbly, and to hope against
hope that they might be able tu de.
feat it. The tactics of the Government were
ingenious. T'he address from the Crown
contained no allusion to the threatened and
dreaded Jnion. ‘Lhe very omissvion alarmed
the Opposition, and a dehate immedintely
sprang up on a motien directly asserting the
indepecndence whichh had been obtained for
the Parlinment by the Voluntecrs in 1782
It was curiously appropriate that in the very
middle of this debate the man who had done
more than any other to obtain the indepen-
dence of the Irish Parlinment should make
his appearance, comivg from his sick bed
to fight ouce more for the libertics
which were themsclves in the throas of
death, Grattan had faded for some time
out of public vicw. He had no sympathy
for the mavenient which Wolfe Tonce had be-
gun, and which ended with Wolfe Tono's
death in a Dublin prison. But when Vhe in-
dependence of that Parlinment of which he
wag the parent was threatened, he came out
of his self-cliosen obscurity to fight oneo last
fight in its favor. Hecume too Iate. The
silver voice which had so proudly hailed the
regencrated ngsembly, and wished it a per-
petual existence, had no power to touch the
hardencd hearts or churm tha deafened ears
of the purchased Senate of Cornwali’'s and
Castlereagh, Grattan himself was in some
degres the cause of the disaster which was
now about to fall upon his country. Ani-
mated by o too generous belief in the fidelity
of his opponcnts’ pledges, he hmd counselled
the disarmunient of the Volunteers, nud hia
cnunsels had conguered the more prudent
advice nnd the more far-sccing statesmanship
of Flood. It wus too late now to redress
the mischicf caused by this miaplaced confi-
dence.
Hussey Burgh’s fino simile, taken from the
legood of Jason, in which he compared the
laws of England to the dragon’s teeth which
brought forth armed men, had, unfortunate-
ly, becn comploted into o more perfect par-
allel with the antique story, The armed
men who sprang from the crop shown hy
Juson were compelled by eubtle euchant-
ments to turn their arms sgainst themselves,
and to destroy each other. The enchant-
ments of Grattan’s parsuasive eloquence had
destroyed the nrmed strength of lrelund and
had dissipated the legions which might have
prescrved their independence, snd left her
helpless and defenceless to the menacesof u
trivmphant Govermnent.

Sceure although the Government belivved
themaelves to be, und confident us they were
of victory, Grattan's appoarauce wae nonc
the less disquieting and even alurming. The
Cuastle turned Corrv, one of the ablest of
their taools, and one of the bitterest enemics
of Grattun, against the returned Tribune,
Corry had once played tho part of w patriot,
and had alterwurds transferred himsddf and
his services to the Government, for which
he had boen but lntely rewarded by the
Chancellorship of the Exchequer, from
which 'arnell had been driven.  Corry might
have believed that ndvencing yours and ill-
health had weakened the powers of Grattan's
mind. He might for the moment kave fondly
imagined that he was w match for the great
orator, and that the ficrcencss and the
brutality of his attack would discredit
and possibly discomtit his adversary,
Corry waa grievously miataken, Grattan
had once before asgsailed Klood in terms
of almost unsurpassable bittcrness. That
apecch against Flood might have be n regard-
ed a8 almost the high-water mark of trium-
phant Parlinmentary vituperation ; but if no
ono save Grattan could have surpussed that
effort, it was in Grattan’s own power to sur-
pass Urattar.  The savage vehemence of the
sasault upon Flood pales almost inte compli-
ment and courtesy when contrasted with
the merciless invective which he now launched
againgt Corry. Even through the thick-
gkin and deadened conscicnce of the
Costle placemen the insuits of Grattan's
speech burned’ und eat like a corrosive acid.
The speoch g short, but it is a masterpiece of
ita kind, Every blow stings like the hlow of
o whip ; every sentenco draws blood, *‘The
limited talents of gome men,” said Grattan,
in fierce scorn of his antagonist's clumsy at-
tack, * rendering it impossible for them to be
severe without being unparlinmentary,” Diug
Grattan promised Corry, sod he kept his
word, that he would show him how to Lo
severc und parliamentary ot the same time,
The charge of treasorn which Corry had
lavelled against Grattan ho treated with de-
fiant scorn. It wounld huve been in
no s#cnse dishonorable, but only honor-
able for Grattan to have been guilty
of treason in the sense that Wolfo
Tone, Lord Ldward Fitzgersld, and Arthur
O’Connor were guilty of treason. The
sting of the accusation Izy in the suggestion
that Grattan was a traitor who had saved
himself discreetly from the conmseyuences of
his treachery. It was perfectly well known
that Grattan never hnd any sympathy what-
ever with the movement of the United
Irishmen, and it was perfectly easy for him
to disprove the clumsy falsehoods of Corry
s¢ T despise tho falsenood,”Jsaid Grattan, *‘If

