FARM AND GARDEN.

THE NEW SEEDED FIELDS,

It will be atrange, If after the very singular
winter we have experienced, the meadows—
newly seeded fielde especlally—do not show
bad effects from the ait:.rnate freczing and
thawing, and with so Lit.le coverlng of snow,
Add t)this the considerable amoart of los
that has been upon some of the fields, and
tho prospect does mo¥ look very promis-
ing for much of a crop of clover, The newly
seeded fialds last {all were looking fincly, but
if they should come through t 1o wirt :r fairly
well, v will bo aa mach as can be expect @ of
them.

Ssmething will dopend upon the weather
we are now having. \Vit1pleaty of rain and
warm weather, the gragses wil' be stimulated
to do thelr beet, but if 1t should be dry, a
short crap of hay may be anticlpated. Wae
shooli do oor best, however, to avert this by
every means in our power. Tho trouble with
winter killing of grasass will be largely wish
the clover, which {is eatlly tharuwu
out of tho grouzd by the frecz'ng and
thawing. Where this {a the case, going over
the fi-lde ns it la dry enough with a roller may
pe of some benofit in pressing the roota back
again,

Sometimes on th:e3 newly sceded fislde
there will bo sp i) whera there falled
to ho a catch of grmse. (Oa theso placcs
more geed should be sown as Boon as
po:sible. J a cousid.rable portlon of & ticld
1s bare ot grase wad It {s not dasirable to
plow, it msy be advisable t) sow lightly of
oata or barlsy wich thegrazs seed and harraw
fo.

In eome cases where fiolds have locked vory
zopromising early in the scason, when rains
have tallan there haa besn grest improvement,
resulting in a crop of hay.,

It negessary it wouid be better tojlow
aome hare pleces rather than to have little or
ne crop, Butthe idea should bs to get back
agaln the graes as scon us may be and with
aa lit-le impoveriebmeut {0 tha soll as poseible,
I'hla can bo dons to nne way by reatocking 1o
grars with some grain orop the pres ot sos-
gon, If thero is mnanure, put in ou ; !f not it
will be aun excellent plan to give u dressing ol
phesphate. This wiil give the new seeding a
fine start, and then if anntber fall alight cuat
of miuure can be added, there should be goud
reaulte,

CANNED MWILK,

U.tll withln a short time the stiwards on
the lirge opan steamers have used cendensed
milk almos: exclasively. We are now told,
saya the Rural New Yorker, that many are
using Norwegian canned milk, whioh bas the
merlt of belng already for use as well as be-
ing without change of form, and preserviog
the mixtore of butier fate almoit exsctly as
the prodact came from the cow. Tais Nor-
woglan milk is prepared by a patent procese
which ls 8o slingl+ tiat it {s guiet snrprielog
taat it ever could be pate.t d or taat It was
not made use of long ago.

treuble has been that this sweet oream would
hald tee much buttermilk, and 10 would more
quickly go t) the bad, The taste of aweet
cream butter as ordinarlly made is not the
taats of batter at al ; bat of t1isthlngs which
are in I8. The fack Is, that two-thirde of the
people who talk s0 lsarpedly abemt batt:r
flavor, never m:3% with {§, bus have butser-
milk, sour oream or salt mixed up in different
proportions I thelr minds, and have avaumed
that the artifiaisl way the genufne favor.—