ment to draw upon themselves the destrue-
tion of Grattan’s oloquence,

But the eloguence of Grattan could not
suve tho constitution or the country. The
resolutious in favor uf the Union of the two
kingdoms were earried by successive majori-
ticg, and on the 2ist Muy Lord Castlereagh's
bill, based on the resolutions, was carried on
its tirst roading by the mmjority which the
Governinent had calculated upou—a mnjority

of gixty, On May 26 the second reading of
the bill was carried, after the House
hud listened to tho last of Grttan's

unti Union specches, There need be no
apology for quoting here again the im-
wortal peroration of that final speech. Like
the passage from Shakespeare which it en-
shrincs, as a relic is evshrined in a frame
searcely less precions than the sacred en-
closure, it is cternally fresh and eternally
beautiful.

*Yet, I do not zive up the country : I sco
her in o awoon, but she is not dead ; though
in her tomb she lies helpless and motionless,
atill there ia on her lips n spirit of life, and
on lier cheeks a glow of beauty—

While a plank of the vessel aticks together
I will not leave her.

It wos fitting that Geattan should pro-
nounce the funernl elegy for the liberties
whore birth he had hailed. That liberty
which he had hoped might bo perpetunl en-
dured exnctly eiphteen years. Grattan had
traced tho carcer in Ireland from injuries to
arms, and from arms to liberty. lec had
now in his old uge to witnesa the reverse
process—to wateh the progreas from liberty
to army and from arms to injuries.  Sir
Jonali Burrington hus described with an
unexpected eloguence beyond his weng, and
worthy of the solemn ovension, the scene
inside the Houss of Commons whon tho
fatal moment came which deprived Ireland
for nearly n century of her constitutional
liberty. 'I'ho sceno outside the House when
nll way over was c¢ven more impressive.
The Speaker of the House, folowed by s
small body of thoe fuithful and honorable
Opposition, puassed out into the crowded
streets. The people uucevered as peoplo
uneover in the presence of the dead, snd fok
lowed in nugust ailenco the Speaker and his
companiong to the Speaker’s house in Molos-
worth street,  There the Speaker facod
about to the still silent pecple, the death of
whoso liberty he had go unwillingly wit-
nessed, and passed without a word into his
dwelling

So ended the Parlinment of the Volun.
teers | Asw legislative bady it wae not an
ideal asgemhbly. 1. had many faults, many
weaknoesses, und it perished in the end
through its own unworthinces, Dut it still
was, however insufliciently, the representa-
tivo body of the nation. In time it would
have grown more liberal ; in time Catholics
would have becn admitted to ita delibora-
tions ; in time it would have proved the
true hond of a frec state, Such as it was,
with all its imperfections, it preserved
for Ireland that proud yprivilege of legisla-
tive indopendenca which now, for five-nnd-
eighty years, she has mourned without ces-
gntion,” The Parliament whioh is destined
specdily to tako the place of the lost Parlin-
ment will be a very different body from
that which Grattan wolcomod into existence
and lamented over in its fall. It will he a
body worthy of the Irith nation which, in
the long lapse of years since the beginning
of this contury, had been ateadily torming
itself and training itaelf for the restoration of
its liberties. It will be a free Parliament in
the gense that Grattan's never was; for in it
for the first time the representatives of the
nationn] faith will find their rightful place.
It is to bo hoped, it is to be believed, that the
orstor who hails the inanguration of this Par-
liament may say, addressing it with a greater
confidence even than that of Grattan—
